Washington. The presence of
two distinct races of man In the
Pacific islands suggests two periods
and sources of immigration, says a
bulletin of the National Gooegraphl-
cal Society. Tho Papuans and Poly,
nesiana appear to show tho widest

divergences, witV the Microncsians
occupying the iiitermediate ground
and possessing affinities of race,
language and custom within the
other two.

The Pfipunr.-3 may bo generally said
to inhabit New Guinea, the Solo-
monn, New Caeldonia and Fiji. They
are irreligious, democratic, quarrel-

some. cannibalistic and liostito to <
strangers. They paint tlieli bodlos
rather than wear clothes, cook in i
earthen pots, and their speech con- '
sists of a number of broken dialects i
The Polynesians differ wtdoly from '
the Papuans. They pos ess un elub- i
orate re'igious system, an established
order of hereditary chiefs and well- i
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defined social castes. They arc fond
of dross, are friendly to strangers,
are good seamen and navigators, and1 a too instead of scai their bodies,
ur.-.l seldom practice cannibalism,
fhe.v cilao possess n com men lan-
guage, understandable throughout
New JCefttnnd. Hawaii, Ramoa, Tahiti
and the Paumotu islands.
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
