‘London, Aug. 6.—The food riots
in Italy and agitations elsewhere on
the Continent are focusing attention
on the continued increase in the
prices of food and clothing in this
country. Public feeling, judged by
protesting letters to the press and
the talk one hears in restaurants
and private houses, is mounting to
the point of extreme indignation.

Newspapers are devoting much
space to this subject and warning
the government that unless it takes
action to curb profiteering, trouble
may be expected this winter. The
| government's recent announcement

to have appeased the public, and
the demand is widely mnade for a
return to the strict wartime regula-
tions.

There is great discontent among
small householders. One writes to
