Paris, Aug. 23 (Saturday).—The Su-
preme Council has sent the follow-
ing note to the Hungarian government
in which announcement was made
that the council would have no deal-
ing with a government headed by
Archduke Joseph, or any other mem-
ber of the Hapsburg family:

“The Allied and Associated powers
have been further considering infor-!
mation derived from our reports, and

from other sources, as to recent
events in Budapest. Their conclu-
sions are as follows:

“They are most anxious to con-

clude a durable peace with the Hun-
garian people, but they feel that this
cannot be done while the present
Hungarian government in power.

10,000 Troops Are

It is esti-
mated that it is costing the United
States, roughly $1,000,000 monthly
|to care for these prisoners.
! When General Pershing sails for
|the United States on September 1,
it is estimated there will still be
about 30,000 miscellaneous Ameri-
can troops in France, not including
the 6,800 on the Rhine.
