Sproul Confers With' Other

Governors at Washington;
Plans Are Laid

MAY OPEN STATE MARKET

#500,000 Is Available Here to

Establish Retail Depots
to Reduce Prices

Washington, Aug. 30.?As the re-
sult of a conference yesterday be-

tween Governor Sproul, of Pennsyl-
vania, and other members of the con-
ference of Governors with Attorney

General A. Mitchell Palmer it was
agreed that the State agencies would
co-operate in every way with the
Federal movement to reduce the cost
of living. All misunderstandings
were explained away, and so far as
practicable the Government agents

of the Food Administration will act
for the States.

Howard Heinz, of Pittsburgh, Food
Administrator of Pennsylvania, will
represent the Government and the
State jointly, and in other States the
same course will be pursued. Fair
Price Committees will be established,
and the States will give their sup-
port to the observance of the prices
thus fixed.

It also is probable that State mar-
kets will be established in Pennsyl-
vania in order to bring about a re-
duction in the price of food. A meet-
ing of the Public Welfare Commission
is to be called soon to consider the
fuestion arid ascertain if the com-
mission has the power to establish
such markets. There is an appropri-
ation of $500,000 available for the
work of this commission, and if the
authority exists to undertake this
project the money is *it hand for car-
rying it through. The commission
consists of the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, Auditor General, State
Treasurer and Adjutant General.

Sproul Issues Statement
Governor Sproul this evening

joined with his associates in the fol-
lowing statement bearing on the
day's events:

"The series of conferences to-day
with Attorney General Palmer, Presi-
dent Wilson and Secretary of War
Baker, were most satisfactory and
helpful. Our talks cleared away
any misunderstandings that may
have existed and I am sure will work
to the benefit of the whole country.
Our talk with the President and At-
torney General Palmer resulted ingenuine co-operation and the
machinery of the Federal and State
Governments will be used in a so-
lution of the high cost of living
problem. After our meeting to-day
these facts are clear:

"All people and organizations
should immediately co-operate for
the purpose of increasing production
of the necessities of lifs,

"Economy in consumption andcare in purchasing are equally im-
portant to production.

"Every agency of the Federal and
State Governments should co-operate
to prevent profiteering. In this con-
nection the Attorney General lias
assured us that he will pursue, underlexisting and proposed laws, allprofiteering."

"The suggestion of the Attorney
General for the appointment of aFair Price Committee in all States,
upon appointment by the Governovswas indorsed."

Governor Sproul is especially en-
thusiastic over the outlook for a re-
organization of the Pennsylvania
National Guard and believes that
with the changes proposed by Secre-tary Baker in the pending Arrnvbill any situation that might arise
ran be met by Pennsylvania. The
Governor is of the opinion that in
most localities of the State compan-
ies with 100 men can be easily or-ganized, but in some of the ruralsections this might not easily be ac-complished. He believes, withAimy officers, that the rules shouldbe made flexible enough to makeexceptions in various sections of tlie
country.

Governor Sproul has great faithin the Commission of Public Wel-fare and Organization which takesthe place of the Council of National
Befense in the State. He believes the
Welfare Commission can be madeen effeeti\ e means of assisting inprice regulation and that it willwork to the satisfaction of every
section of the Commonwealth.

RULING PRESS
La Follettc Asserts He "Was

Damned" For Saying That,

in Senate Report

Washington, Aug. 30. Continu-
ing his attack on the land leasing
bill in the Senate yesterday, Senator
La Follette, Republican, Wisconsin,
called attention to a letter favoring
the bill from Joseph A. Phelan, who
signed himself as an oil examiner
of the Shipping Board. The board's
offices, Mr, La Follette said, had re-
plied to a telephone Inquiry that
Phelan was in the Senate gallery
to-day.

"I don't know where he is," said
the Wisconsin Senator, "but I'll
wurrent that where the Standard
Oil lobby is, there you'll find
Phelan."

Phelan had been with the Shipping
Board only about two months and
previously a man of the same name
had been an agent for oil interests
seeking leases in the west, Senator
La Follette said.

Price fixing was opposed by Sen-
ator La Follette, who said it could
not be done constitutionally.

The Wisconsin Senator made an
attack on the newspapers of the
country, declaring they were "con-
troled." I made that statement in
Philadelphia in 1912 and they
damned me for it and for a time
they kept me out of their columns,"
he said.

The speaker declared there were
not more than four or five publica-
tions, reaching not more than 200,-
00 subscribers which were not con-
trolled by "the Morgan Standardoil
or allied interests" which were free
"to print criticisms of the powers
that control the nation's industrial
life."

AVnsliington, Aug. 30. John D.
Ryan, former assistant secretary of
war in charge of aircraft produc-
tion, was defended in the Senate
yesterday by Senator Thomas,
Democrat, Colorado, from what the

STOCKMEN SAY
Increasing Interest Is Being

Shown in New Post by
U. S. Soldiers

Threaten to Reduce Produc-
tion Before Senate

diers from overseas there is increas-
ing interest in the organization of
the great American Legion, which
will be the G. A. R. of the Great War.
The sentiment of the new organiza-

tion is expressed on posters from
which these two quotations are taken:
"Let's Stick Together in the Ameri-
can Legion," "Buddies? qf it?
Join a Post."

Washington, Aug. 30. Inter-
jecting some sharp advice and warn-
ing to city dwellers as to meat
p 'ices, western stockmen laid before
the Senate Agriculture Committee
yesterday further protests against
the Kenyon-Kendrick bills to regu-
late the packing industry.

"I'm going home and tell my
neighbors that we'll have to curtail
production to the point where con-

sumers will eat the whole beef
carcass," said George T. Donaldson,
president of the Kansas State Live-
stock Association. With J. H. Mer-
cer, cattle commissioner of that
Slate, and others, he said, he had
been investigating the distribution
of meats in all the larger eastern
cities.

"Right in your city of Washing-
ton," he told the committee, "I've
found the forequarters of beef
selling to the retailer for eight cents
a pound, and selling to the con-
sumer at 32 cents. We learn there
are 700 places here where meat is
sold, and we think that one hundred
would be ample and reduce the cost
to consumers too."

Mr. Donaldson opposed the regu-
latory measures, and Senator Ken-
yon, Republican of lowa, asked him
if he hud read the Federal Trade

I Commission report on the subject.
"I have," replied Donaldson, "and

I regret to say I haven't as high a
regard for the Federal Trade Com-
mission us an American citizen of my
age ought to have."

Membership pins to be worn by wo-
men veterans of the great war and
who are eligible to the Legion and
have organized local posts are ready
for distribution. These pins are of |
the same design as the membership
button and consist of a small replica
of the regulation bronze live-pointed
star discharge button issued by the
War Department, surrounded by a
narrow circular band of blue enamel
containing the words 'American Le-
gion," in gold letters with a fluted
gold edge.

All men who served their country
during the Great War either on this
side or overseas, between the decla-
ration of war in April. 1917, and the
armistice last November, are eligible
to membership. It is expected to be
the largest organization of ex-soldiers
in the world.

It is the purpose of the American
Legion to assist in every way the re-
turned soldiers and to adjust many
of the problems involved through re-
tirement from the service and estab-
lishing their rights under the War
Insurance Act, the purchase of Lib-
eray Bonds, allotments, etc. It is to
be not only an association for mutual
helpfulness, but an organization

through which the men who served
in a great cause can maintain the as-
sociations of the field and camp. Har-
risburg sent several thousand men
into the various branches of the ser-
vice and it is probable a number of
posts will be established here, one ex-
clusively of railroad men who served

I in the railroad units. As stated by the
] weekly organ of the American Legion
! the association is designed to serve
I through union the best interests of
f thousands who were in service and

above that the best interests of Amer-
ica."

The September membership drive is
expected to yield at least one million
for the Legion. Thousands of posts

have already been chartered' and
thousands more are expected to be
organized before November first.

MORE EQUIPMENT
NEEDED BY CITY
FOR COLLECTIONS

Report of First Month of Mu-
nicipal Work to Be

Made Soon

Harry F. Sheesley, superintendent of
the Bureau of Ash and Garbage inspec-
tion, will submit a report to Commis-
sioner S. F. Hassler on Tuesday, glv-

I ing the cost of hsh collections during
| August with the equipment owned by
i the city, as compared with the cost
during other months in the summer
when horses and wagons were hired.

Mr. Sheesley said to-day that ash
collections from January 1 to Septem-
ber 1 cost the city 530,996.16, which
amount has been used from $-10,000 ap.
proprintion in the budget. In addition
to paying for collection of ashes
500 had to be taken from the $40,000
to buy a partial equipment, it was ex-
plained, leaving a balance of about
$3,800.

More horses and wagons will be
needed for the ash collection work dur-
ing the winter months and should be
available by October 15, Mr. Sheesley
said. Councilmanic action to provide
this equipment in case the commis-
sioners decide to purchase it, should
be taken during September.

Throughout the summer the collec-
tion forces have been maintaining the
regular 15-day schedule throughout the
city and few complaints have been re-
ceived about the service it was said by
city officials. Garbage collections are
being made, semi-weekly during the
summer months, and the weekly sched-
ule will not be resumed until late in
October.

Miners Strike, Alleging
Excessive Dockage

Scranton, Pa., Aug. 30. Fifteen
hundred miners and laborers of the
Coal-Brook and Wilson creek mines
of the Hudson Coal Company, at
Carbondale, Pa., struck to-day. The
trouble was precipitated because of
the alleged excessive dockage and
the persistent laying off of groups
of men. ?

Fifteen hundred workers of the
Powderly and No. 1 mines here,
owned by the same company also
struck to-day in protest against the
mechanical loader, claiming that it
was worked in easy places of the
mines, while laborers were forced
to work the harder and less profit-
able places.

Five hundred employes of the
company at the Jeremyn mine also
quit to-day in a sympathetic strike
against the mechanical loader.
