Viewed closely trom the height
of a few hundred feet Harrisburg
is just what Colonel Kirkland says

The ‘“‘front steps” along the river
stand out clearly in a wide sweep
fringed with green trees and the
residence parts of the city are for
the most part also decorated with
greenery. The humblest home with
a tree of two to garnish it is a thing
of beauty from the air, and the fin-
est residence in town is a bare,
bleak factory-looking structure if
it has no trees or shrubbery to set
it off.
