CREAM AND OIL,
RUN ENGINES

Remarkable Invention Goes
on Almost Anything; Of-
fered as Fuel Solution

New York.—To run engines, using
as o fuel olive oil, melted butier or
whipped cream may sound absurd,
but, according to E. W. Blakely of
the Society of Automobile Engineers,
oné of the lending speakers at the
convention of the American Society
of Mechanical Engineers, in session
here recently, this already has been
accomplished. *“Of course,” said Mr.

Blakely, “it would be
use any of these substances as a
permanent fuel, but the fact that

the engine could be started and run
on them speaks . volumes for the
principle involved.

The experiment was accomplished
recently with the use of a Hvid en-

According to Mr. Blakely the en-
gines not only economizes the use of
fuel, but also saves energy in the
sense that it avoids, in many cases,
the transportation of coal.

cept that high compression is used

to secure ignition and a fuel inject-
ing mechanism is employed, by
means of which a preliminary com-
bustion is made to force the fuel into
the engine without complicated
pumps or air systems. The engine is
said to have all the advantages and
none of the. disadvantages of the so-
Diesel, and will run on any
oil that can flow through a pipe or
any biproduct of distillation.
