Decline of Agriculture,

Some of cur Westers free trade cotem-
poraties appear to be considerably befogged
in contemplating the statistics of agricul-
ture : and, iwstead of takiog paivs toip-
form themselves with regard to the causss
of the comparative declive 1o this impor-
taut department of indasiry, they are ¢o-
desvoring to scold people uto engagiog ia
unprofitable employments. Here 15 an
extraet from sn article by one of these
teachers of political ceonomy :

uAGricuLTUKE Usrorcrar—It ap-

s from carefully revised tables upon
the subjent, that there is & marked falling
off in agriculiural pursaits of late years,
both in the 0d sud New World, iuduced,
no doubt, by the great desire to live casily
and live Juziiy ; to get office, if possible,
and bold on to 1t as to an ber-loom. The
discrepancy can scarcely be acoounted for
in any other way. 1t works by rote; and
the desire to evade bard labor is growiog
with cur growih aud sirengilicticg with
our sirengsh, io the fuce of facie going to
abow that the average of life 1o the rural
employmenis is far above that of suy vther
braves of business—professional, wereas-
tile, or mechanical

«fn 1880, the sgricultursl population
showed 77 per cent, male aod female,while
that of 1840 exbibited the ratio of agric
culturists at 45 per cent. of the entire pop-
ulation, with increase of perbaps uot less
than 5,000,000 in the ten years."

We think there most be some mistake,
either in that 77 or 45—which, we do not
kuow, but there could net Lave beena
falling off of 52 per cent  Yet the truth
is ob¥ious, that thers are t00 many men
living of the working populstion through
the wedinm of speculatious and taxes of
waricus kinds,direct sud indirest.  On the
whole, Farming is the most profitable,
bappy asd independeut pursuit, as well as
the most booest, but not the most popular
smong the ill-judging.
