Proposed amendments to the Oonstitctioncf the State of Ten-tu(- t,

adopted by the present General Assembly, and to be
acted upon by the popple.
The 'third section of the Cth article of the Constitution

shall be so amended as to read as follows
Settiox o. , The Judges of the Supreme Court shall be

elected by the qualified voters of the State at large, and the
Judges of such inferior courts as the Legislature may estab-
lish, shall be elected by the qualified votirs residing within
the boundsof any district orcircuit to which such inferior
Judgo or Judges, either of Law or Equity may be assigned,
by ballot, in the same manner that members of the General
Alsscnibly are elected. Courts may be established to be
holden by justices of the pticc. Judges of the Supreme
Court shah bo tliirty-fivcyea- rs of age, and shall be elected
for the terra of eight years.

The fifth section of the sixlh article of the Constitution
shall be so amended as to read as follows:

SiC S An Attorney General for the State shall be elect-
ed by the qualified voters of the Stateat large, and the At-

torney for the State for any circuit or district to which a
Judge of an inferior court may be assigned, shall be elected
by the qualified voters within'lhe bounds of such district or
circuit, in the same manner that members to the General
Assembly arc elected; all raid attorneys, both for the State
and circuit or district, shall hold their oflicc for the term of
aix years. In all case where the Attorney for any district
f.iils or refu-e-s to attend and prosecute according to law,
the Conrt shall have pocr to appoint an Attorney pro tem-
pore.

That the fourth section of the tenth article of the Con-
stitution of the Stale of Tennessee, le so ahercd that anew
county may bo formed out of a portion of the territory now
composing the cotintic of Haywood, Madison, Gibson and
Uver, the line of which shall not run nearer than ten miles
of .Dyersburg and Jackson; and that a new county may be
formed out of a portion of the territory now composing the
counties uf McNatry and Hardeman; and that a new coun-
ty may be formed out of that lwrtiou of Obion county, that
Ilea west of Reelfoot lake on the Mississippi river; and tliat
a new county inav be formed out of fractious of tlie counties
of Washington, Sullivan, Hawkins and Greene, by the name
of the county of Powell; and that a new county may be
loraieuoutui uporuou 01 me lerniory now composing me
counties of Manon and Bledsoe; which new counties may
consist of .less than three hundred and fifty square miles,
and the lines of said new comities may run nearer tlian
twelve miles to the county seats, of said old counties; and
said oM counties may be reduced below six hundred and
twenty-fir-e square piiles.
