I5FThe following account of a remarkable sur
gical, operation, we find in the New York Courier
tt Enquirer;

A man named Joffrin was presented to the Acad-
emy of Sciences, on the 9th inst, whose recent re-
lief from a tumor, has excited the wonder and ad-
miration of all persons conversant with the surgi-
cal art The tumor, hard and bony, had formed on
the inner surface of tlie orbit of tlie eye, which be-
came gradually protruded as the tumor increased,
and turned towards the temple, but had not-- com-
pletely lost the power of vision, although it was no
longer covered and protected by t'.elids. Chloro-
form having been administered, the surgeon, M.
Maisonncuve, dissected oil the soft parts down to
the bone, so that the fragments dissected ofi carried
with them the orbital muscle and the pnlly of
tne grand orbit 1 He eye projected irom its or-

bit, then hung down upon the cheek. This dissec-
tion discovered all the exterior part of J.he tumor,
and a portion of the internal side incrusted in the
internal surface of the orbit; it filled more than
two. thirds of that cavity. Its base presented no
contraction, and seemed to be combiribd not only
with the internal oibital surface, but with the sur-
face above and below. Its posterior extremity
was situated too deep to admit of its being circum-
scribed. The anterior part alone offered a inara-miliat- ed

projection on which it was possible to op-
erate. , The narrowness of the cavity not permit-
ting the use of the saw, the surgeon had recourse
to pincers; and after having broken two of Lis-to- n

s and one of Charriere's in vain attempts
tumor, M. Maisonncuve at length rtsorted

to the cold chisel and liammcr. After many and
intense efforts, the bony mas3 was at length de-
tached and extracted iuone solid block, in form
it resembled a pigeon's egg tlattened in substance
it was hard and smooth like ivor-- . The deep cav-
ity which had been occupied by the tumor, was
found to be smooth and lined with a sort of mem-
brane. No communication existed with the
maxillary sinus, nor with the nasal fossa?.
The tumor being extracted, the eye was replaced
in its ancient natural position, and almost immedi-
ately resumed its functions. All its movements,
even, were perfectly, preserved. The wound ha3
healed by first intention, and even the traumatic fe-

ver was hardly sensible. The tumor was of exces
sive harduess and density; it was five centimetres
(about two inches) long, four centimetres broad, and
lour centimetres thick. It adhered to the frontal
bone by its upper side, for an extent of about two
centimetres. The operation was performed on the
14th of July: and when the patient was Presented
to the Academy on the 9th inst. the cure was so in
complete that it was extremely difficult to decide
on which side of the liice the operation had been
performed. Tho cicatrice was imperceptible, and
the eye perfectly performed all its functions with
out the slightest deviation. This which
occupied an hour and a half, has at once placed the be
name ofM. MaisODneuve high among the most emi-
nent illustrations of science.
