Public affairs continued in the same stagnant
state in the capital that we noticed on the arrival
of the last steamer. No further reports were pub-

lished there relative to the affairs in tho south.
The revolution in Michoacan seems to be gaining

ground. The Omnibus has the following account
of a battle: "The squadron of Queretarohas had
another fight with the insurgents of Michoacan."
Had the squadron of Queretaro obtained any ad-

vantage over the insurgents, it is probable the Om-

nibus would not have omitted to mention it
The Universal says that the town of Litacuaro,

in Michoacan. bad been taken by tho insurgents,
but that Gen. Zenea attacked them and drove
them out It naively acknowledges that the re
bels captured "the garrison, all the arms, munitions
of war, and everything else."

It is said that the clouds of locusts are still com
mitting great ravages in the departments of Vera
Cruz. Oaiaca. Pueb!a and Mexico.

The stage coach company had given notice that
the roaus between .laiapa ana era uruz were in
such bad order, in consequence of frequent heavy
rains, Ui3t tbey could notagreo to make time with
their coaches, and might even be forced to stop
their running occasionally.

Santa Anna had ordered a census of the city of
Mexico to be taken, specifying thoe who were en
gaped in commerce and industrial operations from
others.

Corrtepondenct of the B'lUtmori Sun.
Wasiiinoton, August 9.

The amount of the revenue from all sources for
tho fiscal year ending Juae 30th, is ascertained to
have been seventy-thre- e and a half millions. It
will probably be somewhat less for the fiecal year
ending the 30th of Juno, 1855; but still the revenue
is likely to be sufficient for our present moderate
scale of peace expenditure. The expenditures of
the present fi?cal year will be about sixty millions,
independently ofthe redemption of public debt and
the payments stipulated for undue treaties.

It will require economy and moderation to keep
the expenditures within sixty millions hereafter.
Nor is it to be supposed that the revenue from the
customi will long continue to be a" preat as at pres-

ent; for, ot the list of dutiable imports, the promi
nent articles will bo produced at home, and will
cease to be imported at heavy freight", to say noth-

ing of duties. It may be safely predicted that we
shall have no more of Mr. Guthrie's project for the
restrinion of the present revenue.

Mr. Cobb's land graduation bill is justly con-

sidered as one of the most important measures of
the late session. The subjw has been before Con-

gress for thirty years, and Jhe policy ofthe bill had
been urged in the Senate by Mr. Benton, ana in
both Hou3es by able men, for a long time; and yet
this is the first legislative act which recognises the
graduation principle.

The adoption of a general land system, embra-

cing the graduation feature, would be preferable to
any partial legislation, but as that cannot be at
present expected, Mr. Cobb's bill will be generally
acceptable. It will lead to the settlement of refuse
lands in the land States, give to actual settlers lands
at a lower price, and bring an accession of revenue
into the treasury from sources destined otherwise
to be unproductive. Ton.

THE KNICKERBOCKER.

We have received the August number of this
popular magazine. In the Editor's Table we find

these anecdotes:
"A friend at a far-o- ff point of far-o- ff Michigan

related to us, the other day, the following, which
may be considered as a striking example of Sharp
Practice by a Tenant, whereas, as a general thing,
the sharp practice is altogether on "the other side
of the house." Squire had leased one of
two contiguous houses to a noted character in our
town, a lawyer of high standing, and some tew
years ago a member of the Legislature, and withal
a desperate and incorrigible wag, and a hopeless
debtor. Quarter after quarter passed away; and
the landlord never found his tenant at home" when
rent day came, nor provided with funds when he
Jnet him in the street; although on such occasions
he was always literal of promises. At last, as a
dernier resort, a writ of ejectment was issued, and
notice given to vacate within fourteen days (the
time prescribed by the law in Michigan) served on
the delinquent tenant. No notice being taken
thereof, on the afteroon of the day specified, tho
landlord proceeded, w ith the proper officers, to the
premises, with the dire intent of pitching his vic-

tim into the street, "neck and heels." But on ar-

riving at the place, what was his chagrin to find
that his tenant had that very morning removed
into the adjoining house, which happened to bo va-

cant just then; a note being left on the steps of his
late residence, politely suggesting the proprietor to
certain repairs in the new abode, and requestins;
the 'square to see to it as soon as convenient Of
course, new proceedings had to be instituted, and
there being no such thing as "disstresi for rent"
(except in the landloid's pocket) in Michigan, an-

other writ of ejectment was issued and served.
The evening before the time was up, the land-

lord called on his debtor, and found him just sitting
down to supper in hU old home, to which he had
again removed that very af'ernoon! He was pro-

fuse of compliments and thanked the 'squire hearti-

ly for the improvements which had been made in
the dwelling during his absence. A new process
was at once issued; and this time, determined not
he tricked, the landlord procured occupants for both
buildings, rentfree forafull quarter, fearing to leave
either empty till ho was fairly rid of his customer.
On comparing notes, he found himself minus over
a years' rent, besides tho quarter given on the two
houses, and the expense of suits, etc ! A beauti-
ful instance of tho uncertainties of the law "in such
cases made and provided!"

A friend of ours has just been mentioning, that
on one occasion he was addressing "the Court" at
the bar of one of the Middle State, upon a subject
of great moment to his client, when his attention
was arrested by a singular circumstance. He ob-
served that whenever he dwelt upon the particular
point of his argument, which he wished especially
to enforce, "the Court's" head went down behind
his elevated desk, and presently arose again. Chang-
ing his position slightb, he saw the mystery of tins
singular occurrence; and when, soon after, it was
repeated, he paused in his remarks, and said: "When
'the Court' has finished eating it3 water mons, I
shall proceed with my argument, not without the
hope of being at least partially heard. At d this
reminded us of the reply of a certain "Court" at
the West, to a question "of Counsel:" "Does the
Counsel understand 'the Court' to say, that itt last
ruling is according to att" "To which thus then"
"the Court;" "If 'the Court vnderstands hereself
and he thinks she do it ar'l" There is much tal-

ent and also "some" ignorauce on the Western
"bench."
