The Lecture of Reyv. J. B. Feroysox, on the
sbove subject, befure the Nashville Lyceum, at the
Christian Churob, on Tuesday night, was largely
attanded by the most respectable and intelligent
of our citizens. Those who were not present
missed & rare and refreshing intellectual treat.
His theme, so prolific in thought, was bandled with
all the fervid eloquence for which this gentleman is
distinguished, Disearding the thread-bare apho-
risms of the priestand the thrice-told tale of the
polemic, he marched boldly up to his subject like
one who was conscious of his strength. He called
things by their proper names and gave some seveie
bowe thrust to those rose-water philanthropists
and office seeking patriots who froth aod feme
more thaa they act. A bare notice of the main points
of hie lecture is all that we can give. We leave
our renders to s more careful persualof the address
when it is published,

After showing that the State Las wpo right in
punishiog crune, to steal the labor of the conwict
and rob the widow sund orphan of a protector, Le
sugpested a seform in the adwinistration of our
Penitentinry system : That the conviet be ellowed
so much per diem for his lsbor and that the pro-
ceeds be given to his wite and children, if he have
any ; if not, that it be given to those wore noarly
dependant upon Lim for subsistence.
