01 luese ueairucuve operations, xne cotton is ta-
ken immediately from the gin, when it passes
through machinery which throws out such foreign
substances as the gin has not removed, and th e
cotton is spun into yarns. As. the cotton is quite
open and fleecy when passing from the gin, tho
leaf and trash can bo blown out with much less
difficulty than it can be after the cotton has been
matted by handling and packing into bales. It is
spun, too, when the material is oily, and in the fall
and winter months, when it manufactures more
freely than it does in the heat of summer.

It can be spun by the ordinary unemployed la-

bor of the plantation, and a better yarn is produ-
ced, with much saving of waste.

This improvement gives promise of valuable
and there is reason to anticipate its complete

success and early adoption.

and strike a blow for a deathless fame, suddenly
offered their services to General Walker nnd ten-

dered their advice. Some of these
were cast-of- f, desperato European revolutionists
like the traitor sen leasengerjotbers were one-ioeae- d

Spaniards, whose chronic complaint is vanity, liKe

the modest Goneral Domingo de Goicouria, who has
lust been exposing, in a most dastardly manner
the private affairs of diplomacy a crime scarcely
second to downright traitonsm. Tho morning pa
pers havo recently teemed with letters from this
personage and others, most 01 whom are cowardly
anonymous scribblers, who have probably never
been to .Nicaragua.

To briefly review this controversy it is only ne
cessary to state that Gen. Goicouria was sent on
here by General Walker, to proceed as ambassador
to England, bnt when he arrived at New Orleans
be sat down and wrote an impudent letter to wan,
Walker, very benevolently bestowing upon him a
largo amount of advice. When he arrived in this
city he nave his attention very minutely to the af
fairs of the Transit Company, and if Mr. Edmund
Randolph had been sufficiently accommodating
would havo relieved him or bis special business in
relation thereto.

All at once he discovered that he had better not
go to England, and wrote to Gensral Walker to
that effect, who, becoming satisfied that Goicouria
was playing false, wrote to him that he should ap'
point some other person to proceed to England,
When matters arrived at this point Gen. Goicouria
flew to the newspapers and babbled out all he
knew in order to injure Walker to the extent of
bis ability.

Thus matters stood when Major Ileiss come out
with a note in which he effectually demolished
what little Giocouria had left of himself. He sbov
ed that not only had the latter not obeyed the in
Etructions received from his government, but that
be had actually concocted an expedition with the
steamer El Dorado, ostensibly to aid Gen. Walker,
but renlly as it is believed to assist his enemies. At
all events, the plan to assist him was to do it by
way of Honduras a project which, if honestly
conceived, stamps lien, (joicouna as a toolisb, lm
practicable man, and if dishonestly conceived, a
traitor of the deepest dye. Either horn of the
dilemma is not an enviable one. Gen. Goicouria
says that tho expedition wa3 intended for Cuba,
but he shows nothing to corroborate this assertion.

From all that has leen published it decisively
appears that Goicouria has been frustrated in some
Eelhsh scheme. lie made the discovery that he
could not use Gen. Walker for his purpose and
immediately bis patriotism vanished. Tan we are
bound to say cecms to be the ciso with all the
persons who have entered Walker's service, and
left it. With an intuition almo3t amounting to an
inspiration, Gen. Walker has thus far been eanb!ed
to see through tLe objects or bis eoliisu and mer
cenary adherents. Uivine Providence has appar
ently watched over hi3 career in a marvellous man
ner, and it be shall sow the iirst seeds ot gcnuicc
liberty in the soil of Spanish American Republics
he will become the greatest deliverer of modern
limes.

The proposition of Dudley Mann, E-q- ., for the
establishment of a lino of steamers between somo
point on the waters of the Chosapeake. and Eu
rope, (England,) is attracting great attention at tho
Souih--nior- o ttan wo ever before saw given to
that s il It is to bo hoped that it will end in
somethiug 11101 0 than newspaper speculation.
Tho recent and progressing construction of rail--, ,Y 1. r - TT ? mroaus in ixortu uarouns, Virginia anu .Tennessee,
all debouching upon the Chesapeake or its tribu-
taries, is destined greatly to increase the quantity
of produco seeking an outlet in this immediate
direction, and to increase correspondingly the
coastwise traffic or the direct shipments to Europe.
Tho coasters are, ma great measure, liltla more
in effect than lighters between Southern planta
tions and parts, and JN ew 1 one and other JN orther n
citios. We cannot perccivo why it is cheaper to
lighter produce from York river to New York, to
be loaded there for Europe, than to load it from
lighters in Virginia waters. Our hope i?, that with
the completion of the connection between the ex
tension of tho Orange and Alexandria railtoad and
the Tennessee roidi, and that of the York River
road, Southern capital and enterprise will bo found
in combination sufficient to sustain a lino of sorow
steamers of ordinary tonnage, running from tho
Chesapeake direct to Europe. In tho inquiry and
interest generated by the currentpublications con-

cerning Mr. Mann's project and in the establish-
ment of such n line, much good will result from
his present labors. Really, we see no more rea-
son for lightering produco from the Chesapeake to
New York, to be thero shipped to Europe, than
for carrying ship timber to Maine, to bo thero
worked up into vessels to be employed in tho trans-
portation of Virginia produco oceanwiao, when
equally as gocd vessels can now bo constructed in
the docks of Portsmouth, Virginia.

burg-Pos- i It is well worthy of irtrnsaf:

We have said that tho acauisitionof Cuba would
reduce the price of sugar. We repeat it. Let us
Tee at extent this would operate. The largest
uuiuuui 01 sugar ever prouucea m Louisiana, m
one year, was threo hundred and filty tHonsand;

. . , .T u ,1, i r tuugaueauj. knowing one inousana one nunareu
pounds to the hogshead, tho whole number of.
pounds wosld be, say, threo hundred and eighty
minion, xne amount annually consumed in this
country is estimated by good writers on the
subject to baseyea hundred millions ponnds. We
would buy then, three hundred and twenty mil-
lions pounds, from other countries, mainly Cuba.
But (bis year, it is supposed that the home pro-
duct will not exceed one hundred thousand hogs-
heads, or One hundred and ten millions pounds. If
the consumption continues the same, we shall buy
this year fire hundred and ninety millions pounds.

But we will supposethe whole consumption for
tho year 1857 to be six hundred millions pounds,
and we buy one hundred million abroad. Ave-
raging the price of all qualities, and taking present,
telling rates, wo may state the actual price of each
pound to the consumer at twelve cents. There is
a duty of 30 per cent on sugar. This adds three
and a half cents to the price of each pound at

rate: This would amonnt on all the for-

eign sugar bought, as above estimated, at 0,

for the year 1857. But it adds the same
to the price of the home product also, and thus .

makes $21,000,000 as the increased cost of the
article to all the actual consumers. Whether our
figures are precisely correct or not, they equally
well illustrate the principle.

Now Cuba, Louisiana and Texas can produce
all the sugar this country will consume. If Cuba
was a part of the United States, then the home
product would supply the entire demand, but th rj
would be no use in duty for protection at alL The
duty would be taken off, and down would come
the price at once to the extent above shown, thus
saving to the consumers, in all, from $15,000,000
to $20,000,000, then for Cuba, the Island would
pay for itself in less than fifteen years in the single
article of sugar alone.

Now, Mr. Reporter, since yon cannot refute the
Bbove view of the case, your only resource is to
call it "gammon, and try and find
somebody silly enough to believe .you. Thisis
your only chance.

Now for tbolavcry branch of the subject. The
Reporter admits that we ought to own Cuba, and
that we will own it some day. But it says' we
must wait till Spain abolishes slavery in the island.
When the leopard changes hi3 spots, Spain will do
that and not till then. Now purchase Cuba and
maka it a State of the Union, and then would fol
low at once an entire suppression of the slave-trad- e

to the Island. That infernal traffic can never
exist under American law; a few fanatic dances in
the South to tho contrary, notwithstanding. To
maka Cuba a State of this Union would mitigate
the evils of slavery on the island.

In Cuba, as it is, slavery is a far more cruel in-

stitution than is allowed in any American State.
Is it of no account tp our neighbor to .modify, mit-
igate an evil, if it ca'tftaot be immediately eradica-
ted? As to the people of the island who are .not
slaves, they are oppressed and plundered by a ty-

rannical government. To buy the island and
make it a State of tho Union would be but to take
these people from the grasp of a tyrant and give
them to themselves. Start the principle of

there: let our enterprising people min
gle with them and develop the vast resources of
the island, and tuns lound a great and prosperous
island State.

But, quoth the Reporter, it would make the
South equal to the North in the Senate. Not so.
The first State that will be admitted will bo Min-
nesota. It will be in in a few months. Then
annex Cuba, and the Senate will stand just as it
does now. 'But in a very short time Nebraska,
Jvansas, jnow Jlexico, Utah and Uregon will De
ready for admission as lree States, giving the
XMortn a preponderance it will ever retain., Nebras
ka will be divided into three or four States.

THE MEETING. OF CONGRESS.

Of the prominent matters on the calendars we
may name a tew as likely to command special at-

tention. Foremost among these are tho projects
tor the construction ot a railroad and telegraph
lino to the Pacific. In what form the aid of the
General Government is to be extended will neces
sarily lead to much discussion. In the Senate, at
the last session, Mr. Weller made a very able
exposition of the views and arguments relied upon
to sustain the proposition, and he pressed with
great earnestness the schema for a wagon road
across the- plains and through the mountains to the
Pacific. Several plans are also beforo committees
of tho House.

The bill which passed the House, under Mr.
iiroom a patronage, to provide tor the settlement
ot the half pay promised to revolutionary officers
by the Continental Congress is the order of tho
day for the thud Monday in December in the
Senate, and is in charge of Mr. Evans, of South
Carolina, who has given the subject tho benefit of
his scrutimzicg research and industry, and will be
prepared to present its meriU with proper forc3
In reply to u call 1'orinformation in reference to the
'amount necessary to redeem the public faith on
this head, we learn that the Secretary of the Inte
rior estimates tho sum ot live and a half millions
of dollars a3 sufficient, if all the outstanding claims
saould bo presented within the ten years to which
tho bill is limited.

In the Senate, as well as the House, thero are
several river and harbor bills to be considered of a
cheracter similar to thosa which were passed at
tho last session over tho Presidential veto. That
the most impottant of them will become laws, can
scarcely be uouoted.

In tho Hsuso thero are various propositions for
donations of land to aid in the construction of
railroads; and it is not to be supposed that the
Representatives of the old States will relinquish
their hopes of a moro equitable distribution of the
pullic domain than has yet been made.

Besido tho usual annual appropriation, bill?
which havo precedence of all other topics, there
are numerous bills for the allowance of private
claims of long standing and of unquestioned merit.
Amongst these are many upon which the Court of
U,a:ms has passed favorably; and that tribunal is
now bu3ily employed in maturing other bills for
consideration. The country has expected from
this fourco a remedy for the evil of long delays
and deferred hopes; and, in the absence of exciting
political topics, thero can bo no just ground for the
further postponement of claims which havo receiv-
ed the sanction of ono or the other branch of Con-

gress.
Brief as the session must necessarily be, it ia

understood that the subject of a revival of the
tariff will bo urged; and, according to the outgiv-
ings of persona supp3sed to be familiar with. State
affairs, tho Secretary of tho Treasury is prepared
to present a large array of arguments and statistics
bearing upon the qaestion. Wp have no means of
judging ot tho character of the propositions likely
to be embraced in the Treasury report on this head,
but a moro judicious Bcalc of discrimination in lay-in- n

duties upon imports seems to be acknowledged
as indispensable both for the production of a pro-
per revenue for the Government and for the inciden-

tal-protection of home indnstryi
If we may be allowed to indulge a speculation

as to tho future policy of the country on tha sub--
ject, we shall conclude that the President elect still
maintains the opinion expressed by him as lar back
as 1812, whon be urged that the country should
"abandon the idea of a uniform horizontal scale of
ad valorem duties. Whether the duties be high
or low, let us (safd he) return to the ancient prac-
tice of tho Government. Let us adopt wise dig
criminations; and whenever this can be done, im
pose specific duti03.

Peospect or suffekino in Liberia. The Rev.
J.Burnes, the superintendent of the Methodist

Strings and pins may be reckoned among the
plagues of woman's life: and I am quite sure of
enlisting the sympathy of my fair friends, when I
tell1 them how to dispense with these troublesome,
and, in some cases, painful appliances.
