Law o¥ Basgs.—The New York Courer reporis
the following cases, which are of interest to busi-
ness men :

There srenew phases in banking occurring almest
daily, and requiring great watohfulness on the
part of tellers and other bank officers. A case oc-
curred n few weeks since among iwo up town banks
which is somewhat novel, Bank A discounted a
note for one of their customers, purporting to be
made by a merchant, a customer of bank I3, where
it was made pavable. At its matarity the note was
sent to bank B for payment, and was duly certified
by the paying teller, and then paid in exchsnges
Alter a lapse of three weeks or a month, the note
being churged to the oustomer's account it was dis-
covered that the maker'slname was a forgery.—Bank
A was called upon to refund the money therefore;
but declined on the ground that bunk B 1 certify-
ing and paying the note, assumed the wvalidity of
genaineness, and thus guaranieed the signature of
their own customer.

This is in sccordance with the recent decisions of
the English and American Courts, whereby a bank
paying a forgeil check of one of their own custom-
ers, guaraniees its genuineness. In the present
case bank B has recourse upon the eddorsers of the
notein question, but not upon bank A, and if the
endorsers are men of straw, the loss falls upen the
former.

Another highly important case has been decided
by (he Supreme Court of this State, viz: Where the
holdar of & promissory note sent it when duo to the
bank ot which it was paysable, and the bank erro-
neously supposing the maker to be in funds, oredited
the holder with the amount, on discovering iis *mis-
take next day, corrected, and served the endorsers
with notice of non-payment. It was held by the
Supeme Court of New York in an action on the note
against the endorsers; that it bhad not been puid,
snd thst due steps had been taken to charge Lhem,
80 as to render them liable.

Whre the note is payable al a particular place, a
personal demand is not essentiul. Itis the business
of the maker to farnish funds at the place, ready to
take up the paper on the day it falls due; andifthe
holder, or any one for him, is there with it, so that
he may bein s situntion and ready to receive the

Dr ULl took possession when Mrs. C. was seen pass-
ing the house and eyeing it closely.

B. Walsh, of the Court of Sessions,
wae posted in the sireet opposite, and Inspeetors
Speight aod Dilikes in DBond sireet. The physician
who was to personste the “widow" nasisted Dy 4
Moniagnie in certain operations necessary o give
the child the sppearance of & new horn babe, and
then went to hed. BSeme private marks were also
mude on the ehild's head, with nitrate of silver, A
messenger was send to 31 Bond street.

Shaoruly after Capt. Speight saw Mru. Cunningham
{rave her bouse ; tollowed her into a Fourth avenue
car, where she was recognized by the conductor and
some passeagers, whe spoke to Uapt. Speight about
her. She was disguiserin & guari nun’'s dress. The
Cuaptain followed ber into Elm street until she dis-
appesred into the lager boer saloon. i

He then returned to his post. Ina few moments
Dr. Ukl came out and ssked the officers opposite
whether they bod seen the woman lenve the house
She had passed out so quietly that they had failed
to' perceive lier.

The officers next repaired 1o No. 31 Bond street,
where they learned that Mrs. Cunningham bad gone
out, but had not returned, snd that »« man with o
white hat had gone in, [This was Dr. Cutlin, of
Broukiyn, who was assisting Mra, . in good faith |

Dr. Montagaie at once went (o the corner of the
Bowery and Boud street, where he met Mrs. Cun-
ninghaw, in the nun's dress, with a large basket in
her hands, in which he had placed the baby. BShe
went into ber house.

It had been arranged hetween ber and Dr. Uhl
that she should send in urgent haste to his lhouse.
Accordingly be had appeared snid went,

He soon onme out and walked down the street.
The officers then went up, by the District Attorney's
direction, rung the bell, and entered. They wers
mel by two women at the door, who informed them
that Mre, Cunninghsm was very siok and could not
be seen. They found her in bed with the baby by
her mde—one of the “‘nurses” giving her warm
driak from a dish over & lamp from time to time.
