In 1840, tbe. Legislature chattered the "Union
Turnpike Company," near Chattanooga. By a pre-
vious act of 1843, a charter was granted to Samnel

Mead to construct a turnpike road over the same
route, and after doing some work upon it he forfeit-
ed the charter. By the 10th section of Ihe act of
1840, provision was made for the valuation of the
work done by him, and that a certificate for stock

that amount should be issued to him, by the new
company. This was done, and his work valued at it
515,000.

The last charter was also forfeited by the lapse of
time, authorized in the charter for the completion

the road. Bat the stock was taken under it, the
defendants and complainant, and subscriptions made

After he had accepted the proposition and before
he had declined it, defendant sent to him for $50 to
pay expenses, and he sent defendant tbe $25 now
sued for. Difendant had a misunderstanding: with
(Jnven and othirs, and after Borne year or s they
pat him oat of possesion and plaintiff never having,
received any interest in the mining operations of
defendant, and in fact having declined it, sue l (o
recover back the S25 The CJurt charged the" jury
that if the money was paid on a parol contract for
the purchase of land, or any foteiest therein the
contract was valid, because it was no. reductd, to
writing, asd the plaintiff might recover the mosey ,

back. But if the money was expended in expenses 1

ia liftinjrcsa! and in conveying on joint or partner
ship mining- operations, and was furnished tor that
purpose, the pUibtiff couli not recover it back, and
particularly in a ccurt rf law.

There is no error in this charge, asd the facts well
wet rant the verdict. It is clear lhat ihe S25 were
advanced to meet expenses, incurred af.erthe plain-
tiff had accepted an interest and before ha hid re-
fused it It was as outlay ia getting coal, on tbe

nt account of the phintiff and defendant How
then could he, without a general settlement, reclaim
the 25 dollars ! It can make no difference, that their
joint iperations, were afterward defeated.

Opinions of the Supreme Court of the State
of Tennessee, at Nashville, December
Terra, 1658.

O. C. Wilkinson, wife of W. H. Wilk'nsan, vs. W H. WPkintoa
and h i creditors.

This is a contest between Georgette C. Wilkinson,
wife of William H. Wilkinson, and his creditors, as
to certain property in which ehe claims to have

separate estate, aad denies its liability for his
debts.

These creditors have obtained judgments against
him, and have caseed levies (0 be made upoa this
property, and seek to sell it as his estate She has
obtained an injunction to restrain them from its
sale ; andihey, on the other hand, have filed a bill
to subject it to sale for the payment of the dobti so
due them.

The property in controversy is a parcel of land
in South Nashville, onuherry street, fronting oa that
street 88i feet, aud running back 165

Forty leet of it were bought from Robert Hender-
son, and co veyed by Isaac PauL, from w lotu Hen-

derson had bought, on the ICth of November, 1849,
John M. Wilkinson ; tbe consideration being

$700.00.
Ten feet were bought from Elisba nail about tbe

year 1852, for $200.00, and 37 feel from Ihe same
the spring, say April, 1854, for $800 00, and 17

feet were bought from Charles i'. W.izht, aad cost
$30 00.

The Chancellor decreed in favor of Mrs. Wiikln.
son, and held that the creditors could have no valid
claim upon this property, it being her sols and sep-

arate estate.
In this decree we. concur. It is shown in this re-

cord beyond all dispute, that she became tbe owner
a valuable estate 10 slaves and money, under a

deed of gift from John Bosley, her grandfather, and
under his will ; and lhat this estate was, by a de-

cree of the Chancery Court at Nashville, in ihe year
1847, settled upon her; (o her sole and separate use.
for life, with remainder (o her children.

In this decree, ths said John M. Wilkinson, who
was thtrfaiherof the said William H , was appointed
the trustee of (he said estate, to hold and nianaga
the suae for tho benefit of Mrs. Wilkinson and ker
children.

As to the 40 feet bought of Henderson, we hive
no doubt whatever, that it was purchased by John
M. Wilkinson, the trustee for Mrs. Wilkinson and
paid for out of the trust funds.

He is shown to have had no means of his own,
and could not have paid for it otherwise, than out

the the trust estate.
But we art not left to rely upon his want of

means. Thathe had in his hands mosey of Ihe trust
estate sufficient to py for it, is c'early proved, and
that he so applied it, rae repeatedly dtclsred lo many
witnesses, and that the purchase was made for her.
He even went so far as to mention the source from
which the money had come, namely, from Mr. Bos-

ley. And in his last illness Called persons to bear
witness thst the lot was hen; thathe had purchasod

wi'h her money, and that the deel was taken to
himself, yet it should have been to her, and he al-

ways so intended; bntthathissorthad drawn the dsed
contrary to his wishes; that if he lived, (he tide
should be.putin the proper parlies, and if ha died,
they were to be witnesses cf her rights.

He died ia 1854, and all this took place beforo (he
eontest with the creditors, asd, as we believe, be-

fore their debts existed.
As to this 40 feet, It is not prelendjd, lhat Wil-

liam H. Wilkinson paiiLfor it, but only lhat he ac-

quired it br inheritance from bis father. But tho
declarations of his father unexplained, are conelu
sive against him, and against his creditors, who, in
this case stand on so better ground than hs does.

As to tbe residue of the 88 feet, the Weight of
proof is, lhat it was paid for out of Iter separ-

ate estate; William H. Wilkinson so declared before
this contest with his creditors, and this is evidence
agaisst him and them. Besides we think, also, he
had no means wherewith to make the purchase.
But as to moit of lbo purchase mosey we hate
higher evidence.
