The only question @ as to the
most effective means of promoting it Itis plain. too,
that without such a unity of spirit and same degree
—an improved degree—of Christian co-operation
the great mission of the Church can never be ful-
filled ; the powers of darkness will not be over
come ; the dominion of sin will not be broken ; the
universal establishment of the reignof Christ in the
hearts of men will pot be effected.  All experience
proves that whea men consult together, devise
plans of action in' convert, and co-operate in their
action they become more earnest ; they feel them-
selvis more identified ; they will be more powerful
and more suceessful.
