Talley'jXxecators vs. Smith.

This bill was filed br Dudley Taller, who died
afterwards, and the cause was revived tn the name-o- f

his executors. The object of the bill is to set
aside a bill of sale dated 2d of November, executed
by the said Taller to the defendant, Smith, for seven
slaves upon the ground the execution of said bill
of sale was obtained br fraud and undue influence,
the chancellor gave a decree for the complainants
setting aside the bill of sale.

It appears that the bill of sale, with the notes for
the consideration of the slaves, a deed of trust upon
the slaves byt Smith to secure the payment of the
notes. Dudley Talleya will and a deed from Dud-

ley Talley to his son Joseph for his land were all
written by Smith at the house of Dudley Talley,
no one being present but the said Dudley, his wife
and said Smith. After the papers were thus pre-
pared as is nroved br Anderson Carden, an attest
ing witness Smith called at the store of the wit- -

. .. .i t.: ir fTt.iinnessiatein.uis evening auu wiu uim uia. wuc
wished him to go to his house. The witness went,and
was In the house a few minutes when Smith beck-

oned him to the door, and in a low tone ofvoice said '

that Mr. Talley wished him to step out for a few
minutes, whichiie did, and was out for some ten or
fifteen minutes when, smith came to the aoor ana
told him he could come in. When he entered into the
house, he found Talley propped up in the bed with a
book: upon bis cnces, wnercnpon xauey-- remarked
that what he was doinzhe wanted nothicz said about
that his children were dissatisfied, and hewas .dome
.then what he thought was right by each; He then
signed two papers; the witness Holding tne candle
Wnue ne Signed tnera. xne witness men auesieu
them,. without, at tie time, knowing their contents,
the papers being folded in such a manner that-he- '
could not tell thair contents. There was nothing
said, so far as the witness remembered, between
Smith and Talley after ne got to tne nouse to tne
effect that the latter desired him to get out ; but he
and Dr. Conway, the other attesting witness, went
out at the request of Smith, who stated it to be-th-

e

wish of Taller, leaving Smith and Mrs.!TsHey alone
with said Dudley. He did not remember seeing or
witnessing any notes at inat time, ana tnougat tnere
was something going on that war not right. Some
week or ten days alter the execution of these wri-

tings, Talley got the witness to examine a box of
papers he had to see what was m it, when he found
a will, a deed of trust, and three notes, running one,
two and three years. The feurth paper Talley said
was a bill of sale, which Smith was to have left
with him, and it was not there among his papers.
He then complained that Smith had not given his
notes for enough by some seven or eight hundred
dollars; The bill of sale and the will are in the
record, and the former is attested by said Cardin
and Dr. Conway, and the latter by them and Smith.

The bill of sale is absolute and conveys an im-

mediate estate with warranty, and the will recites
that testator, for the purpose of distributing his
property, had resorted to the plan of selling the
same in bis liietime anu aivimng, as ne uia, pe pro-
ceeds among his children, after giving to his wife a
slave that came by her and her increase, and certain
small articles of personal estate. Dr. Conway, the
other attesting witness, who was at Carden's store
when Smith came for them, gives in substance the
same evidence as Carden, save that he and Carden
attested four papers two at the request of Talley,
and two others at the request of both Talley and
Smith, and that they were asked to retire by Talley
or Smith. The papers naa ail been arrangeu oeiore ne
ami Carden arrivedandthoseretainedby Talley had
freen signed by Smith, who acknowledged them.
He knew nothing of the contract between xauey ana
Smith at the time he attested the papers, and was
surprised te sea some two or three notes upon
Smith lying on the table, and which Smith handed
to Talley, and they were put in a tin box; The wit-

ness sninosed that instead of making a will, the old
man had seld his negroes to Smith. Ezekiel Inman
had a conversation with famith about writing tne
will with Dudley Talley, in which he said Joseph
Talley was about buying the land of Dudley that
he was trying to get him to do so thought that it
was the best that could be done that he had
been trying to get Dudley to make the sale that
Dudley Talley had become very much alarm-
ed as to his liability to pay a security debt for Thom-

as Jones, and that Tally had great confidence in
him, (Smith.) and that he advisea tne old man to
sell his lnnd that Jones was likely to fail that he
was Involved in the estate of William and James
Jones, and he had advised Talley to sell his lnnd
negroes and divide the notes among his children du-

ring his life, and that would prevent the creditors
r f ... c ...i. : l.oi .Jones iroui getting uuiu ui auuiiu calc, uia

loose property ; and he asked the witness what he
thought ot it, and then stated that he was going
back in a few days to write Dudley Talley's will,
and if he could keep the old woman out of the
house he thought he could get it tueu ; tuat snc
(meaning the wife of Talley,) was rather suspi-
cious, but he thought if he could keep her out of
the house, he could get the matter fixed to his no-

tion ; that he wanted to buy the negroes; that if be
could buy them at $2,750 or $2,800, hu would buy
them, and he thought he could ; if he could keep
the old woman out of the house long enough to get
a talk with the old man. It appears that some time
before the execution of the bill of sale, at the
house of Talley, Smith attempted to buy two of the
slaves, but Talley refused to sell them, and after
wards told t or, a witness, ne never womu separate
his slaves while ho lived. Smith afterwards
met this witness and asked him if ho heard from
Taller, and he informed him that he had not. Wit--

CToes. and he said no. Then witness said he did
not think he would. Smith then said, "Why, what
makes you say so z" The witness replied that ne
heard Mr. Talley say he would not sell them : that
ha never intended to separate tnem wnue lie uvea.
Smith then, under the asseveration of an oath.
said that he would worm tnem out oi mm yet; tnat
he had never undertaken anything but what he had
succeeded.

It armears from the testimony of Ur. Aloore that
he was called to see Dudley Talle on the 28th of
Aueust. 1853. and was from that time his physician
up to his death, which oocurred about ihe 23d of
December, next tneresiter not two monins aiier
the making of the bill of sale; that he was severely
affected with dropsy, and had been under treatment
fire months before his first visit; was 78 years of
aae. and labored under great physical debility, not
being able to walk. His mind was tolerable good
for one of bis age, tnougn ne was manuesuy in nis
dotage; that he was tapped in all nine1 times 5 be-

fore and 4 after the transaction with Smith, and 31
gallons of water taken from him; that though his
mind and body seemed to improve with witness'
first visits up to the sale to Smith, yet afterwards
the disease trained rapidly upon him till his death;
he owned no other sjaves but the 7, save those that
came with bis wife and which he gave back to her,
and was much attached to them: and wo think it is
established in this record that his general purpose
was not to give said slaves to his' children tor tne
reason that he did not wish to separate them, and
having 12 children they could not be ditided, but
that be intended at the close of life to sell them
with an inlunotion against their separation, and di
vide the proceeds among his children. There is no
evidence that he meant to sell them under their
value, nor is there a proof that ho desired that
Smith should, have them above any one else,
Whether Smith was in the habit of visiting
Mr. Talley before he determined to effect
the purchase of these slaves, or whether he
did so after he had accomplished it, or how he
trained the old man s confidence, does not appear.
He seems to have been without experience as a tra- -
der.rWhile Smith possessed great art and shrowd'
ness. and it is evident practised for some time upon
the old man before he could give his assent to trade
with him.

And we cannot account for the sudden and deen
interest which Smith took in bis affairs, unless for
the purpose of obtaining from him an advantageous
bnrgain. It appears that Talley was ono of the se
curities of T. M. Jonos, a3the administrator of W.
P. Jones, but there is no proof that he had commit
ted any devastavit, or that Talley had to pay or was
likely to have to pay anything on this acconnt. nor
does Smith in his answer pretend and such thing. It
seems that T. M. Jones, at Talley's request, in Oc-

tober, 1853, went to see him and assured him that
there was no danger of his having to pay anything
as surety iur win, wiui wnicn xauey was tnen ap-
parently Satisfied, and upon this Smith relies to
show that Talley could not have been deceived as
to this matter, and at the same time he denies that
he said anything to him to alarm, or excite bis
fears.

But we are satisfied he did, and thatl notwith-standin- g

what T. M. Jones had said to him, Smith,

was still enabled to, and did, for the purpose of get-

ting him sell those slaves, alarm him by mlssrepre-sentatio- ns

in relation to this suretyship, and that
these feats probably inflaenced him to make the
trade. . , .

There is no proof that he
did become so bound, and It is shown by Joseph
Hamilton's evidence, that withiaadsy or two afwr
the purchase of Talley, Smith'attemptedto sell tho
negroes,orapartof them, to him. it is said that
Talley was not to part with the posseseiou of the
slaves so long as he lived, and as evidence of this,
they were left by. Smith in his posses'un,.ad it

by the widow of Talley, that she heard hia
say so, and it is argued that this inflaenced tie
price,

Tint Smith insists on nothing of the kind irr "his

answer, and there is no reservation in the bill of
sale to that effect. .Besides, u tnis were so. duiiui
knew Talley could live but a few days.

There is, as we think, nothing in the .evidence, of
the widow of Tallv.who is the chief witness for
Smith, to overthrow the force of fhia testimony.
cne proves that upon one occasion, wnen cmun
was at Talley 's, her husband asked her to leave tBe
room ; and though she has, since her husband's
death, taken sides with Smith s trains t her husband's
family she being & second, wife it is manifest
ri i , , . . , i , r ni.iuiu uus recsra, ana sne so states, mat wnue omuu
was making visits to ier husband she. called, in
question his motives, and. used every effort to keep.
mm away.

"Her credulity is, to some extent, shaken, anil she
is involved in material coraradictory statements ;
but, after all, the substance of her testimony does
not, to any great extent, conflict with the other
proof. She states that she regarded Smith's visits
as based upon improper motives r that he alarmed
her husband, as to bis secuntyship for Jeoes : that
she did not wish Smith to see him ; that ho was
sick, and Smith teased him. too much about trading,
and she strove to keep him from coming.

An attempt has been made to discredit the wltr
ness Pox, but we think without a successful im-
peachment of his testimony. Besides, if it were
out of the case, the result would be.the same.

This bill of sole cannot stand, and the ChancelI6r
in so holding, gave the proper decree. It is not re-
quired that Dudley Talley should have been of un-

sound mind, as we have often held, to avoid it It
is laid down by Judge Story, (1 Story Eq. sec 23)
that where a person, although .positive turn eompoi
or insane, is yet of such a great weakness of mind
as to be unable ta guard himself against imposi-
tions, or to resist importunity or undue influence,
he will be protected in a court of equity where an
unfair advantage has been taken of his weakness to
obtain an unreasonable bargain or benefit from
him. And it is quite immaterial from what cause
such weakness arises, whether from temporary
illness, general mental imbecility, the natural incapa
city of early infancy, the infirmity of extreme old
age, or those accidental depressions which result
from sudden fear or overwhelming calamities. For
it has been well remarked,. thatAaitaosgh there is.
co direct proof that a man. is itoa, compos or deliri-
ous, yet it he is a man of weak understanding, and
is harrassed and. uneasy at the time, or if the. deed
be executed in .extremes orby a prosolytie, it can-
not bo supposed that be had a aind adequate to the
business he was about, and he might be more easily
imposed upon. And in sectioa.32o it is stated, aa.aa
obvious rule that weakness of understanding Suit
constitute a most material ingredient in examining
whether a bond or contract has been, obtained, by
fraud or imposition or undue influence, for al-

though a contract mado by. a man of. sound
mind and fair understanding, may. not be set
aside merely from its being a rash, improvi-
dent, or bard bargain, yet if the same: contract be
made with a person of weak understanding, there
arises a natural inference, that it was obtained by
circumvention or an undue influence. Audis. sec-

tion 238 it is said the doctrine, therefore; may be
laid down as generally true that the acts and. Co-
ntracts of persons, who are of weak understandings,
and who y liable to impositions, will be
held void in courts of equity if the nature of the
act or contract justifies tho conclusion that the
party has not exercised a deliberate judgment, but
has been imposed upon, circumvented or overcome
by cunning or undue influence.

The application of these principles to the facts of
this case are .decisive of it There can be no ques-
tion that this distressed old man while laboring un-

der great physical and mental prostration, was
misled and imposed upon by the artful contrivances
of Smith, and thereby an unconscientious bargain
extorted from him.

In relation to the securitysbip for Jones, Smith
was guilty of intentional misrepresentation. I
Story's Eq. sec 102-19- 3. Johnson vs. Chadwell, $
Humph. 115. Davis vs. McKolley, 5 Sneed, 583.

The argument ths t the making of a second will
by Dudley Talley on the evening before his death
and the institution of this suit estops complainants
from controverting his sanity at the time of the ex-

ecution of the bill of sale has nothing in it, because
no one insists that he was positively non compos
mentis, and is as we have seen, unnecessary that
tke proof should go that far.

Dudley Talley or his representatives are not fa

be repelled from relief under the notion that this
bill of sale was made to defraud his creditors,
since such was his distress anl the weakness of his
understanding, with the wiles resorted to, to obtain
it, that it is to bo regarded rather as the act of
Smith than of Talley. We do not intend to make the
wen established maxim ui pari delicto portior en
conditio defendilU, et possedeniis.
