American Union, so lately the pride and hope of the
whole civilized worid, is now broken up; and if
there is any one who can see the remotest, the most
dimly glimmering prospect of its restoration, we
candidly profess that his prophetic ken is much gu-
rerior to ours, and we mtlﬁh'm: hia priceless gift.
t is true we hear some still talking about saving
the Unioo, but they are either fossiliferons old fo-
giea who have not yet found out that there 18 no long-
er & Union to save, ev interested politicians whose
only sim is to “feather their own nests” by keep-
ing up the cry, or honest, but deluded followers of
the htn-mi politicians aforesaid. To all such we
have this question to ask: How much do you ex-
pecs to save that which is already destroyed! Bat
we return to the more direct discussion of ' the
question which heads this article, and as the baais
of our further remarks upon the subject, sad
the confession be, we recognire the fact that
the Union is already dissolved ; then which side will
you lake? Thisis & grave, s momentous gquestion,
and in order to make a judicious decision, we must
endearor to divest ourselves of former preéin-
dices and predilictions and calmly weigh the claims
of both North and South, to our confidence and ap-
probation. It will be impossible to do more in this
article than to notice in a general way some of the
facts which we think properly bears upon the ques-
tion ; and we will first address ourselves to the
conalderation n&m Northern side. For forty
f.“ fanaticism has been engaged

Y and unprovoked warfare upon ocur
institutions and upon our rights; it has denounced the
Constitution which bound us together asa Union“a
league with Heli and s covenapt with desth ;" and
where any measure has been adopted by the Gene-
ral Government recognizing Southern institutions,
rights, or mteresta, it bas been overwhelmed with
“tears of i ation and sorrow :” it has proclaim-
ed an “ irrepressible conflict,” having i
ject the destruction of Four Hundred Milliona of
dollars worth of property ; all this and much more
and worse has this Northern fanaticism doge in defi-
ance and violation of the compact which made tha
Union ; and yet when we have been goaded to des-

ion and declare our determination to sub-
mit to this injustice no longer, sur politicisns tell
us that it is “the Northern politicisns who are
doing it all; just wait till the Northern people
bave time to speak, and fiey will make it all
right.” The people in several of the New Eng-
land States have held their elections within the last
few weeks, and the result shows that the Black Re
publican party are still in the ascendent and have
even made gains in some places, indicating plainly
enough that they have no compromises 10 wake—
nothing to repent of —nothing to concede.
With this very hasty glance at the claims of the
North upon our confidence and approbstion, we
turn now to the Scuth for the purpose of consider-
ing her claims. Her sympathics, interests and insti
tutions are identical with our own. She has waged
no war against our rights—has declared no ‘irre-
pressible conflict” with us—her interest and our in-
tereat must forever remain mutual. Tothe South
we sellour horses, mules, hogs, caitle, sheep, &c,,
from whence we derive nearly all the money we
get. Cut us off from the South and where should
we find amarket for our surplus live stock! Did
any of our farmers ever sell a horse to a citizen of
Magsachusetis! ora hog to a citizen of Vermont!
If not, what claims have they upon us! how can we
copsistently afliliste with them? But we have not
space to pursue this subject further now, only to
add that the Southern Confederacy have adopted a
Conatitution eminently conservative—so just and so
moderate that it has already excited & warm feel-
ing of admiration, even at the North, and noobjea-
tion is against it in any quarter.

The Position of the Border States.
The position the Border Slave States have chosen
to occupy in the present crisis in the history of
American affiirs, is one which eannot fail to excite
the wonder of the world. Degply interested as they
all are in the perpetuity of the institution of slavery;
