The Western Virginia Tories==Their ¢ Des
tlaration of Independency.’

The following is the “Declaration «f Indepen
dence’” adopted by the Teries in the Convention at
Wheeling:

* The true purpose of all goverrment i to pro-
mote the welfare and provide for the protection and
secarily of the governed, aad when any form or or-
ganization of govermment proves inadequate tor.
or subversive of thia purpose, it is the right, it is
the duty of the Intter to alter or abolish it. The
Bill of Riglits of Virginia, fram d in 1776, reaflirm

ed in 1550, and agsin in 1351 expressly reserves this
right to the majority of her jeople, and the existing
Constitation dovs not confer upsn the General As-
sembly the power to call & convention to aiter ils
provisions, or to change ithe relations of the Com-
monwealth, without the previoasiy expressed con

sent of such majority. The act of the Ceneral As
sembly calling the convention which asecmbied at
Richmond in February last was therefore usurpa
tion; and the convention thus calied has not ouly
the powers numinslly entrusted to it, but
with the connivance and setive aid of the Exccu-
tive, has usurped and exercised other powers. to
the manifest irjury of the people, which, i1 per-
mitted, will evidently suhject them to s military

“The Convention, by ita pretended ordinasces
has required the people of Virginia to separate irom
and wage war against the GGovernment of the United
States, and agsinst the citizens ot 1he neighbo
States with whom they bave heretofore i
friendly, social aud business relationa.
