"But if wo revert to the question of interference,
which the New York papers and Messrs. Cassius M.
Clay and Burlingameso incorrectly assert is about
to laice place on tne part 01 England, wo are .natu-
rally led to examme the American doctrine with
regard to the recognition of de faeto governments
We all know as a matter of history that the inde
pendence 01 tne thirteen fa tales was secured by the
aid and assistance of France. If England and
France should now apply precisely the game rule
to the Southern Confederation, the North would cer
tainly have no right to complain. But these threats
on the part of a government which has rebellion
and civil war to quell, are utterly idle and futile
It is the policy of this government to abstain from
interference, and if the government is misinterpre
ted py me jealous trritaoiiity ot the .Northern states,
we in this country can afiord to laugh at and despise
the lolly 01 a government which, at Much a time,
would strive to supplement the horrors of civil war
by the disasters of foreign contest. Mr. Seward
may think that the loss of the mouth of the Missis-
sippi may be compensated by the annexation of
uanadaana tne command ot the at. iawrence. We
regret to see among the items of news brought by
the last mail, that Mr. .Lincoln has accepted the
services of a Canadian Volunteer Reinment.

"During the Russian war, when the sympathies
of the cabinet at Washington were all with the
enemy of England and France, the enlistment of a
few wretched Germans within the territory of the
United States was considered an offence so grave as
to eever all diplomatic relations between this coun
try and the United States. So, in the present case,
if Mr. Lincoln should carry out the absurd and
wrong headed policy expressed by Mr. Cassius M.

Clay and Mr. Burlingame, at Paris, the same result
of the cessation of diplomatic intercourse mizbt oc
cur. But who would suffer? The sympathies of
this country would be alienated from the isortb,
the evU3 ot southern slavery would be lorgotten,
and any inconvenience to British commerce would
speedily be remedied by the presence of a British
fleet which would sweep every American armed
ship, whether cruiser or privateer, from the seas.
In the present condition of the Federal Govern
ment, bpain can even atl.ord to laugh at the threats
which Mr. Lincoln is stated to have uttered with
respect to St. Domingo; but that the President or
his satellites, now for the first time embarking in
diplomacy, should endeavor to insult and outrage
England, is an act of folly to which even the histo
ry of the United states aliords no parallel.

" vie nave hitherto been silent on tne possibility
of Lord .Lyons being ordered to depart as Lord Ra
cier received notice to quit a few years ago. But
if the Federal Government should provoke war,
Canada, in spite of the few discontented who have
volunteered lor the service 01 a loreign state, would
remain staunch and true. She would not only
maintain her own, but she would paralyze the action
of the North with regard to the secession States.
Mr. Seward, who at one time stated that Canada
.ought not to be interfered with, because the time for
annexation would surely come, may possibly imag
ine that by subserviently courting the assistance of
France, the inhabitants of the Lower Province may
be seduced to disloyalty and insurrection.

Kinc Cotton.

CoL Couins, TJ. S. Superintendent of Indian Affairs,
on the 13th of May, with the chiefs of the hostile
Camanches at Alamo Gordo, as follows :

The chiefs of the Camanches met this 13th davof I

May, 1861, in council with, the United States officers I

at Alamo Gordo, do each and all agree to comply
witn ana carry out tne louo wing conditions, and
also those comprised in the treaty with the repre-
sentatives of the Camanche nation made recently at
Fort Wise for the sake of peaceand on tho con- -
aiuon tnat a more formal treaty be made with us
by the United States at the end 01 ninetvdavs. we
naving in all respects conformed with the agree
ment up to tnat time.

1. We will discontinue all depredations upon the
property and lives of the people of the United
States, of this Territory, of Kansas, of Texas, and of
an otners entitled to the protection of the Govern
ment.

2. We will promptly punish anv of our men who
may do injury to the people or property of those
entitled to the protection of the United States, and
restore or make compensation fortthesame as far as
possible.

3. We will leave the settlements, and when we de
sire to trade, or talk to the authorities, we will go
to Fort Union, or to such place as shall be des-gna- -

teu oy uie proper authorities.
4. We will not permit the mails or trains to be

molested by our people; and will keep our men
away frem those roads.

We. will mall respects act in a friendly manner
towards all the people entitled to the protection of
tne united states).

The officers present in council do promise the
chiefs that they will be met by the offisero of the
united states trovernment at the end of ninety days,
at some place to be hereafter designated, for the
purpose ol making a treaty of peace.

To Ulake Good lilscuit.
Take one quart of good flour, one teasnoonful of

salt, and sweet lard the size of a large hen egg; mix
ana wet up witn coia water to a tough dough.
Have a poplar or any smooth grain wood to beat
the dough on, two feet square and four or five in
ches thick; beat it with the side or large end of a
smoothing iron (tut Iron) until blisters arise when
strucic with the iron. The more it is beat the bet
ter, for in that lays one of the great secrets of bis
cuit matting. jlaVe into biscuit, shape with tne
hand, and bako slow until done: if too hard when
done, add a little more lard next time. The biscuit
will be properly made when white in the inside,
brittle, and have increased in thickness. If this is
not the ease, acd they do not raise a third over the
uough size, by bakong, they are improperly made.
Try again and beat the dough more. It is of great
importance not to have the dough too soft.

These biscuits will keep a month or more in the
hcatot summer. When 1 go to the springs in the
summer, I take a lot of these biscuit with me. as I
do not expect to eat a biscuit made at every place
1 may stop. Uhey are light, easy to digest, and 1

leedtnesicic on them at home, by crumbling them
up and pouring on hot coffee or tea. Mothers and
sisters having sons and brothers in the army, can.
send them an occasional Keg ot biscuits with
safety.

t or home use butter and sweet milk may be sub
stituted for lard and water by adding double the
size of butter, as over one half of the best butter
is whey, as 1 have repeatedly tested. Soda and
saleratas should never be used in biscuit making
the human stomach being an. inappropriate soap
Keiue.
