The Ouirages Commitied by Lincein’s
Nornbhern Heordes. '

The whole neighborhood around Fortress Monroe
has been deserted, the people having fled from the
lawless hordes which Lixcors was throwing upon
them. The plunderers have broken open their
houses, robbed them of furniture, wantonly broken
statusry sod torn and defaced pictures, destroyed
cartains and musical instrumenta, brought away
books and family relics, which could possibly be of
no use to any but their original owners. Sach con-
duot has not even the excuse which the theft or
seizure of food, or nseful articles wounld have had ;
it is purely and outeageously malicious. The same
lnwless spirit has been displayed wherever the ma-
raudera have gone. A correspondent of the New
York World gives the following mccount of their
depredstions near Hainaville :

* It in painful to be called upon to report that a
few vile fellows, who have enlisted under the three

| months® call, were heartless enough to drop off from
| the ranks during the march, enter the houses of the

farmers in the vicnity, and ransack them from top
to bottora. I visited eight or ten which had been
hastily vacated by their occupants, and found in
them gangs of half-druoken men, belonging to vari-
ous regiments, overhasling drawers, trunks aod
chests, destroying valusble clothing, bedding, fur-
niture and crockery, and taking off whatever they
coveted, from deeds aod money down to daguerreo-
types and mantle ornaments. The rack and ruin
which these nrmed despersdoes caused was whole-
sale and most wanton. Many houses thus gutted
belong 1o well known Unionists ; yet, because found
unprotected, their doors were forced open and de-
predations begun.”

These outrages are the out-croppings of the atros
cious septior i s g forth by the leaders and jour-
nsals of the LixooLx party st the commencement of
this unholy war. The soldiers were plainly told
that the commission of murder, rapine snd plander
was their mission. In a spsech st Cleveland, Ohio,
Gov. Raxpars, of Wisconsin, said :

The firing was continued all night by the regi-
ment of Col. Falkerson, with but execution,
however, &s the night was very dark. Certsinly
none of our troops were injured.

This regiment in turn was relieved by the gallant
georgians, under Col. Ramsey, at dsybreak Monday
morning, who, until a late hour in day, tup
& continual fire upon them, and succeeded in
six of the Yankees and taking & Lisutenant prison-
er. Thenumber of them wounded of course can-
not be ascertsined. The Georgiaos left the ground
in the afternoon, with not s man killed or evea a
scratch.

During the latter part of the day the enemy fired
s number of bombahells, grapeshots and balls in
the direction of our troops, playing havoe with the
trees and shrubbery, not in the least damaging any
of our men, but with s loss to them o(lhrﬁ
amount of powder. In consequence of the rap
discharge of artillery, our General sent out two
reguments (the 234 and 20th) to sustain the Georgi-
ane, but they Jid not succeed in getting a chance st
the enemy, sod during the night retired from the
fleld. with the hope of inducing the foe to follow
them, 0 us to get them within the range of our ar-
tillery. It is supposed that our infantry sod rifles
had done such execution amoog them that the ene-
my got his “bile” up and let loose his big dogs of
war, which, however, proved as as his
leaden pups.

The firing is still gomg;:n, (12 o’clock, Tuesday.)
but I have not heard w dsmage hss been done.
How long we are to continue this brush fighting it
is hard to tell, but our troops are getting weary of
it'and are exceedingly snxious to get them in & face
to face battle, and thus decide the contest. I should
have stated that the Yankees keep behind fences,
brush. stumps, and have taken s log house, from
which they have good shotsat us. But for this,
we would give you a larger number of their dead
to record.

A BRILLIANT AND STOUER4FUL SKIRMISH.

Cocsre Towy, July 13.—As we had & small fight
yesterdsy, 1 concluded to inform you of the resalt.
Only 19 of our troops were engaged in it, but we
had sbout 120 in number of Virginis volunteers,
against 00 Yankees. We killed 7 of the rascals,
took 12 prisoners and wounded one, but the best of
all. not one of our volunteers was hurt—one of
our horses was killed. The fight took place absut
two miles from Newport News. The prisoners
were of the New York Tth regiment. The esemy
were lying in ambush for us and when they saw us
they cried out -*Hurrah for the 7th t of
New York,"” which they thought would intimidate

us.
! SEWS FROM OEN. JOHNSTON'S COMMANT —SUCORRSFUL
SHIEMI4H OF OUR CAVALRY.

A gentleman who left Wincheater on Friday,
the 12th inst, has furnished, the Lynchburg Reprb-
lican with the following statement of affsira in that
quarter

The relative positions of Gen. Jelhnaton and Gen.
Patterson remsin ss last reported—the former be-
ing encamped near Winchester, the latter in Mar-
tinsburg.

Gen. Johnston, since falling back u Winches-
ter, has been largely reinforced, , for meveral
days past, uil Lis camp equippage, haa been packed
and the men sopplied with three days provisions,
This fact haa led to the impression that an advance
movement will be made by Gen. Johnaton.

(n Wednesday lsat, o skirmish occurred near
Bunker Mill, twelve miles from Winchester, be-
tween s company of our cavalry and the epemy, in
which two of the latter were killed and three taken
prisoners. No one injured on our side. The pris-
oners were brought into Winchester Thursday
morning.

The reported return home of the Pennsylvania
Regiments belonging to Gen. Patterson’s command
is confirmed. Oaly three Regimenta, however, re-
turned, instead of four, as stated Saturday. The
reported firing upon the troops when they left ia
unfounded.

Tho report that the prisoners taken by Gen. John-
ston's forces have been put to work onm ouren-
trenchiments s without foundation. No other dis-
position has been made of them than is usual with
prisoners of war, viz: keeping them in confine-
ment, or relessing them on parcle of honor.

Staunton would probably
be msade the first object to be secured, from which
central point operatious could be planned at leisure
against other jons of the Stats, incleding Rich-
mond. The possession of Staunton and the Valley
by the enemy, would go very far towards giving
them possession of all West Virginis, except the
Southwest.

If the enemy does not succeed in this plan of in-
vading the State, we are inclined to think hiachance
of gesting in st all is very bad. His first design
was to take Norfolk aad to move againet Richmond
by the Yorktown peninsuls and the James River.
Baut Norfolk ia now intmubla. and his experi-
ences in the peninsuls have cured him of all ex-

tions of enccess in that quarter. At Agquis
jreek his fortupe hss been no better, and at Alex-
sndria the game has been blocked agaiost him.—
To achieve success at thess ponts could only be
through forces greatly disproportioned to those he
would have to encounter.

His only hope is by way of Martinsburg and Phil-
lippi. He has sccordingly placed as many ss forty-
ty-five thousand troops under the command of Pat-
terson, and it is not known how many under that
of McClellan, for a demonstration upon the Valle
of Virginia. It now remains to be seen what luc
he will have in that quarter. We do not fear the
resuit. He will find & lion in his path there, as well
as at Managsns, at Acquin and at Bethel. There will
be more fightng, and fighting on s Iarger scale,
then we have yet had, but we are confident the re-
sult will be the eame.

The Martyr Jackson,

The correspondent of the Savannah Repulblican,
wniing from Manassas Junction, on the 10th inet,
gives sn interesting sccount of thoe Aléxandris
hero, his family and the circamatances of his desth,
Many facts are given that have sever tefore been
brought to the public eye, and we sre sure our
readers will be intereste]l with the delails. We
copy as follows :

Before leaving Fairfax, I called to pay my re-
spects 1o Mre. Susan M. Jackson, the widow of
Jameas W, Jackson, the martyr who fell in Alex-
andris on the 24th of May, in the cause of South-
ern li . Bhe resider in = nest little cottage
near the House, provided for her by Major
Heary W. Thomas, who married a sister of her
husband. She received me with great kindness,
and spoke with deep emotion of the geasrosity of
the Southern ple towards herself and family.
She has thres lovely children with her—all daugh-
ters—of the ages of thirteen, ten and seven, one of
whom is ssid to bear s atriking resemblaoce to her
father. Mrs. Thomas has two dsguerreotypes of
the hero, one of which was taken while he was at
work in his garden, with his hat, coat and vest off.
It is & very striking face, and bears abundaat evi-
dence, in every lineament, of good humor, gal-
lantry and unshrinking courage. He has the sye
of an eagle. IIs features are bold and strmking,
snd bis harr is thick and stiff, aod stands up like
General Jackaon's, as if in deflance of sll the hate
in the world. No physiognomist can look ‘lﬂ
the “countarfeit presentment,” without feeliog
he was every inch s hero, and that his was as gal-
lant & spirit as was ever offered up in defenee of
his country’s flag. You wll be to learn that
his hikenedses will be multiplied in doe tiwe by
every mesnd of art, so thet every one may obtain a

There are certain fucts connected with the life
and death of Jackson which I have never seen in
print, and which cannot fail to intersat your read-
ers. He was born in Fairfax county, near the Po-
tomsc river, and was J8 years old the Sth of May.

few years thereafter he removed to” Fairfax Court
House, where he continued to live until December
lnst. Tle was the life of the village—a generous.
open-henrted fellow, wholly unsaiflsh, & great lover
of childiren and young people, always tock sides
with the veaker party, spoks hia own mind fally,
though not offemsively, scorned every thing that
was little and mean, and feared no man living or
dead. You will not be surprised to hear that such
s man did not accumulate much of the “thrift that
foliows fawning.”” Fond of society, he leased the
Marshall House in Alezsndris, fitted it out with
pew furpitare and table-ware, and removed :here
the first of the present year. ke is the same man
who cut down the Lincoln pole in Gecoquan, in the
adjoining county of Prince William, last summer.

Jackwon was asleepin the second story; Ellsworth
entered his house (about dsybreak) and proceeded
to the roof to take down the flag.
