The Last Pays of the Confederary-—An
Acconnt by a FParticipator in the
Closing Secnes.

From the Cincinnati Enquirer.

In your issue of November 22 1 see an
account of the last days o the Confederacy.
I contribute this as uy mite to a full his-
tory of that eventful month, I was a full
member of Dibrell's Division of Wheeler's
cavalry, and had some opportunities for
knowing much of what was transpiring.

Our division had been selected to escort
Mr. Davis from Greensboro to Charlotte,
and leaving Buttle Bridge, over the Neuse
River, we reached Greensboro about mid-
night of April 17, after two days and a half
of rapid marching. For the first time we
we were fully informed of the extent of our
disasters—o1 the retreat, defeat, surrender,
annihilation of General Lew's great army—
and were tald that we were relied upin to
puard Mr, Duvis, his cabinet and archives
to Charlotte, snd keep off Sherman, whe
was bovering upon onr right flank. Next
cvening as Me. Davis and General Broekin-
ridge rode through the division, at the

head  of the Government corfege, they
were woelcomed with the most enthusinstic
l'lll't-r-'.

We eontinned ocur mareh townrd Char-
lotte.
braing of the government in its last daye—
left us apon the third morning, returning to
the army to hold those consultations with
Grenerals Johinston nnd Sherman, of which =0
much has been said.  Perhaps the country
may yet believe that Sherman, Johnston and
Breckinridge were better statesmen and troer
patriots than Seward and Stanton.  Mr.
Divis rode near or at the head of the eol-
wmn all the time ; was always polite, aflable
and acoessible; seemed cheerful and reso-
lute 5 talked pleasantly, kindly and sociably
to all who approached, Mr. “--n_]::m]n and
General Cooper rode in an ambulance, Mr.
Trenliolm and family in another. Judge
Rengan, Colonels Lubbock, of Texas, T;'Q-'Iur
Wood and Preston Johuston always rode
near the President.  General Lawton, Quar-
termaster-General, General Gilmer, Chief
Engineer, and General 8t. Johng, with their
attackes, Mr. .\l;:“nr.\'. Mr. George Davis,
and others of less note, accompanicd the
I'residential party. Besides General Dib-
rell’s division, General Geary, of South Car-
olina, had a small Inui_\‘ of mounted men,
some seventy-five or one hundred, collected
nt Greenshoro, from the debris of the Vir-
ginia eavalry. At Salisbury we met Gen-
eril Echols and staff, of South-Western Vir-
ginia, and varions staff, post and furlonghed
officers, who had mn from Richmond,
Lynchiburg, Abingdon, Western North Car-
olina and various parts of South Car-
olina ; men driven to a common eénter
by Grant, Sherman, Stoneman, Wil-
aom  and Foster; members of Congress,
civil functionarics and refugeer. You may
be sure, we dirty soldiers who had borne the
bieat, and burden, and danger of the war,
made great sport of the beloved “post™
oflicer, the “biled” shirt and black-coated
gentry, who without horses and unused to
camp life, were begging for mules, (horses
were nob attainable, ) o that they might ac-
company us. Gladly would a kingdom
have bween given for a horse, Alas! our
kingdom was in as desperate a condition sz
wor Richard's was, and was not worth a
wrse.  For the first time during the war we
soldiers had revenge upon the gentlemen
who had be <hn .A«'n'kin;: -'lllii !i“illg :\-llfl pI:II“.H'.

After moving across Yadkia river, Gen,
Dibrell received word from Gen, Ferguson,
who with a small cavalry brigaide was at
Charlotte, that Stoneman was approaching
Charlotte, and begging him to move on im-
Plll'liifllt‘I_\', which he did, !ll;ll'.']lil]_ﬂ all Ili[.!lll.
and reaching Charlotte about 2unrise, to find
that Stoneman wias not near the place, but
had deceived our officers there and bumed
all the bridges over the Cntawba. General
Ferguson moved ot of Charlotte 45 soon as
we reached there, to Nation Ford, over the
Catawba, the point where the railroad from
Charlotte to Columbin crossed that river.
About midday Genernl Basil Duke, with the
remnant of Morgan's celebrated cavairy—
about  five hundred—reached Charlotte
from Christianburg,  When General Echols
disbanded his infantry and abandoned his
wagons and artillery at Christianshnrg, he
ordered his l':n,'lil"\‘ to follow him across the
mountaing to General Johnston. General
Duke's brigade was  dismounted, their hor-
ses heing in North Carolina, but they seized
the artillery and wagon mules and rode
bare-backed to Charlotte. A few of Duke’s
men refused to accompany him, and came
to Kentucky with some Kt‘-l‘llllrk_\'4'1\:‘.lrlln_
who surrendered at Mount Sterling: hut
over one hundred under Lieuténant-colonel
Dismond, of this cavalry, reported to and
accompanied Duke.

This train was guanded to Abbe-
ville il_\ n detnchment of I_ulnlr-lli.blll'll‘ll' Pres-
ident Guards, and perhaps a few other “Vip-
ginia nrmy " soldiers; at Abbeville it was

By this time more definite information had
been received of Gen, Johnston's sarrender,
Gen, Vaughn and his whole command, Gen.

He took an active part in pushing forward
the several railway enterprises that tended
to the prosperity of Buffalo, and when the
companies which owned the roads, compris
ing the line hetween Albany and the lukes,
were consolidated, he was unanimously cho-
sent Viee President of the new corporation.
On the retirement of Mr. Coming, he wna
placed at the head of the New York Central,
a place which the interests of the stockhold-

It will be naturally sopposed that a man
sach as Mr. Richmond is described, would
have accumulated a large fortune And it
is propor o sate that no man contributes
mare liberally of his nmz.r!l means for all
abjects of charity and all schemes for the
promotion and public advancement of liter-
ature and science.

The
climate is delightful, never hot, never colil,
always temperate, always pleasant.  The»oil
richer and more productive than the host of the
prairie lands of Misisgippi in the Okolona
country, yielding large crops of corn, barley,
rice, tobaceo, sugar cane and coffee, with nll
the froits of the tropics, and the best that
you ever tnated.  Yon ean mise two erops of
corn on the same land each year, the usual
