" Wc Bailed from Quebec on the. 23ths .or
November. Nothing particular occurred
until December 20, in latitude 37 37'. At
eight A. M. a fresh wind from S.' Wn whicli
increased to a gale at noon ; the barometer
28.C. The gale increased, and at aix p. M. a
complete hurricane ; all hands at the pumps,
the fthip f training heavily, and making great
guantiticsof water. On the 21bI utill blow-
ing 'a' hurricane, the ship making more
water, the pumps not able to keep her free.
BC&jnaldng a fair breach over her, and all
hands lashed to the pumps.

At noon a heavy sea struck the ship on
the starboard side, xmashinc: throe boats and
trashing them overboard, with all the freslvj
prater ana every morale article on uccic.
Sounded the pumps and found five feet water
in the hold ; at the time running with close
reefed topsail and reefed foresail before the
hurricane. Tricd to take the foresail in,
but it blew to ribbons ; all hands commenced
at the pumps again. At G.30 r. M., in spite
of every exertion, the shin was full rfc" water,
tlie sea. burying the hull, and all hands
obliged to take to the rigging. At midnight
the gale abated, the barometer rising fast.
On the 22d, at 10 A. M., the weather being
moderate, the crew "were able to leave the
tops and get on deck ; commenced finding
provisions, and got bread and butter, pota-
toes and some turnips into the top. At noon
it commenced to blow very hard from the
southwest to north, myself again compelled
to take the top. At G r. M.,tho gale had
increased to a hurricane, causing the sea to
rise fearfully, which struck the ship, heaving
her on her beam ends with her roasts in the
water, washing all hands into the water,
seventeen in number.

Nine of the number at once met a watery
grave, myself and the remaining seven with
a hs.nl struggle gained the wreck. By this
time the bowsprit, foremast and topgallant
mast were carried away with the sea. The
remaining part of the crew got on the ship's
side, and there secured themselves as well as
they could. In about one hour and twenty
minutes, the squall being over, the ship roll-
ed to an upright position, and we again took
to the maintop, but to our sorrow found all
the provisions that we had saved washed
away, the cabin forecastle trashed overboard,
and nothing left on board in the shape of
provisions. At half-pa-st four, r. it., the
whole of the stern frame came out. taking
the rudder and stern post with it, the cargo
coming out very fast. On the twenty-thir- d

the weather moderated, and nothing partic-
ular occurred until the Gtli of January, when'
one of the crew, named Alfred Bolton, fell
from exhaustion, and at nine on the same
evening ho died, and the next morning we
committed his body to the deep, having
been fourteen days without food of any de-

scription.
On the 7th one more, 'William Thomas a

native of Wales, died ; aed in spite of all I
could do, the men would drink salt water,
which would drive them mnd. On the day
after (the Stli) four more died from exhaus-
tion, cold and hunger, leaving me and the
carpenter alone. Wo were so much ex-

hausted that we could not move the lxnliea
into tho sea. so wc lowered them on the deck
of the vessel. On tho 10th the carpenter
died, I being then the only survivor; and on
the njxt day, as well as 1 could, I lowered
the body on the shitn deck. On tho 23d of
January I was taken from off tho wreck after
betng there aJ days without food of any
description, by the Dutch bark Ida Etanhdt,
of lvottcrdatn, from iiatavia for itottcrdam

I am informed thatsince he has been most

Bill. Quoting these remarks of Jeff. Davis
reminds me to say that tho order issued somo
time since, forbidding officers in attendance)
on him to speak to him, or him to them, has
been rescinded. Few men can bo. more
pleasantly crarnilous than Mr. Davis, when
lie is in the mood for it, and this renewal of
a privilege and enjoyment ot winch he was
onTy temiwrarily, and as many think very
stupidly, debarred, isprcatly relished by him
as well as by tho oiliccrs of the fort, who
never fail to find in his conversation a most
substantial feast of reason. It is noted, how
ever, of late that he makes no reference to
his trial.
