County Coukt. Yesterday's session of
this Court was one of more than ordinary
interest. His Honor, Judge YVliihvorth
presided.

Business pertained principally to the as-
sessment of taxes and the proper arrange-
ment of this branch of the county finances.

A tax of forty cents on every $100 worth
of properly, and five cents on cadi poll for
the year 1800 was levied, to be appropriated
to railroad purposes. Tho cause, we are
informed, that the taxes levied are so high,
in because of their n in the pant
years. In reference to the Collectors, Jno.
Green, Q. C. DcGrove and J.IL Austin, the
Judge directed Clerk to credit their accounts
for the collection of State taxes for the re-
spective years for which they served as col-

lectors, and in each case gjjtf them credit
with six cents utwn cver55,000 of the
amount so collected by them under the de-

cision of the Supreme Court. The Clerk
was also directed to furnish new receipts for
taxes heretofore collected for the year 1800,
and hereafter for said year: and that tho
amount so collected for tho said vcar bo
transferred to the Railroad account for rail-
road purposes.

After the transaction of some other busi-
ness, Judgo Whitworth addressed tho Court
in a fcoling nnd appropriate address prepar-
atory to retiring from tho bench.

Mr. Meacham, Esq., moved that a com-
mittee bo appointed to draft resolutions ex-

pressing tho sense of tho Court in reference
to his olficial conduct, which was agreed to.

In the meantime, Hon. W. A. Glenn came
into Court and was duly qualified as the
Fiipcessor of Judge W. according to law.

The Committee an Resolutions being
ready to report did so to the satisfaction of
the Court.

Then adjourned until Monday, April ICtli,
next. -

A IBold and lAitnra Bobbery by a

man, named John Qnin, placed in the
Planters'. Bank, in jhis city, last September,
near $7,000 on special deposit in 7-- com-
pound interest notcL A few days since, as
he was passing thropgh the city, he went to
the bank for treasure, and to
the surprise and astonishment of the banker,
the deposit could not be found. Mr. Weav-
er, the Treasurer oi the bank, suspected a
negrOj named Jamei Cole, as the thief, as he
was in his emploj a month previous, as
porter, and who, after being discharged, took
a trip suddenly for St. Louis. He returned

$00; one sp:ing mattrass, $75; one
centre table $35, amounting in the aggregate
to some $480. The furniture has all been
taken charge of by the proper officers.

Speculating upon tho condition of tho gold
market tho Cincinnati Gazette says:

It teems to be difficult to keep tho prico of gold
down in New York. There is a large short inter-
est outstanding, nnd tellers are borrowing from
day to-d- instead of covering. If an attempt
were made to buy gold to cover the contracts,
which are said to amount to &0,G00,00O, the price
of course, would advance largely. Therefore,
sellers are borrowing instead of buying, and hold-
ers of gold arc making large profits by lending.
This is the causo of the upward movement. Aside
from it there ecems to be little Inducement to

speculation for arise. On tho 1st of May,
if not sooner, the Government will disburse
$2200,000 in payment of the 6-- coupons. Then
the foreign exchanges arc largely in favor of this
country. Tho par of exchange, on the gold basis,
is 1WA- - liAnkerAbills sold in New York on Sat-
urday at ll Thus wo sec, exchange is at a
discount of three per cent. On this gold could bo
imported at a large profit, and wo hear that or-
ders have been sent to Europe for coin. Butthis,
if true, is a bear movement, and will not amount
to much.

With a very uncertain, unsettled and unrelia-
ble market for gold and exchange, large impor-
tations of gold will not be risked. Besides, if
two or three millions in gold should be drawn
from tho Bank of England for shipment to Amer-
ica, there would bo a panic on the Stock Ex-
change in London; the rate of discount would bo
largely advanced; cotton would decline, and we
should have coming over with gold. Theso
results would certainly fallow any attempt to
bring gold from Europe, and while it might tem-
porarily play into tho hands of the gold bears
of Wall street, it would ultimately and very
speedily react in favor of the bulls.

WisncraTos. April 3. Tho Preridcht yester-
day informed a gentleman that he would send to
the Senate, on Wednesday. th nomination of a
Collector for New York city.

It is very doubtful now if the House will agreo to
any alterations for tho present of that measure,
and the committee hare been advbed of that
fact.

There has been an informal meeting of the
Radicals in regard to the question of a Govern-
ment. After a full and frco conference it had been
decided to protract the session till the latest peri-
od. A majority of them arc in favor of holding
on till September.
