TEIAL OF ISHAM HENDERSON.

Court tact at 10.30 x. JtM yesterday. Minutes of
the preceding day read and approved.

The witness, Geo. McKay llogc. was recalled
and trstlfied as follows: I gave the receipts before
I went home in July. 1604. They were given to
Mr. I:ham Henderson made out in his name:
Tho receipts were signed, " II. Druncr, by Hogc,"
and were mado out in accordance with the usual
ftirm. The data, from whieh tho reports sent to
Cob Irwin's office was made, was taken from the
reports of the inspection. They were based upon
the receiving books kept at the corrals. Those
books were kept by myself and I would know
them if I was to sec them. I made the entry for
the ninety-eig- ht mules for August the Cth, 1801,

and it was made for the receipt I mentioned yes-

terday. The mule were not put in as entered.
The receipts were signed "H Bruner, per Hogc."

I am in the twenty-secon-d year of my age.
I believe that I havo had one or two conversa-

tions with the accused in regard to the conspiracy
question. One of them was at the Louisvillo
Hotel. It seems that tho accused had received
letters from parties in e demanding a
certain sum of money or else they would expose
him. He showed me the letter and asked me if I
knew who wrote it. I told him that I did know
positively.

The conversation alluded to occurred since I
left Narhvillc. On the question being asked if
the conversation alluded to the conspiracy, an
objection was made by the counsel for the de-

fense. The objection was sustained by the Court.
I saw the corral receiving book for the first

time after leaving Nashville, in Capt Otis' office
on the 30th ult. I examined it on that occasion.

There was a balance due me from Mr. Hender-
son for receipts siven him in July, before I went
home of some $3,000; this together with the half
of tho receipt of 78 mules amounted to $10,000,

which up to that time had not been paid.
I went home about the 18th

or 3Hh ofJuly, and returned August the 4th, 1SGL
I gave no rcecipt on the 11th of August, did

not give any fraudulent receipts on that day for
102 mules valued at $21,300.

Mr. I. Henderson inight have putinsomemulcs
on thn Cth of August, and the receipt not given
until the day after, tuch things often occurred.

The corral book that I hold in my hand shows
how many mules were received each succeeding
day, also shows the false receipts gii en. This

for mulos for the 9th of August is fraudulent.
The Court then adjourned till to-d- at 9:0

Rombnrdmeut of Vnlpnrnlso Checked,
Washington. May 2. The following dispatch

relative to tho bombardment of Valparaiso has
been received at theJavy Department:

U. S. St. Vasosxbilt. Valtasaiso, March
31, 1SC5. Sir: IiaTethehonortoanno-snccthB- t

upon my arrival in tbii port with the squadron
nndcr my command. I called upon the English
Admiral, who had informed njf that he intended
to prevent any sudden bombardment, and would
only suffer it after ample notice. To this I made
no reply, but having considered the matter, sought
the occasion next day to say that I would go in
with him in prevtnting any sudden bombardment.
and that I would also do as much further as he
chosejl I assured bim that the Monodnock could
take care of tho Mcmoncia, and that from target
experiment I bod witnessed, I was absolutely
certain that in less than thirty seconds and with
not more than thirty men, the Monodonck her-

self, entirely unassisted, would leave only tho
mastheads of the Mcmoncia abovo water, and
that our wooden vcsscbi, English and American,
could look out for tho wooden vessels of tho
Spanish. In thus offering to go beyond the letter
of instructions to observe a strict neutrality.
I acted upon the supposition that neutrality
among the nations did not preclude all well di-

rected efforts to keep the peace among them ;

that as a peaceable citizen is not obliged to stand
by inert while another is suffering from the un
lawful violence of n third party, but may justly
interfere with force to prevent an infraction of
law a m arder for example so a nation witness-
ing the like disturbance among her sistcrnations,
need not rest absolutely impassive, but with sin
cere neutrality might interpose, with force if
necessary, to keep the operations of belligerents
at least within the law for the protection of neu-

tral powers and neutral property. I am aware
that action in the premises on our part involves
great responsibility, but I had reached the
conclusion that it was my duty now to aid them:
and I told the English Admiral that I had
written and frankly added that his commerce was
more extensive than ours and more convenient to
the coast of Spain, hut as he had more to suffer in
consequence of repulse, and also more to prcscrvo
by interference, that his interests in Chili roso to
thousands, while ours wcro only hundreds. The
English Admiral said at first, that ho would go

with me, for I plainly declared that I would not
take any steps without him. I said that I had no
intention of becoming a catspaw. The English
Admiral finally determined to throw the respon
sibility upon an English Minister who did not
choose to act in the premises.

The English having failed, no sepa
rate action on mypattwas taken, as none had
been proposed. I have used such measures as I
could to bring about a reconciliation, but without
success.

This morning at 9 o'clock the Spanish Admiral
opened upon the town with shot and shell, di-

recting his fire principally against public build-
ings. After a continued bombardment of two

hours and fifty minutes, tho firing ceased and the
Spanish Admiral withdrew his vessels.

Four ofthe stono buildings connected with the
custom house were entirely destroyed, with their
contents. Other adjoining buildings used for the
same purpose wcro very much injured. The
value of merchandise destroyed was estimated at
$22,000,000.

The Government, tho Exchango nnd railroad
buildings were damaged to a considerable extent.

Several blocks of private buildings wcro de
stroyed hy fire, and churches, convents and hos-

pitals wcro not exempt from injury'. Not more
than eight or ten lives were lost.

When I was assured that the English Admiral
had determined not to resist a bombardment, I
called on him and said, as I did not choose to

drift, when I had no purpose to collide I should
move my vessel out of the way, and communicated
my intention verbally to the Spanish Admiral.
