Tbia praraHon of the State Constitution is
borrowed from the Constitution of the United
States, done in Convention 17th September,
1787. That Instrument purport to oxprew
nothing but the free principles of the British
Constitution a adapted to the machinery of
the Iteptiblican form of Government then '

about being inaugurated. For the proper
construction of thk provision, therefore, as

of every other in the same instrument (see

the Constitution of the 17. S.) we are to look
to thehtrtory ofEngland, including, of course,

the then recent long and anally successful

rebellion of her North American provinces."
And if, in the contemporaneous history of
lfeglar.detending :frem 1768 Uil7S2; we
find that this principle was not only under
earnest discussion by the Commons of Eng-

land, but that the: contest was carried to a
height that almost shook the power of the
throne; we may at least feel assured that the
founders of the Constitution of the United
State dtd sot insert that principle therein
with any doubtful intention.

Ia 1763 the celebrated Jo-U- Wilki, at
that e a member of Parliament for
the borough of Aylesbury, was publisher
of a scurrilous newspaper called thr. JVortA

in the forty-fift- h number of which
he was guilty of a studied insult to the
King, accusing his sovereign of having been
guilty of a lie in a message to Parliament.
For this lie was arrested on a warrant from
the Secretary of State, (a writ of the most
venerable antiquity) his paper seized and
.himself mnaAodiiii lheiTower. lie was
alio, for this cause, promptly expelled from
Parliament by resolution. Wilkes, from

IheTowef, a 'few 'days obtained a' "writ of
habtm asrjMM, by which, he wae brought be
fore the Lord Chief Justice Pratt, Lord
Camden, by whom he was released, upon
the ground thafhis arrest was a violation of
bis privilege as a member of Parliament.
WiiKHS, thereupon, sued Lord Halifax,
the Secretary of State, for false imprison
ment, and obtained a verdict for 4,000
damages. Subsequently ho was
to Parliament by the city of London, and
the mob attempting to chair him in triumph
to the Parliament Houce were fired upon by
the military. The aet was known as the
massacre of St. George's Fields. Being
again expelled he was again and
thereupon, by resolution of Parliament, his
competitor, Celonel Ltjttbeia, was declared
elected as being second in the list of eandl
dates, Wtlkbs being declared incompetent

.to sit. This resolution was nassed m 169.
Wilkes was then made sheriff of the city
of London and afterwards Lord Mayor of the
city. For accusing a peer of having brought
about the massacre of S', Goorge's Fields he
was summoned to the bar or tho House, but
refused to appear there except as the lawful--

Jy eleeted member for the city ot .London
After many compromises had been attempt
ed and failed, the House of Commons, at
length in 1782, was induced to vote that the
resolution passed 17th February, 1709, de-

claring Mr. Wilkes incapable of being re(--

eleoted, should; be oxpnnged; Iffng subver
sive of the right of theithole boJy of electors of
IA kingdom."

This has ever been considered one of the
greatest triumphs of osnatitutionnl law, the
bad character of Wilkes making it suffi
ciently manifest that it was a final triumph
of the canso and not of the man. Since then
it lias always been understood by constitu'
tional lawyers that while a legislative' body
may expel one of its members for any cause
it sees fit, it cannot refuse the member a seat
if In the first instance he is con
sidered, in theory, to have misrepresented
his constituents; but upon a it is
considered thatthequAtioirhnsl referred
to the sovreign people, who are the highest
pbwer in every constitutional gor6rninent.

Let it now "be borne in mind that this cel
ebrated resolution of the House of Commons
was passed in 1782. Let it also be borne in
mind that in that year the independence of
the American colonies was achieved; and that
during tho entire war the ministerial party
in dlagland had;been in nothing nioro em

barrassed than by its contest with WILKBS,

who was a steady opponent of the American
war. Then let it be taken into consideration
that the Constitution of tho United States
was done in eenvsotien ia l7S7, only five
years afterwards, and the inference is una- -

, wuntna imu uic wiiakiLUhiyuui i.v .anvil,
with which this paper is commenced, was

expressly designed a a ratification of the
oenstitUtiosal prinoiple expressed ,in
WlLKKB case by tho resolution of the British
House of Commons in 1782. And which
resolution was the slow but certain result of
the violation of the privileges of a member,
by his arrest for a cause other than treason,
felony, or breach ef the pesee.

The parallel between Wilkes' case and
that of the member from Carter, now befoco
his Honor Judge Fkazier, upon a writ of
Kab&H eufptm, is complete; with the single
exception that a warrant from the Secretary
of State is. in EnelamL a writ of unques
tlencd legality and orthe highest dignity,
being directed only against those accused of
State crimes and of ofibncea against the
royal prerogative. The sole point decided
by Lord Cambkn upon the httbme corpttt,
was as to the privilege of a member from
arrest. We think therefore that all the
parties implicated in the late forcible arrest
and abduction from his home of Mr. Will
iams, may welt heefa to reflect upon the
verdict for 4,000 damages obtained in
favor of Wilkb against Lord Halifax.
Should it, however, be eventually decided
not only that the writ by virtue of which
Mr. WfLWAXR was arrested, was of lawful
authority and wan executed by officers known
tovto.ki&fend that a member of the Legl
lature has not his eonMitutional privilege
from arrest : then we will have only the
peoad oensoiomnona that there was a time ki
our hktare when the laws of a free people
were made by a free Legislature. And as it
has ever been a part of the vanity of men
to boast the good old times of their fathers,
we can add to that the additional vanity of
boasting of the good old aawttry ef our
fathers, Into the wall of Whose Ctmrtitutien
no breach has yet bee made.

ceived yesterday morning at 0 .o'clock, says
the Prussian army, under the command of
the King in person, encountered the Aus-tria-

under Field Marshal Benedek, be
tween Hdritz and Koniggrdtz. The battle
was bloodv and lasted twelve hours.

The enemy maintained his position behind
the river Bistritz with great obstinacy for six
hours. .

Toward 2 o'clock r. M., the position was
carried by assault, after which the enemy
wa9 repeatedly driven from other positions,

In tho evening, about 7 o'clock, the re
mainder of the Austrian army was in lull
retreat. The route of the enemy was com
nlete.

Milan. July 5. A corps of the Bavarian
army has entered the Austian Tyralj mov-
ing towards Italy. It was stated positively
that the Austrians have abandoned all posi
tions recently occupied on the right bank of
the JUincio. The public jounals aeciare
that if the Austrian troops evacuate Venetia
to march against the Prussians, tho Italian
army will pursue closely until a junction is
effected between the Italian and Pussian
armies.

The 'foregoing advices are the latest via

The conclusion of an armistice was con-
sidered impassible. Public opinion in
Prussia and Italy is strongly adverse to it

The Parris Temps announces that Prussia
and Italy hod accepted the armistice on the
following conditions : Prussia to retain her
present postion, the troops to be supported
by the countries occupied. Austria fs not
to increase her armies irr tho field. Italy is
to occupy one fortress in the quadrilateral.
Italy in reply demanded the occupation of
two frotresses in the quadrilateral.

The Africa's dates are one day later than
those already received. The GreatEastern
arrived at Shcarness on the morning of the
5th. The William Carry with shore end of
the cable had anchored at Valentia on the
morning of the 7th insL In commercial
circles the announcement of thc: cession of
.Yenetiannd'the medieation of Napoleon was
accepted as almost as conclusive evidences
of peace.

The excitement on the London Stock Ex-
change on the 5th was great, and especially
with regard to Italian securities, which ad-
vanced largely. English securities were
kept down by the maintenance of the bank
rate, 100 cents. On the Paris Bourse rentes
advanced 4 per cent., making a total of 01
per cent, within a few days.

On the Cth the sanguine hopes were net
only realized, but commenced gradually
melting away.

The Minister of Police at Berlin has an-

nounced that the proposals for an armistice,
proposed by Gen. Gablintz, have been de-

clared.
The Florence journals consider the Aus-

trian proposals inadmissable. They regard
the cessoin of Venetia as a stratagem for
Austria to resume hostilities against Italy.
They declare that Italy will not lend herself
for such purposes. The cession of Venetia,
with a view to its subsequent. cession to Italy,
would be a violation of national right and
submission to a. foreigner. Italy will owe
Venice to her arms alone.

The Moniteur of the evening of the Gth
contains no official announcement.

The Patrie says the Prnssian reply to the
proposal for an armistice has not yet been
received. The delay is said to have arisen
from the distance of the headquarters in
Bohemia. It is believed in ofhcial circles
in Berlin that the armistice can only be ac-
