It is not our Intention in this brief notice
to enlarge upon public school system, nor to

inaiat hoh tlie neceaaily of education ; we
only thanre to direct the attention of the citi
awta iertinently to thus great interest, and to

rvmiml them that they lve an iiistitution
to whiek they can point with pride and sin

cere congratulation.
On tke first Monday of next September, a

new Masion of the .schools begins. Tlte pre
sent Bard of Education k composed of
gentlemen distinguished in every walk of
life for canacHr and worth. The Board is
actively engaged in perfecting tlie organiaa
tion of the sehools, and in the election of a
corps of teachers to comprise sixty raemlr8.
The teachers are being selected with refer-

ence to capacity, character and experience
necessary for their sreat work. Books and

watched.

The schools are keeping pace with the
growth of the city. The 9th Ward School
was jMit in effective operation last May, and
surpassed expectation by its success. Ex

tional facility which an active and able
Board can devise.

The forthcoming scholastic year will find
the.public schools considerable advanced in
every respect which constitutes their influ
enceand power. It is estimated that Iietween
four and five thousand pupils of the various
grades will attend next session.

The Superintendent is Prof. Lawrence
late Principal of tlie High School; a scholar
anil author, an educator of thorough ability
and long service. In the discharge of his
important ami laborious tnwt he should have
the confidence and cordial support of the
imtrons of the acltoolx.

The oKieera ami teachers of our public
schools are the guardians of our greatest in
terest. Let them have sympathy and en
couragement. Theirs a great work, and
they will leave a memorial of their labors
in the hearts of our intelligent and virtuous
people.

AXD THE JTSIOS.

Grand Popular Demonstrations.

Delegates to the Philadelphia Con-

vention.

On Thursday last, large and ctilliiwiastic
meetings were held at Knoxville and Mem
phis, to declare the political position of the
people of these divisions of the State, and to
appoint delegates to the Philadelphia Ka
tional Union Convention the first for the
2ml Congressional district, and the latter
for tlie 7th and 8th districts. Yesterday,
there were also primary meetings held in
this city and Gallatin, and the other coun
ties of Middle Tennessee, for the same gen
eral purpose. We group below such details
of this great popular movement a3 we can
find room for.

the knoxville meeting.
Hon. Thomas A.B. Nhlson presided and

delivered a powerful speech against the
Radicals, and in defence of the President's
policy. Senator Fkazier also spoke, giving
a. uiusieny review oi me course oi ine rc

at its late session. Hon. John
Williams was made Chairman of the Com
mittee on Bcsolations. Hon. T. A. R
Nelson, of Knox, and Hon. A. Blizzard,
of McMinn, were appointed delegates to
Philadelphia, with J. II. Gatjt, Lsq., and
Dr. AV'm. Kodgers. as alternates.

The following is an extract from the pre
amble and tlie resolutions in full, which
were unanimously adopted :

The objects of the faction" who claim to be
the Congress of the United States arc too
transparent to admit of cavil. They are de-

termined to hold the Southern States, with
out any discrimination between Union men
and rebels in a state of absolute subiection
and dependence. They desire to make the
negroes masters where they were so lately
held as slaves. They wish to give them
political power, and by means of the fran-
chise bureau, to obtain absolute control and
dominion over that, power, so as to perpetu
ate their own party ascendency and to pre-
vent the Southern States from having any
agency in. the Government of the country.
TJiey wish to deny us the right of a free
Government when the right is secured by
the Constitution. i.hey arc determined to
impose taxes upon us and yet to deny the
rieht of representation.

To these ends, more than thifly, pcrhaiw
more than one hundred amendments to the
Constitution, have been proposed in Con
gress, and that sacred instrument which has
secured the veneration of the world and for
the preservation of which our soldiers liave
loured out their blood like water, is given
up to the tinkering of party tricksters.
Southern representatives were excluded, and
a Senator from New Jersey, banished from
the Senate, so as to assure the adoption of
any amendment they see fit to propose, by
the two Houses, according to the forms of
Constitution, while the Senate and House of
Representatives, as now constituted, are not
Houses within the meaning of that instru
ment. Against these and other acta of usur-
pation we enter our most solemn protcstj and
we earnestly appeal to all patriotic citizens
of the North to aid in applying every con
stitutional remedy against such wanton and
reckless tyranny.

Animated with the same love of the Con
stitution which has ever inspired our con-
duct, we Ujave beheld with admiration the
heroic courage of the President, in resisting
the encroachments of power, and in his
speeches to the Montana, Virginia and Ne-

gro delegations who have recently waited
upon him; in his vetoes of the Freedmen's
Bureau bill ; in his great Epeecli to twenty-thousa-

citizens at the White House; in
lis veto of the Civil Richts bill: in his mes

sage to Congress as to the impropriety of
adopting constitutional amendments when
States are unrepresented in Congress, as
well as in our knowledge of his earnest and
determined character, we have the most
ample assurances thaWic will use evey patri-
otic exertion to check the growth of despot
ism and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution and laws. Waving all past dif-
ferences of opinion, we deem it our duty, so
far as it may be in our power, to uphold and
sustain him in this great struggle, and wc
have the fullest confidence that he will be
sustained by the patriotism of the American
people.

I lie eltorts of Congress to cnpplo the pow
ers of the President in appointments to, and
removals from office; the abuse and denun-
ciation heaped upon him in the caucus meet-
ings of the Radical members; the obscure
threats of impeachment; the intimations
that the present Conirress, if defeated in the
fall elections, will hold possession of the Gov-
ernment by force of arms, and the distribu-
tion of arms among the Northern States,
alone arc facts well calculated to arouse the
most serious apprehensions of patriots, and
in connection with the unsettled condition
of public affairs, and the necessity for a na-
tional organization for the preservation of
the public liberty, are nmply sufficient to
justify the call for a National Convention,
and to demand the greatest deliberation of
patriots and statesmen. Concurring as we
do in the general principles announced by
those who called said Convention, in their
card 20th June, 18GC, it is. therefore

llesolved, That wc regard the objects indi-
cated in the call for a National Convention
at Philadelphia, on the 14th of August next,
as of the highest importance towards the
preservations of our free institutions.

Ji&olred, That we hereby renew our at-

tachment and fidelity to the Union of the
States as it was formed by our forefathers,
and any attempt on the part of sectional fac-

tions to accomplish its overthrow incurs our
unqualified censure and opposition.

'2. That our confidence in the integrity,
ability and patriotism of i'rosident John-so-n

to secure a reconstruction of the Union
upon constitutional principles is undimin-
ished, and we pledge him our undivided
support for the accomplishment of the
same.

3. That the resolution of Congress of Jul v
1S61, is a fit exponent of our views, in which
it declared the object of the war on our part
to have becu the maintenance and suprema-
cy of the Constitution, with the rights and
dignity of the several States unimpaired.

4. That according to the Constitution,
each State has the undisputed right to pro-
scribe the qualifications of its own electors,
and any attempt on the part of Congress to
force universal suffrage upon the country,
contrary to the known wishes of its citizens,
is a palpable violation of the Constitution,
and subvorsivo of every principle of a Re-
publican form of government.

5. That the result of the late war has
clearly manifested the infeosibility on the
part of traitors to break up the Government;
and tlie supremacy of the Constitution hav-
ing been vindicated, the rights of the loyal
citltens within the States and districts lately
overrun by rebellion should be guaranteed,
while any efforts to exclude them from re-
presentation in the National Legislature
should be promptly and signally resented.

G. That the vetoes of tlie " Freedmen's
Bureau, and Civil Rights Bills" receive our
cordial approbation, believing them to have
been unwise and injudicious measures which
would have forever destroyed the liberties of
the people.

7. That we regard it the duty of all per-
sons, no matter to which political party
they formerly adheredj to unite in support
of the President and his policy, and in all
measures liaving for their object the resto-
ration of the Union and the preservation of
our institutions.

8. That we cordially endorse the
policy of President John-

son as wise, patriotic, constitutional and in
kurmony with the loyal sentiment and pur-
pose of the people in the suppression of the
rebellion, and with the platform upon which
he was elected.

9. That the nation owes a lasting
debt of gratitude to the soldiers of the
late war for tke suppression of tho rebellion,
and that the destitute families of the fallen
heroes are the wards of the people, and
sltoukl be provided for by the Government.

10. Tkat we unqualifiedly denounce
legislation at the point of the bayo-
net, and we do most emphatically denounce
as unconstitutional, impolitic, and unjast to
tke people, the pretended passage by
tke pretended Legislature of Tennessee of
tke bill ratifying the constitutional amend-
ment as recommended by Congress.

Whereas, A national union convention
of delegates from each congressional
district of all the States will bs held at the
city of Philadelphia, on the 14th of August
next, of those who sustain the Administra-
tion of President Johnson, in maintaining
unbroken the union of the States under
the constitution which our fathers establish-
ed; and

Whereas, The national executive com-
mittee for West Tennessee, and the Johnson
Club of Shelby county, have, recommended
the appointment of delegates from this con-

gressional district to said convention ; there-jSr- e

be it -

Jleeolred, By the people of the eighth con-

gressional district of Tennessee, in conven-
tion assembled, that heartily approving of
the objects of the said Philadelphia conven-
tion, and derirous of with
friends of the Union, north and south, who
are in favor of sustaining President John-
son, in his wise and patriotic policy for the
restoration of the States to their political
rights and duties; we appoint dele-
gatus to said convention, who shall be em-

Judge Barry was requested to act aa Presi
dent of the meeting. On taking the chair
he said that he was proud to appear before
the peapie ot bumner, than whom nobler
citizens were not known. It waa true that
the; had been accused of being rebellious
but the slander came from irresponsible
sources mat ne Knew mat those who stood
before him were loyal to thegeneral govern-
ment He said that there were two partic,

President
Johnson, the leader of the Conservative
element, espouses their rights and says, that
they must be respected as citizens of the
United States and treated with every con-
sideration as such.

I tin the absence of the committee, Hon,
James AV. Henderson, lormerly Lieut,
Governor of Texx?, was introduced to the
audience. He said that the political princi
pies that agitated tlie country in 1830 had
at last been put to the test and decided upon,
from which decision there was no appeal.
As to the people of his State, (Texas) he
would say that they recognized the fact
and all they now claimed was their consti-
tutional rights. Tho vast gathering of the
people here y have for their purpose
the restoration of the Government to its
former status. The President's policy re
stores them to isuch status. He holds, and
very consistently, that the Southern States
have never been out of the Union. Had
this policy been adopted there would have
boen no dissensions, none of the ill feeling
that now pervades the country. Should
President Johnson finally fail in carrying
oui ma restoration policy, constitutional
liberty is at end.

He said that the peeple of Tennessee had
it in their power to arrest the encroachments
of tyrannical legislation that such men as
Hon. Balie Peyton, Got. Campbell, and
other such spirits in the State, should can-
vass each county and arouse the ueonle to
the proper appreciation of the wrongs that

ueuig inmcteu upon mem. it was hu-
miliating to behold Tennessee once the
pride of the nation the "Volunteer State,"
now controlled by a set of men who never
had any individuality of character weie not
known as statesmen or politicians. It was
the duty of Tennesseans to use their utmost
efforts to remove those men men who are
seeking to make slaves of them. In order to
do this, meetings should be held resolutions
adopted, irrespective of party or sectional
lecung.

He was followed by Col. Lauck. formerlv
of the Federal army.

Had the spirits
of that day lived in thw, the war would
never had taken place no such dissensions
and distrust would exist as does. Every
fnan could lay down in ouiet unitr nnd
concord would prevail throughout the whole
country. But it seeni3 that we are about to
imitate the example of other republics that
passed away. Is it possible that despots
must rule this government? Must our re-
publican form of government share the fate
of others that are numbered with tho past ?
God forbid. But where is the remedy ? It is
in the hands of the people. A plan was
submitted by President Johnson bv which
the government could be sustained and per
petuated.

lhis plan or principle he enunciated at
the close of the war, and was his theme be-
fore he wa3 made President All will re
member his warm support of the Critt en-do- n

resolutions, that the States in rebellion
were not out of the Union by the criminal
conduct of their citizens, and that the war
wasnot waged to conquer, but to restore the
Union. He said to the States, to

and that they should be restored to their
former relations. South Carolina took the
lead and was followed by others. The re
sult is known. They had complied with tho
spirit of the Constitution, but a party had
prevented the operation of the legitimate
principles of the Government. AVho is to
blame for the disorganized stale of the coun
try, occuring from these insurrectionary pro-
ceedings? Not the people of the States
lately in rebellion, but those who refuse to
allow them to resume their former legiti-
mate relations. Congress refuses to letPrcsi-de- nt

Joiison exercise the powers that the
Constitution guarantees to him. They ap-
point a committee to set in judgement as to
the privileges of eleven States Of the Union
exercising the functions of tho Chief Magis-
trate an assumption without a precedent, an
outrage on tho American people.

The committee was appointed for no other
purpose than to keep eleven sovereign States
from participating in the councils of the
nation; to say when they should be admit-
ted again into tho Union, when they have
never really been out I repeat that the
criminal conduct of the people did not sever
the States from the Federal Union.

At the con-
clusion of Ids address the immense assem
blage dispersed to their respective homes.

His con
duct wa3 openlydenounced by Judge Barry
and others, lie was arrested at once and put
in prison. The people seemed to appreciate
the import of tho occasion, and gave strict
attention fc the speaking. A veneration of
the General Government, and a regret that
there should be a party opposed to tho ad
ministration, was the expression of the
thousands present No bitter denunciations
were indulged in.
