An East Tennessee Union Man on
the Present State Government.

Cel.JNO. BAXTER th. Nr--c ri.irrCHEK,

From the Koxville (JommercwTs report
ef tk pftaeck of Col. Haxtkr, at tlie large
etig of 0(MHrvatire Union ifU held at

Greenville, the bomeof Secretary Fletciieb,
we extract the following pithy paragraph :

Col Baxthk handled the "Kurap Lecis
latare" in a masterly manner, and charac-
terized its proceedings as eflbrta to deprive
the majority- - of the iieople of the States of
ineir coiHHiiuitoflai nguiH ami hoc rues, jie
advised the people to discountenance the
present State Government, for it was, in its
present form, intolerably oppressive, while
the manner in which it wax being adminis-
tered rendered it one of the most odions
and despotic in existence. The many in-

stances in which people had been deprived
of their lives, liberty and property, without
due procem of law, demanded a change of
amirs tor the better, which lie trusteu would
fjpeedily come. Jie compared the present
State Government to a little "gravel train,"
whieh was on the ove of being knocked out
of the way unless it switched off on another
track.

He teid the people that there was a towns-
men of their by the name of A. J. FjjKtch-im- ,

who had been going through the coen-tr- y

making speeches denunciatory of the
President's jwlicy, when the loyalty and pa-
triotism of the President comjiared with
J'i.htchkk'h would sink the latter so deeply
into the depths of utter destruction as to
eww srftar preclude the possibility of resur-
rection. Col. IUxtbk said that he would
not talk alout Flkioiikr anywhere else ex-
cept at his (Flktciikk's) own home, for he
did not consider liiin worthy talking alxut,
Iwt he tltought the people should know

ithiBg about this man Fi.ktchkk, who
ww jtrofessed to have done more for the
Union cause than any man in Tennessee.
President Jokvhon'm opposition to secession
o4Hmeced when their movement was first

inatigHraicd. Fi.ktchkk's opixwition to kc- -

otei onwimenced after the surrender of
the ratal armies. Col. Itaxtkr stated when
the rebel armies had been favored with
mm mtacem in the early part of the war,
he heard Fi.inx'HKK say, (if we mistake not
we think the Colonel said that FLirrcnr.it
t4d him) that he had forwarded an applica-
tion to the Richmond authorities for permis-
sion to raixo and organize a regiment for
the rebel service, and he judged from the
manner in which Fi.ktchkk signified his
intention of identifying himself with the
rebel cause, thd he was desperately in earn-
est.

It seemed that Fj.ktciikk'h application
for a Colonel's commission in the rebel army
had been unsuccessful, and the next thing he
heard from him was to the effect that
Fi.ktchhr had slidden back into the Union,
ami taken refuge beyond the mountains from
the proximity of a baud of rebels which in-ftt-

ISaat Tennessee. Upon the withdrawal

A quite sensible correspondent in a Radi-
cal morning journal, proposes forever to
settle "the negro," his own way, though, by
granting equality, fraternity, &c, Ac.

l'rom the National Intelligencer.

Congress, asthecountryknowstoits cost, re-

fused to redefined thcplcdges which the House
almost unanimously gave, early in the ses-

sion, to support tho plan of the Secretary of
the Treasury for the contraction of the cur-

rency, as presented in his report. The in-

fluences under which Congress acted in this
matter still exist, and will operate with
greater force upon Congress at the next ses
sion than at tho last. These were chiefly
monetary, but in part political. In a full
tide of speculation the money market shrank
from the teot of contraction. It would have
exposed, as was feared, the unsoundness of
tho impor money system, and the business
interests which have grown up under it.

In fact, howover, Congress was mistaken
in the supposition that a compliance with
the Secretary's suggestion would have pro-
duced a commercial panic and crash. It
would have restricted banking and busitife
operations within prudent limits, without
any sudden or considerable contraction of
the currency.

The very fact that ttic Secretary had the
jxiwer of withdrawing a portion of the grccn-Imck- s

from circulation would have prevent-
ed the necessity of a resort to contraction.
But as Congress left the matter, the Secre-

tary is restricted from the withdrawal of any
amount of legal tenders beyond a Bmall
monthly sum. The banks and speculators,
therefore, know exactly the extent to which
the wirreucy can be contracted, and govern
themelvee accordingly.

It is believed that the credit machinery is
now being put into full operation, and will
be run to a dangerous extent. The mercan-
tile deposits in the banks amount to six hun-

dred tfi& seventy Millions, which is virtually
an increase of paper credit to that amount.

Financial observers look for a groat in-

crease of prices in consequence of this state
of things.

following sensible remarks upon the rela-

Let
hint subside. Let him occupy his natural
position of dependence and subordination.

are fulfilled ami his fidelity unquestioned.

Ixt Southern men preach to them, and
Southern teachers educate them. We want
no Radical influence exerted upon them
either in politics or religion, either in our
shops or fields, in the common walks of life
or in the appliances of education.

At last the status of the South has to be
fixed by the men of the South. If we yield
to Radical pressure, Mexico with its monerel
population, its banditti and its vices, its civil
wars and its unstable government, is an ex
amde of what we must be. If we would
share the doom of Mexico, let us guard
with vestal vigilance the Constitution of our
(ethers. See te it that the races are kept dis-

tinct, just as God made them.

A few weeks
ago the dry goods trade of New York esti
mated the cotton crop of the present season
at oniy eleven Hundred thousand bales.
Now, the Independent, an organ of that trade,
estimates the crop at three millions of bales.
Though the season has been more propitious
than wa3 expected, this would seem to be a
wnu exaggeration, and belter, a good deal,
to guide buyers than producers. But the
same organ states, as a fact, that cotton
agents have contracted for the delivery of
crops at twenty-uv- e cents, eurrency, and
that they have contracted with nlanters in
Georgia and Alabama for the product of
iuoii uuuj at eignieen cents, it states,
further, that planters are desirous of selling
their crowinc crorjs. deliverable in Novem
ber, at prices much less than present rates.

Wc have only to add for ourselves, that
we believe the Independent is as much misin-
formed on the subject of its calculations as
it is on its facts. Wc feel sure that no such
terms could be had from any sensible Geor-
gia planter. Journal and Messenger.

Gov
ernor Muemiy, of Arkansas, in writing to

will publish the call, and but one in the
whole State in the interest of loyal men. He
adds:

At our election in Aujrust the rebel cle
ment will have full control, excepting per-
haps, in a few northwestern counties. The
feelinc; toward Congress is more hostile than
during the war, and hatred of Union sol-

diers and Union men is a matter of ambi-
tious pride. We have just heard of the rat
ification of the Constitutional Amendment of
the Tennessee Legislature, and hail is as an
omen that the measure will become a law.
I would have called a session of the Arkan
sas Legislature had it been possible to pro-
cure a quorum, but from dcatl3, resigna-
tions and removals to other States, it could
not have been had. I regret this much, as
the Legislature to be elected will be chosen
from rebels who have done good service in
the war. Everything that I can do to unite
the Union sentiment of the South will be
done.
