Through the kinduess of & friend, a copy of
yoar paper reachied me at this pliee, and |
asure you I was much pleased with the
conservatism and elevalod tone that pervnde
its colums, as well as the nestuess and per-
fection of ils mwechanieal execntion. It canie
as a ray of light, and as the messenger of
peace and good will into a section enshirond-
ed in the deepest gloom, The embers of the
late terrible contest are kept aglow, and the
shadow of war seetsa still to brood over us
like some horrible spectre evoked from the
regions of despale.  The energica of the
people are bennmbed, and they gloomily and
despondingly look 1o a fulure that seems 1o
promise nothing better than the present.
Some Unio nmen are strennous and  persist-
ent in keeping alive the hatred and bitter-
ness engendered by the late war,

Charity, generosity, and roagnanimity,
scems not 1o be compouent parts of their
moral composition.  Hatred, persegution,
and oppression of a fallen and helpless foe
aro ouly congenial with their natures, Tn
the day that tried men’s souls, such persons,
#a a general thing, were not found on the
front, battling for the ® glorious Union"—
or for a cause they now suy was far dearer to
them than life.  Show me a man that went
into the Fedaral sarmy from principle and
as an honest patriot, and demeaned himsell
asa brave soldier, and honest gentleman,
and I will show you a man, who is not now
hunting down “rebels”  He is willing to
to forget the mournful past, and treat as gen-
tleman, those who met him on the field of
battle as honest patriots, struggling heroieally
for what thoy aK\.e:ﬂﬂl right.

It scoms that Southern men nre pursned
with the law until ull are broken up, run
ofl, or sent to the penctentiary. COur Girand
Juries are composed entirely of Union men,
and it is next to impossible to geta Southern
man on & jury, that is to try us for life or
liberty ; the prosecuting attorney challenges
all snch. Oar sitvation is very unfortunate,
and I might add almost deplorable, for we
are nearly all liable to be sent to the peni-
tentiary according to the rulinge of thecourt,
Two ex-rebels were tried on yesterday, on an
indictment, charging them with robbing a
Union man of his gun. The evidence ad-
duced on behalf of the State showed that
the two men went Lo their neighbor's house
and told him that they hnd vome nfier his
gun. The man told them whers it was, and
they took it and left, not using a word of
insult, or maynifesting ke least viglence, or
molesting a single thing ¢lse In the honse,
Thin ocenrred in the early part of the winter
1861, at which time there was whal was
termed u rebellion in this county agninst the
Confederncy, which created intense exci e-
ment,

The people had been ordered by the Gov-
ernor of the State to deliver up their guns
fur the public defetice to an agent, and Capt.
tionmax and his company was ordered hers
for carrying the law into effect. A eollision
occurred, and muny of the citizeng rushed
to arma. A furor of excitement was up ; the
Southern men took the guns of Union men
under o general order, and many of them
were taken or given up. Under these cir-
cnmstanece, and in the midst of this excite-
ment, the two men before mentioned took
the gun, not for thelr own usi or benelit, bot
for the use of the L8 A. They proposed
to adduee proof of this fact, bot were denied
the privilege. They proved that they paid
the man Ml valoe for his gun. They also
proved a character without stain or blemish.
All felt that there wonld certainly be an ac-
quittal, notwithstanding they were not per-
mitted to prove that there ever existed a
Confederate authority. The jury retired
and soon returned a vendict of guilty and
five vears' imprisonment in the penitentiury.
Southern men were weized with terror and
alurm; more deep, ‘ntonse feeling I have
never seen manifested. Al felt deeply for
the unfortunate men, who hag only done
that which was at that time in accord with
the general sentitont of Scuthern peoprle,
I will venture that nine-tenths of both ar-
mies committed deeds far more reprohensi-
ble than this, and more worthy to blast and
ruin their reputations and bring deep, incon-
salable sorrow on their famifies. Alas! alas!
the drama now being enncted haz no parnllel
in history. A cology wpon the glorious
Union, bitter, withering, wnsparing denun-
eiations of rebels and traitors, is the kind of
spocches fulminated in the courts of justice,
when some poor, but honest rebel is being
tried for all that is dear to him in life, Str
up agninst him all the deep prejudices en-
gendered by the war. No lawyer will or
dare nol say a word in defense of the eauses
which prompied him to bid adiea to home
and family, and go and stand for four long,
cheerless, dreadfnl years amid earnage and
hlood.

Thousands of men are so cruel-hearied,
so utterly devoid of all the gentie and tep-
dor uympathie of the human roul, as to re-
joice at the sight of " rebels” marching to
the penitentiary, simply because they have
been rebeln.  Many large damage suils have
been brought in this ceurt agninst “ rebels”
pone of which have, as yet, beéen tried.
