Something very like a discovery of the
immediate cattsh of cholera has been made
in London by Dr. Snow, of the Committee
of Inquiry. The new theory makes fool
water the chief means of probating the
disease. The worst ravages of the in
London have been traced to the contamina-
tion of drinking water by oess-po- filth.
The Itegistrar General attaches great impor-
tance to the theory, and speaks of "the de-

tection since 1849 of the mode of projwga-tio- n

of cholera" as being "among the great-
est triumphs of medical science." By dili-

gent inquiry it was found that the outbreak
of the disease in 1851. at St. James, West-

minster, was caused by the use of water
which had been contaminated by leakage
from a neighboring oess-poo- l, into which
had U-a- n flown, ihiritie three dam the dilu
ted excrement of a child that had died of
reported "exhaustion after diarrhea." On the
28th of August the dejections of the siak in-

fant begun to he deposited in the cess-poo- l.

It died on the 30th.
On tlte 31st the disease broke out, ami

spread in the immediate neighborhood of
the fowl well. The doctrine confines the

the wells of London art polluted with sur
face water, and large numbers of them ac-

tually take in cess-po- ol Kith. In St. George's,
Houthwark, no lens than four thousand of
these obnoxious piU have been excavated.
The infected water, hypothesis explains the
curious fact of instantaneous attacks of
whole districts, and it follows the disease
through its freaks and eccentricities with
more probability than any other theory
which we have examined.

At Horselydown, in 1849, was a court
having two rows of lienses with their backs
together. One row had eleven deaths, the
other one. The side of tlie Erealer mortali-
ty used water from a well into which flowed
tilth from kitchen yards; and the commis-
sioners could not discover any other differ-

ence. In Albion Terrace, consisting of sev-

The only peculiarity of tlte Terrace was the
supply of water from a spring. in the road,
Into which deposits of foul matter were
made by the overflow of a and the
bursting of a barrel drain. South London
contains but one-four- th of the whole point- -
lation, vet in 1S49 nearlv sixtv per cent, of
all the twain owurrett or me sohim swe oi
the Thames. The drinking-wate- r Of Sotith
London was derived almost exclusively front
below VaBxltall, where the river had grown
to beo foul as toeatl forth much complaint.
In 1832, when Exeter derived its drinking-wate- r

from the river at a jHiint where it re-

ceived tlte sewerage, the mortality was sev-

enteen times greater than in 1849, when the
source of supply had been changed to a lo-

cality beyond the influence of the tide. At
Nottingham the deaths in 1832 were twenty
times more numerous than hi 1S49, the lo-

cal authorities attributing the difference to a
supply of pure water to the poor, among
whom the disease had prevailed. In 1832,
Glasgow suffered very severely on both sides
of the Qvdk, whose water supplied tlte city.
In 1849, South Glasgow was supplied with
water from the neighboring hills, and es-

caped. We have no doubt that water and
filth are the two items of thought and aetion
for the authorities of the Northwest to busy
themselves about.
