You will allow me to sy that 1 am
far more familiar with the stern duty of a
soldier than I am wilh the art of public
spuenking. It is known to most of you that
my life has been one of action ratber than
of words, Nor has it been my habit 10 ke
s leading part in the direction of political
and puﬁic affairs, Hut the oceasion of this
evening s one of no ordinary importance.
You have assembled to express your appro-
bation or disspprobation of the principles of
piblic policy and constitutional government
declared in the resolutions and address sent
forth to the American people by the late
Philadelphia Convention. I the principles
thetein annunciated shall be sustained by
the American people, and particularly by a
majority of the freemen of the Northem
States, then the States and people of the
South will be speedily restored to constitu-
tonal fiberty. If 1 Jmow myself, this is
the anxlous desire of my heart. Thia is the
consideration that brooght we here to-night,
and without stopping to criticise or object to
collnteral matters nnd details, not resting on
noy frul public I)rinciple as a whole, I will
stand by the resolutions of that body.

I have carefully read and mm]:tﬁrud the
addres and the principles of public polie
and cmmitutiams' lxu'l dseﬂmil mﬂlmnﬂ{
and without regard to the language in which
they stand expressed, they meet my full, un.
reserved and cordial approval. When [
pledged oy word and my honor to the lost
canse of thé late Confederscy, 1 suppose that
no one who knew me ever doubted the hoo-
ety and goud faith with which they would
be redeemed ; and when I now accept the
resnlis of the war as irrevocable, na 1 have
accepled them, and plédge my word and
wy faith to the support aF'l.hc prisci-
ples declared to theworld by the Philadel-
phia Convention, ns I now thint vow and
that faithlshn!l be equally constantand un-

There is one thing 1 will sy in regard 10
the soldiers of the North and Bouth, the men
who have met each other in the sturn shock
of batile, and 8 conflict of arms that tried
their courage and their souls; if these grave
matters were referred io them, these States
eould be instantly restored to their former
relations; their people 1o the right of repre-
sentation in Congress, and all sections of the
Union to quietude and friendship.

bo subjected by imporlation, we also desire
protection sguinst foreign pauper labor im-

against our interests to rednce the
price of Inbor.

Another subject to which T would call
your attention, is the system of convict las
wr. We think that system exerts a very
dileterious influence npon our intereats, in-
asmuch as it is obtained at very low rates of
compensation by purties who bave contracts
to fulfill, and the work is thrown upon the
market, and comes in competition with free
Iabor in such & manner as to tend toa 1~
al byt stendy and certnin depreciation of
free labor, and we therefore think we are
entitled toask protection agsinst it. Bud,
Mr, President, the great corner-stone of
our movement is the redoction of the
hours of labor to eight. We do not desire
to overturn the institutions of the countsy,
or to interfere with the individeal rights of
uny capitalists, bt aimpl.i' claim the privis
lege of eight hours of labor, eight for self
culture, and eight for repose.

This we ask, Mr. President, and to this
we ask your cordial endorsement. Tle
whole of the working people of this coun-
try are beginning o be alive w this, They
can hope for 19 ssaistance from the eapital-
ist. They have dewermed to take their own
affairs into thele own hands, and they now
but ark some recognition at the hunda of the
hewnd of this nation. They ask it, believing
he i« in sympathy with them, and they will
meet with o favorable response.  They aek
it, at the same time determining that they
will prosecute the regulstion of this thing
as (ar lawfully and jostly as they can, and
till they have achieved the consummation of
their just desire.

THE PRESIDENTS REPLY.

I am much obliged to you and to the com-
miitee that accompany you for this visit,
and for thus offering me an oppertunity of
making your acquaintance. 1 feel gratified
that yon thought proper to pay your respects
and show that much deference.  Inreply to
the various propositions you have stated 1
shall sitempt no set speech, but ic way of
conversaticn permit me to say that in
to the subjects upon which you have tonched,
I might gimply refer you to sy past acts,
which, on such subjects, must make answer
sufticient for me. 1 need make no declara-
tions mow, for instance, regarding conviel
labor—that is a sabject 1 am tolerably fa-

[A
plavse and laughter,] Experience has qu
confirmed we in the views regarding labor 1
then had. Upon the labor everything elso
depends ; that it wfhl to be respected, and
that the lnbarer cught 10 parsicipate in and
contract the affairs of the Government, for,
in fact, npon them all rests.

In reference to the homestesd policy, I
imagine that you all know that I was loag a
lsborer in that field.  As fur back as "43 or
'44 1 introduoed the first bill fo the House
of Representatives; vou all know I suceeed-
ed in having it passed in the Hoose. It
went to the Somate and was thare lost. Later
I was transferrad to the Senate, and took the
Lill pp again, and finally it was passed, bui
it was vetoed by Mr. Bromaxaw. 1 need
simply 1o refer you o my past scts in the
matter, and thus assured you need no further
reply. My whole history will show you
that my course has been alwavs againet this
policy of monopolizing all the public land
for the benefit of speculators to be sold by
them at high prices. In many of my old
spesches on this matter you will see various
estimates which | made to prove that the
cessation of this monopoly woald rosalt in
increasing the réevenoe of the country and
in bettering the condition of the le,
resdlering them more independent snd just
in that conviction, It is now a very impor-
tant time for the le, the laboring peo-
ple, 1o see 1o their independence, for we have
almost reached a time whea the people re-
quire a second emaneipation.
