On Wednesday we had the pleasure of a
iron uirongu uie Southern Porcelain

Works at ''Kaolin," on the Bonth Carolina
road, six miles from the city. Those works
were commenced some yours since, but wore
uemroysu oy nre during; the war.

Early tine spring a number of the stock-
holders oonclwlod to "begin again," and
push an enterprise, which, properly conduct-
ed, seeww to jirouiie much in favor of true
Son&ern Udvpendeocc. Accordingly, the
President, Cokwel Utlik k, jjave the agent
and manager, Dr. Schai-b- , earit lltmkt to
proceed to-li- te rfvUMnMiineiit of Sie works.
During our brief visit wc had an onnortu
nity to observe Uie satisfactory manner in
win ah the Doctor has- discharged hi duties.

The clay from which the porcelain ware
is manufactured is found in inexhaustible
quantify beneath the soil to the extent of'
hundreds 'f arJres in the vicinity of the
work. This, day i of extraordinary puri-
ty, entirely free from sand or grit, thus sav-
ing to the manufacturers engaged in the
business a very tedious and costly operation
which would otherwise become necessary.
From the lull-sid- e, near the works, this clay
i excavated, hauled to a shed and allowed
to dry before it is ready fqr line, when
ready, the clay is ground, then mixed with
Fieldspar, flint, in different tubs or vats.
This mixing; operation is effected by ma-
chinery similar in construction to patent
churns that we have seen, and kept in mo-
tion by a powerful steam engine, located in
an adjoining room. From these vaU the
composition, now of the consistency of a
thin .pasta or batter, is. passcdroBgh selves
into the "slip kiln" an oblong Iwsin, built
of fire brick manufactured at these works
where it is prepared for Uie workmen's
hands. . ;

Thus prepared, it is transferred lo'tlie1
'Tottery Shop," where it is moulded into
the many different Bhapes of bojfl and.
pilfer, aips and jgauceH into, all
the numerous vessels 'which the ware is so
wont to assume while "clay in the Ijandg pf
the potter,' For circular ware a machine is
used to give it shape, called s"gigger,"
wlnoh is'Operaf ed like a hanaMafhe.

In this shop jare employed none put the
mot experienced workmen artisan who
have "served their time" and learned their
trades ia potteries, either in the "old ooun
try" or the United States. Mr. II. ll Law-to- n,

the chief potter, is an Englishman, and
has had many years experience inlliis na-

tive land.
We were much pleased with the neat and

tidr appearance of the operatives in this, as
well as Hie. othor departments, of thaj manu-
factory. Tiro or three young ladsj and a
number of girls wore engaged upon the
lighter and plainer articles. ;

The, ware is now taken into the f'greea
room," where it remains until such time as
it may be ready for burning the first Kmfe;
when itis carefully placed in "'saggors"
oval-shape- d earthen-war- e ovens, or bake
dishes, housekeeper would call them those
" saggers are placed in the kiln, ond" above
the other, and subjected to an intense heat
for tliirty-ai-x or forty hours. j

After the ware is taken ."rom the first fur-
nace or kiln, it is dipped in the "glaze"'
the composition of which is one of Uie tf.

This enterprise gives daily employment
to about eighty operatives, the majority of
them being white men, who are earning
wages sufficient to support themselves and
families, and which also enables them to
lay.bywomothing for a rainy day.

An we remarked in the outset tho djcpoiit
of clay It exhaustible. Ilcnce itrimenso
nuantitics aro being shipped to other manu-
factories o porcelain, as well as to paper
factories. Indeed the admirers of paper
collars, fancy soaps, Cno imported candies
nnd many 'other things, 'so nice, because they
are mado n thousand miles hence,! have
never realised that they might be wearing,
Using or eating the Kaollj clay '"which
abounds in such proximity to us.

SonoiiUM Sugar. Much importance is
attributed by somo of tho Western papers to
a new invention by which sorghum inolases
is almost instantly converted into lugar.
Tho syrup is driven off by centrifugal bower
and granulation effected. The St. LLouis
Democrat speculates upon the results as1 fol-

lows:
This discovery must of course work a con-

siderable change in the saccharine trade of
tho country. Sorghum flourishes pretty
much in all the States and territories of the
Union. Wherever corn grows it may be
mado to grow, and farmers, through this sim-
ple process, will now bo able to supply
themselves with all they need in tho way of
sweets. As tho machinery is by no means
costly, wo presume the improvchent will
generally bo mado available. Sugar must
become cheaper, and its consumption great-
ly increased. Fruits, largo and small,
which now, on account of tho cost of saccha-rin- o

matter, are greatly wastid, will ho pre-
served to a much greater extent, and heal-
thy and Invigorating food thereby secured.
This invention may bo considered as one of
tho greatest of tho age, remarkable as the
present era is for its utilitarian application
of scientific discoveries and principles. Tho

Suircno education to govorn and direct
tho molasses is prepared in the

We have already noticed the statements

of the Canadian press in relation to tho
bacchanalian tendencies of the Canadian
Cabinet. It appears tho ovil is not confined
to the Cabinet Ministers, but extends to the
whole legislative body. The Toronto Lest-
er says :
