The Osffimiseioner of Internal Revenue
has just issued the following important regii- -

ing.of oetlen, the assessment and collection
of the tax, ami the removal of cotton under
bond:

18GG. The act of July 13, 18CC, provide
uiai on ana after August 1, 1800, there shall
bo paid by the producer, owner, or holder,
upon all cotton produced within the United
Slates, and upon which no tax ban been
levied, paid or collected, a tax of three cents
per pound, awl that such Ux shall be and
remain a lien thereon, in the possesion of
aiiyporuon whomsoever, Irom the time when
mcli law took ofl'eet, or each cotton is pro-
duced, er nntH the me shall have been
paid. The same law nrohibiU. under ae.
verc penaltian, (jrliich take effect September
i, iaho,) me removal ot cotton out or the
district in which it In produced before the
tax in aid, union it is removed under bond
or Pjbr (security, accompanied by the per-
mit of the AfHomr or the district.

If, however, before September 1, 18CC, cot-
ton nlipuld be removed out of the district in
wmeh'Tl was produced without the of

tlie tax, or without being bonded,
it will be Mibject to the payment of the tax
of three cent jer pound by the holder there-
of, wherever it may be found ; and in such
csmh, If any abeulu occur', an immediate

should be made upon the holder,
and if the tax is not paid upon the demand
of tho collector, the cotton may be seized
under section 48.

Any cotton produced in tlm United States
prior to August 1, I860, which may be found
after that date beyond the limits of the dis-
trict in which it was produced, no tax having
been paid thereon, will be subject to the
payment of the tax of three cents per ound
by the holder wherever found, except in the
ful lowing oases, viz:

Cotton removed under a bond executed
prior to August 1, 1800, in accordance with
the -- regulations of the Secretary of the
Treasury, dated October 9,18(55, which bond
does not expire until after August 1, 18GG,
will be subject only to the rate of tax (two
cents per pound) in force at the time of the
execution of the bond.

In all oases whore cotton may have been
assessed, and the awetument returned to the
collector prior to August 1, 1803, such cotton
will be subject only to the rate (two cent)
so ameHsed, although the 'tax way not have
bean paid prior to August,

Seetion 3 authorizes the commissioner to
designate placed in each collection district
Whore an assessor or at) assistant assessor,
and a collector or a deputy collector, shall
lie located, and where cotton may bo brought
fur the purjKe of being weighed and appro-
priately marked. These places will be de-
signated' and public notice given of the
name, from time to time, as the propor in-

formation isdeceived from the assessors and
collector' ftf each district. At such places
an assessor or an assistant assessor, and a
collector era deputy collector, niurt be lo-

cated, and, "where found necessary, persons
will be stationed there whose duty it will bq
to weigh and mark the cotton, under tho
supervision of the assessor or an assistant,
who will bo appointed by the Secretary of
the Treasury, under the authority conferred
by section 8.

The fees for weighing and marking will
be fixed by the Commissioner of Internal
Ku venue, and must in all cases be jiaid by
the producer, oVpdr or holder oT the cotton
for whom the worlc is done.

The duty of the weigher and marker will
be to weigh oaoll bale and to mark its gross
weight thereon, with marking ink or paint,
In large figures. The amount of tax to be
assessed upon cotton will be ascertained by
deducting from the gross weight of caclt
Imle or package four per centum fur tare.
The assessor or assistant assessor located at
the designated place for weighing, must
cither weigh and mark, or see weighed and
marked, each bale or package, and must
keep an exact account of such weights and
marks, and also the names of the holder,
owner, or producer, for whom the cotton
was wuigheu and marked.

Under the provo of section 8, the ownc?
of cotton may have it weighed and innrked
wherever it may be in the district, provided
he paw the necessary traveling exiKmsos of
the etlicers who do the work. It is pre-mim-

(lint thoso expenses can be readily
agreed iijkhj by the parties, but in rase of
disagreement an appeal may be taken to
the Commissioner. In no case, however,
must an officer decline or delay to do the
work because of such disagreement.

When cotton is weighed at such places,
the services of a regularly appointed weigh-

er may be dispensed with, provided the
owner of the cotton provides for the per-
formance tf all the manual labor connected
with weighing and marking. In all oases

tho asscsser, or an assistant assessor, must
see the cotton weighed and marked, and
nnitt keep a record of tho weighty marks,
and the name of the owner or person for
whpm it was weighed.

Assessor and collectors, as well as pro-

ducers, owners, or holders of ootlon, will
note that the weighing and marking of this
article as herein provided docs not cause the
tar to accrue and become payable Imme-
diately thereafter. Cotton can be hold with-

in the limits of the district where produced,
without iymenl of the tax becoming due,
at the option of tho owner, unless sold fur
cowmmptiefl in tho district.

Withdrawals for transportation under
bond, or upen payment of the tax, can be
matte at any time after weighing and mark-
ing.
ACTWST TO MC KEPT WITH TOOOlVEitS OF

COTTON.

In order to prevent confusion in the
and collection of the tax on cotton,

after the same has been weighed and
marked, eaeli assessor is required to keep an
aeeeuBl with eaei person for whom cotton
has been weighed, similar to the account
trow kept w4iTi manufacturers of the goods

This account
will 1 debited with the quantity of cotton
weighed and marked for each producer or
owner, and be credited with the quantity
traHMrted Wyoml the limit of the dis-t-r!

Uffmr wetkm 4, cotton may be removed
from the district in which It has been pro-

duced te any one other district, without nt

of the tax, under ImhhI or other se-

curity, to bepreswtbed by the Commissioner
of Internal llevenue, Miltjeet to Uh approval
of the Secretary of the Troawrv.

When the cotton is proposed to be with-

drawn by another party than the one for
whom It was weighed and marked, the au-

thority to withdraw, from the proper person,
fthoHM always accompany the entry.

Upon receipt of this entry Wy the collec-
tor, lie vftt exact from the iarty making it
a bond, with at least two good and suflioietit
fwrettos, the peal ftim in which shall be
doDbJe the amount of tax upon the cotton
dWrbe( in the entry o( witMrawal.

Seglon 4 requires that thoortton reraeved
tmder bond ami term it, as aforesaid, shall
be deHvoml to the Colleetor of Internal
JiovenHC forthwith upen its arrival at iu
point of destination, and shall remain sub-

ject to hi control until the taxes thereon,
and any netwwarv ehanges of castody thereof,

shall liave been paid, which payment must
be made within ninety days from the date
of the permit granted by the assessor for the
removal of the cotton.

Upon the arrival and delivery of the cot-

ton te the collector, and upon the payment
to him of the taxes stated in the permit and
the proper charge of custody, if any, he
will make, under his foal of office, and de-

liver a certificate- -

The collector receiving the tax will de

liver this certificate to the person paying
the same, who will thereupon present it to
the assessor or assistant assessor of the dis-

trict where the tax was paid, who will there-
upon debit the boudaJ aeeeuntof the collec
tor of the district witli Uie amount 01 tax so
received, to which he will certify at the bot-

tom of the oollector'B certificate in the fol
lowing form :

I herebv certify that the foregoing certifi
cute has been presented (o me, and the
amount thereof entered in thebonded account
of this dutrict.

And no certificate of payment issued by

anv collector shall be taken as sufficient evi
dence for the cancellation of the transporta-
tion bond, unless it bears the foregoing en-

dorsement of the assessor of the district
where the cotton was delivered, and the tax
paid.

In ease the taxesjhould not be paid to the
collector of the dutrict to which the cotton
was sent, within ninety tjays from the date
of the permit, eaid collector must immedi-
ately notify the collector who took the bond
of the default, and it will be the duty of tl
latter to proceed upon Uic bond, unless
tlm signers of the bond pay the amount of
the taxes without delay, tnc bona should tie
placed in the hands of the United States Dis-

trict Attorney for suit.
A collector to whose district cotton pair

milted to be removed in bond may at any
time receive the taxes named in the permit,
without the actual delivery or the cotton.
and in such case he may give his certificate
tliat the taxes on the cotton described in
the permit have been paid, and omit the
statement that the cotton itself bail been de
livered.
WHERE THE TAX IS PAID BEFORE REMOVAT

Vhcre parties are desirous of paying the
tax on their cotton before removal from the
district where the same is produced, they
will be reouircd to make a return to the
assessor, or an assistant assessor of tLe dis
trict.

Upon receipt of this return, the assessor
or the aasirtaiit assessor to whom it ift' deli
vered will immediately proceed to assess tho
tax upon the cotton mentioned therein and
will at once certify the amount thereof to
the collector, and make the required entry
in his monthly list.

coLtEcron's rnnMiT.

the collector will at once collect the tax, and
will thereupon issue his permit for the re-
moval of uie cotton ; which permit must
state the amount and payment of tax, the
time and place of payment, and the marks,
numbers and gross weight of the bales or
Eackages, so that the same may at all times

identified. The blank permit will
be furnished from the office of internal reve-
nue for this purpose.

J1AIXKTNO TAX-rAI- D COTTON.

"Whenever the tax is paid upon cotton,
the collector or deputy collector receiving
the same will, until otherwii-- e instructed, af-

fix, or causo to be affixed, by the designated
marker, the metallic tag or mark heretofore
used for denoting such payment; and will, in
all cases, carefully insert, under the proper,
permit for tho removal of the cotton, the
letter and numbers upon the same.

These tat; or marks must be firmly in
serted into tiie bale, and must be used by
collectors in their regular consecutive order.

The cost of inserting or affixing the tags
denoting tax-pai- d ' cotton will, in all cases,
bo mid bv the producer or thinner of the
cotton. Unless these tags are affixed by the
collector, or deputy collector, the designa
ted marker is the only person wto can be
legally entrusted with the performance of
this duty.

The attention of the collectors is called to
the fact that an account is kept in this office
of all tags with which they have been or
mav be furnished, and that they are expect
ed to render an account of the disposition
made by them of the same, and to see that
all of the foregoing requirements are care
fully complied with. The convenience and
and safety of s, as well as the secu-
rity of Government, require that the mark
shall, in all cases, be properly affixed, so
that they may surely accompany the bales
to their destination, and also that the permits
bo carefully filled up in every particular, as
herein required.

11EGUXATIOKS REVOKED.

The reerulations of October 9. 1865, per
mitting the removal of cotton and other pro-
ducts under bond, having been "revoked by
the Secretary of the Treasury, ceased to have
any force from and after July 25, 1SGG.

COTTON MANUFACTURERS' MONTHLY RE
TURN, ETC.

Section 7 of the act Of July 18. 18GG, pre
scribes that the manufacturer of cotton in
any district whero cotton is prdtluccd, shall
penorm uic lonowing uuues, via:

1. On or before the 10th day of August,
180G. he shall return to the assessor or assist- -
am assessors oi uie uismci iu wuicu kuuu
manufacture is carried on a true statement,
verified by oath or affirmation of the quan-

tity of cotton which sugh manufapturer had
on hand and manufactured, or in process of
manufacture on the 1st day of August 18G6.

Assessors must be particular to obtain this
statement from all manufacturers in their
respective district', oven though it may not
be returned until after Augugt 10. This
statement is absolutely necessary, as the
starting point of the account which assessors
must Keep wun cacu manuiacinrer.

2. On or before tho tenth day ot each suo--
sequent'month, each manufacturer must re
turn to tho assistant assessor a siaicmeni,
verified by oath pr affirmation, of the quan-tl- ir

nf m'liiin consumed, and tho nuantitv
and character of the goods manufactured
therefrom, during the last preceding calen-

dar month. This statement must be mado
on form 37.

3. Each manufacturer or consumer must
keep a book, as required by law, in which
lie must enter the quantity, in pounds, of
cotton which ho had on hand the first day of
AiiOTisLlSGG. and each nuantitv or lot pur
chased or obtained by him thereafter; the
time when, and the party or parties from
whom tho samo were obtained; the
quantity of said cottont if any, which is
the growth of Uic collection district where
tho same is manufactured; the quantity,
if any. which has not bcen weighed and
marked bv any officer authorized by law to
weigh and mark the same; the quantity, if
any, upon which the tax has not been paid,
so far as can be ascertained, before tho manu-
facture thereof ; and alto the quantities used
or disposed of by him, from time to time, in
any process of" manufacture or otherwise,
anil the quantity and character of the pro-

duct thereof. And this book must be kept
opon at all times during business hours
open to the inspection of assessors, collectors
and other revenue officers. Assessors and
ilmir Assistants will sec that this book is
faithfully and accurately keptj in accordance
with the foregoing regulations, by every
manufacturer or manufacturing company in
their respective districts.

4. Kvcry sueh manufacturer must, on or
before the last day of the month, pay to the
Collector the amoUHt of tax assessed against
him uttnn all the eotton consumed by him
during the preceding month on Trliich no tax
has been paid, which amount, subject to no
deductions, must be entered on the above-mention- ed

form, 37, and certified to the col-

lector on the aswsssor's list.
The special attention of all manufactu

rers of eotton in districts whero it is pro-

duced, should be called to all the duties and
panaltie prescribed and imposed by section
7 ot tho aet ot July it, iooo.

cotton at the place to which it is trans-
ported. Any person who violates these
provisions, or. who conveys or- -- at
tempts to convey, from any State in
which cotton is produced, to any port or
place without the United States, any cotton
upon which the tax has not beeii paid, is
Jiame to a penalty of one hundred dollars
for each bale of cotton so conveyed or trans--
poneu, ornuempteo to beconveyed or trans-
ported, or to imprisonment for not more than
one year or both; and all vessels and vehi-
cles employed in such conveyance or trans-
portation, are liable to seizure and forfeiture
by proceedings in any court in the United
States having competent jurisdiction. And
all cotton so shipped or attempted to be
shipped or transported, without payment of
the tax "or the execution of transportation
bonds, may be forfeited to the United States.

Assessors and collectors are strictly en
joined to rigidly enforce the provisions of
this section.
