The Pres:dent at l.ouuswlle.

His Speech on Southera Seil,

The Speech of SBecrefary Seward.

The reoeption of the President and party
ot Louiaville, evening before Iasl, was in-
deed a grand oceasion, It was everything
that a true, generois, honest and brave peo-
ple eould give o the reprasentative of the
national justice, liberty and life, It was the
first oocasion, ia this memorable tour, when
kis foot touched the soil of a lale slave
Btate. He brought 1o them words of cheer,
of eonfidence and of hope. We subjoin his
upeech on the oconsion—as well as that of
Mr. Seeretary BEwARD, sa the impressions
of n greal man born and educated at the
Korth, and identified with the opinjons of
the North for the past thirty years, respect-
ing the South and her ‘people in the present

emergency. Upon his recopsion and intro-
duction by Benator Gurunig, the President
said:

PRESIDENT JOINSON'S SPRMCH.

Ferrow-Crrrzess oF Tae Orry or Loms-
viLLe Axp Vieosery: Permit me on this
oceasion, through your humoml representa-
tive here to-day, to tender mwy cordial

It is not my imention, even if time wonl
permit, to make & -pwc to this vast aundi.

charge my public duties disqualifies me and
makes language inndequate to convey my
ncknnwlﬁgmmtn.

But, my countrymen, an allosion hasbeen
made here by your distinguished citizen to
the position now occtipied before the nation,
I most say a single word. That is thia:
We have pamed through a perilous copfilet.
The nation has been lf oed in & great emer-
a—m‘v from which 1t has extricated itself

o have been jnvolved in civil war; but
now the rebellion is sappresed, we should
have peace. The whole ¢ffort on the part
uf the Government was to restore those re-
lations under the Constitution, which exist-
el prior to the beginning of the war,
Cheers.] 1 have nothing to disguise. 1
iave slways fought my battles—if 1 may be
permitted the expression—in open day and
with direotoess. You know 'lLal my e
tory has been opposed to the dissolution of
these States. At the feet of Axprew Jack-
soN, in conncction with yoor own dis-
tinguished fellow-citizen, Hesey Cray,
Icllm-hl,] and others, 1 have been taught w
ove the Union from my advent into public
life to the present time. Hence, whon the
woposition  enmie wp to dissolve the Union
‘ was agninst the dimolution of the States,
When the rebellion broke out I was for sup-
prssing it and preserving the Union. The
rebollion hias been suppressec; but while we
are opposél Lo o dissolution of the States,
and Lo secession, we, ut the same time should
be equally opposed to the concentration and
cansolidation of all power in one of the de-
partments of the Government.  [( ‘lu-m.?
Ovr Government, fortunately, is divided
into three grand divisions—the Executive,
Leginlative, and Judicial, - We find that
whon the Inst Congress met, notwithitandin
the Eszecative Departmoent had ptucmez
to restora all the relations between the State
and Federal Governmonts which had been
disturbed or interfered with during the civil
war—the mail fucilities restored, the block-
ade removed, and the coorls reinstated—
there wus bt one other thing left to com-
plote the restoration, and that was the ad-
misslon of lo nl re, mtatives to Congress
from all the B { Loud ehnm] ne
gress, witha Iuyur.lv of two-thirds, although
in the first instarce they had been opposed
to disolution and sewewion, yet when the
rebellion was suppressed they turned around
and assumed the buld ground that the Union
was dissolved, and that these States should
pol be admitted o representation. [Cheem.]
We hold 1o that great principle which char-
solerized wod distinguisbed our forofathers
in the Revolution, that there should bhe np
tuxation without representation. [Cheers. ]
We find, then, that the Legislative depart-
ment has undertaken to assume and alworb
all the powers of the Government. This
being done, instend of having dissolution on
the ane hand, we would have consolidation—
a monarchy .dlnhh-lml on the other. Then
where do we stand? The guestion arises,
shall the Constituteon be preserved? This
Congross, we see, has introdvced & proposi-
tion that is violative of the Constitution of
the United States—they have ]:-gmlnlml
upon the principle that there is no Consti-
tution, in effect, and that ovrs is a Goyern-
ment, not of limitations, but of onlimited
MWiwor,

The time han cotae when it behooves
every man who loves constitutional law, who
loves the Conatitution itself, who kuows that
the monl of liberty is the love of law, and
thnt withont law and the Constitution there
ean be no liberty and no government to ten-
de. them his suppait. fghm] 1 knaow
as has been alluded to here to-day, l.hn.LI
have been tradoced and calumniated; that
slander, the foul whaip of sin, has gone
through the land. [A volce—"Give it to
‘em ! "] 1 know all that; but 1 have boen
taught to revere the Constitution of my
comntry, and the encmies of the Constitution,
whether the sv be from the South or the North,
will meet with my opposition. [ Cheers. I
And beenuse I dare exercise the veto power
in trying to arrest some of their unconstitn-
tional, improvident and unrightecus logisia-
tion, 1 have beon denounced as a traitor and
8 warper.
