Major Clabx was loudly oalled for, and made
Ms appearance upon the stand, amid rounds of
applause, and proceeded to address tbe meeting.

He was ono who bad no
voiee in the election of any nomination tho Con
vention might make; but he and those who had
been with him in acause that had failed, had come
baek with tho full determination to stand by tho
Constitution and the laws, and to show those who
had been their adversaries that they could, ns
honest men, sustain and support the General Gov
ernment.

ordinance, the selling or offering for sale for con-
sumption, within tho limits of this corporation, of
tho following named articles, to wit: melons of
every kind, .peaches, apples, cucumbers, cabbage.
