A WORD OF ADVICE TO PLANTERS.

As s genernl rule it will be found safest
for the plaster to sell his crop as soon as it
can be guthered and got to markel, Forp
term of years the plan will ba found more
advaniageous than the gambling svstem of
waiting for u rise in the market, which of-
tener (alls thun rises after the opening of the
ROAARDE.

There are, howaver, exceptions (o this
rule, but to nilow them to control we should
be very sure of our ground. We think one
may be made with safety with the present
cotton erop. The Inducemént 1o realize,
grawing oul of the varied and pressing wants
of not gnly plunters but every other class,
are, perhaps, rthan ever before. On
the other hand, the anxiety of buyers o see
the crop thrown upon the market is unusual.

To some extent our planters will be com-

lod to wield to these influences. They
vave contracted debla to carry on their bu-
ainesd that sre due—they neéd bagging,
rope, salt and iron—their Inborers, in many
cases, nre o be paid—their children are to
be sent to u:huﬁ.‘:nd a part of the money
is required in advance—these and similar
demands cannot well be postponed, and the
planter will bo compelled to dispose of &
mrt of hin crop in order 10 meet them. But
in our judgment he should go no further for
the present.  'We think the present crop
will do to gamble npon, That it will be
shart below all Northern and European cal-
enlations, we have no doubt, and we wounld
not be swindled out of our hard earnings by
the millionaires of Manchester and Lowell.
The crops In India, Egypt, and everywhere,
are short this year, as well as in the United
States, und we would wait at lonst until the
compelition betweon Manchester and Low- |
¢ll shall be fally established. It is usual for
the former to keep out of the market until
the latter i supplied, but this year we ‘have
not enough for both, and they should be
wade to pay for it when they get it. There
is no reason why the present crop should
not bring forty cents per pound and even
more, and we believe 1t will do it, providod
the necessities of the planters do not force
them into the markel.— Macorn Telegraph
