Tho popular meeting of the citizens of
New Orleans, en Tuesday night, was Tory
fall, including jnany from the Northern
States.

Federal army. Hon. JAQfiHiBAKJCiiB, Geo.
W. Hyxsok, Saml. McCojtxell and Geo.
Bnuav were appointed to ffepsire an ad-

dress on the subject before them. They re-

ported the following, which was unanimous
ty adopted:

To thePbopijj or tub United States.
The statement in an official letter of hi
Excellency Gor. Wells, to J.. II. Jokes,
Esq.,-- evidently written for publication, are
of mich a startling and extraordinary char--

actor, ana oast sucn unsparing obloquy op
the Rood people of Louisiana, bv represent
ing them as inimical to the Constitution and
laws of the United States, and as being
lataur Dent upon undermining the very
foundations on which this Great Govern-
ment rests, that they require to be noticed
and answered.

The charge that North orn citizens arc per-
secuted in their social intercourse and busi-
ness avocations, is known to have no foun-
dation whatever in truth. Northern capi-
tal is aeeded, and it is constantly invited
within the limits of our State, And the num-
erous citizens hailing from diOcrent States
North feci a sense 01 perfect security in our
midst, both in person and property, nor
need they have any recourse for protection
to the court any more than our own citi-
zens, for the plain reason that if they have
recourse to litigation such is also the neces-
sary result of commercial relations in all
countries and at all timed. As to tho record
of crime and ofleneea, we challenge any city
of the United Stales, North or South, to
compare statistic for no where is there Ifesa

crime daily joemraltted than in New; s,

wherf numbers of population are kept
in view.

It is tho imperative duty of tho peoplo of
Louisiana to refute these asperations by
reference to incontrovertible facts.

In the first place, we assert it as an unde-
niable fact, that the distinction between
Union men and secessionists has Wen en-

tirely obliterated. Vfo areall constitutional
Union citizens, desirous to reclore and re-vi-

the happy days of tiic republic, when
it was an honor indeed to be able to say, "I,
too. am an American citizen." This is the
feeling, and these arc the sentiments of the
vast majority of the people of Louisiana.
There is- - an insignificant minority of wild
and restless agitators and revolutionists who
lately attempted, with unparalleled impu-
dence, to subvert both the State and muni-
cipal governments, by the instrumentality
of certain individuals who had been mon
hers of a Convention that had lotifj ceased
to exist, and who were encouraged in their
deluded course by misguided freedmcn, sur-
reptitiously brought from tho neighboring
parishes. The riot and consequent blood-
shed was commenced by this class of per-
sons, and they alone are responsible for the
dreadful calamity flowing from it. All the
statements that! havd, been soindiistriously
fabricated and cireulatcdjthat innocent and
law-abidi- people were deliberately mur-
dered, is utterly fake, and those who made
thorn know that it is so.

Heretofore riots for very many years have
been unknown in New Orleans, and were it
not for the riots originating from the attempt
to resuscitate tho Convention of 1804 riots
which woi"e confined to th6 immediate vicin-

ity of tho Mechanics' Institute, and were
quelled by the police of tho'clty in less than
two hours wo would not havo on record for
very many years ono instance of bloodshed
anil riot in our streets to offset the fearful
massacre of poor unoffending negroes in
Now York city, besides riiUadolphia and
Boston riots.

This naturally suggests tho question of
the military, an increaso of which is de-

manded by the Governor. If the object' of
having troops quartered in the State bo to
maintain order and tranquility, and to. pro-

tect the frecdmen or Union men,
all we have to say is that an increaso of
troops is wholly unnecessary; indeed, if
there were not a single company of soldiers
in our midst, the result would be tho same,
as the people are not disposed in the least
to let rs and evil disposed persons
interfere with public order, and the courts
arc fully able and willing to enforce tho law,
preserve public tranquility and protect all
and cvory one in tho fall enjoyment of life,
liberty and property, without regard to color
or nationality. Should tho troops now hero
bo continued, or even increased, wo shall
continue to extend to them the amenities,
and civilities to which they arc entitled, and
which are always extended to Ihcm with
pleasure; at the same time, in the opinion
of this committee, their presence is not ne-
cessary, the city and State authorities being
abundantly capable of preserving order and
protecting tho inhabitants, colored and while,-i- n

all their rights. In support of which we
refer to tho fact that within the last eighteen
months, the aggregate value of tho property
of tho city of New Orleans has nesirly dou-
bled the valuo it had before the unfortunate
civil war, and the rents have greatly in-

creasedin some oases doubled during tho
same period.

Now debts are promptly and punctually
paid, and protest is seldom heard of. Now,
let us ask, what arc the causes of this un-

bounded prosperity ? Wc answer, it is in a
great measure attributablo to Northern enter-
prise and Northern capital, which has been
and is still pouring into the State in one con-

tinuous stream. This meeting is compared
in part of very many Northern, Western and
Eastern men, of various shades of political .

Opinion, all freely and openly expressed; and
wo assert, without fear of successful contra-
diction, that there is, no. ;rnaawhrj4 has been
interfered with or molested In las business
or social relations on accountf
opinions. Tho .daughters qnd sens, pf tlc
South and North intermarry almost weekly,
and no one ever hears of the marriage Feast
being dioturbed.

Even-hande- d jttrtico is administered to all
men, without regard to color or race; hndthe
Judges, mofttof whom are of tho Governor's
own selection, are men of integrity, ability,
and imparliailtr. If men" dltMUected to the
Union are in oflioe, it is generally the fault
of the Governor, as he made his own selec-

tions, with which the people had very little
to snynor.we tWey consulted; hence his
Excellency has Bet any one to blame hot
himself if unworthy men are in office.

As the 15th of December draws near, the

date fixed upon for tho departure of the
French troops from Home by order of the
Emnoror. tbesilafitjoa of the supreme pon
tiff becomes more and more interesting, if
not embarrassing.

As the visible head of the Boman Catholic
Church throughout the world, the Pope ex
ercigs an authority which gains nothing by
surroundings of any sort other than those
purely symooucai ; wnewer a speciuc ama'
lion for tho resular excrciso of that anthori- -

tr, and especially a location wnicim ren
dered venerable and of imposing influence
bv centuries of occunancv. is essential to its

In Europe, the Austrian Jc.mpcror has ot

late years'been looked to aa the Pope's most
reliable support and constant defender. But
the recent misfortunes which have overtaken
that ruler-rende- him useless-- any longer in
that Chosen Capacity. 1 And as for the King
of Italy, his excommunication from the
church would hardly tend to strengthen the
Papal confidence andjiopc in him, however
sincere mav have been the overtores of re

ce1ebrated,idnd tho Cardinal Archbishop has
impressively sebiurui uicuiuiuiaui btiuxupa
on the love of all Catholics, the perils with
which lie is beset, ana the proper and most
effective war of relieving and supporting
him in his critical situation.

The fear naturall vis, that the Government
of "Victob Emanuel will force the Romans
to vote tho deposition of the Pope and the
annexation of tho i'apal htates to the King-
dom of Italy. "Where, in such an event, the
Catholic Bbhops inquire with much solic-
itude will he co-- what will he do next ?

is tho question which all ore asking in
Europe, and thousands more in the United
States? Should tho English Government
ofler him ah asylum in Malta, it is thought
he may direct his steps thither; he will at
least bo sure of his liberty and his life, where-
as if he should remain among the excited
Bomans ho. could not ho "certain of cither.
Some of tho foreign journals argue that it is
preposterous lor mm 10 seeK to conunuo an
existence in the midts of a people who are
hostile, andiience that he had better leave
Itomc as soon as the arc withdrawn.
Nothing hut the event itself seems likely to
solve the problem ; political ambition and
public necessities arc too much worked intd
the rise to admit of its being decided on its
spiritual merits alone. And the politicians
and' rulers will settle it for themselves But
it may be considered the final humiliation
of Austria, by convincing the young Empe-
ror of tho utter helplessness with which he
has been overtaken.
