conntry which they traverse; that these
gatherings, afler having been exposed vsu-
ally in a rapid manner, to the influence of
cholera, become much lem susceptible 1o
its power, and that it disappears very spocd-

The Commimion rocognizes that the hy-
gienic and other conditions which in general
predispuse a population to contract cholera,
and consequently favor the intensity of epi-
demion, are: misery, with all it conmeq: W -
cew; overcrowding, particularly of persons in
feehle health: the bt senson; want of frenls
air; the exhalations from a porous soil im-
pregoated with organic matters, above all
with the degjections froan cholera patienta.

In addition, the Commimion think that
as it appears, demonstrated by experience
that the dischurges from chiolera patients
contain the generative priaciple of cholers,
It bs right W ncsit thad drains, privies and
the contaminated waters of towns may be-
comse the agents for the propagatiog el this

Observation shows that the durntion of
the choleraic diarrhas, ealled premonitory
—which must not be confounded with all
the disrrhoss which exist doring the time of
cholera—does not extend beyond a fow dayz.
Facts cited as exeeptionsl do not prove
that the onses of disrrbeea prolonged beyond
thut poriod belong to cholera, and are sus-
ceptible of transmitting the disease, when
the individual affected has beer withdrawn
from all cause of contamination.
