.Tin: COTTON TAX COM.liRTIoy.

l'mm the New Orleans Bulletin.)
Injustice is never wisdom. The tax on

cotton, while it is nominally uniform, actu-
ally falls alone upon the capital and industry
employed within certain geographical lim-

it. When it is added thai this capital and
industry has no representation in the Gov-
ernment which imposes the tax, the hardship
is increased, ami assimilates itself lo those
of the A nierieau colonies, and of Hungary,
Poland, and other dependent provinces.
This tax does not operate as a pecuniary
IKiiiiIty upon those who fuvored the Confed-
erate cause. It falls like tho rain, alike upon
Confederate and loyalist, white or black.
The Southern negro is amused by promises
of mi ft rage ami equality before the law, but
his labor la atihject to this inequality of tax-
ation. We mention these things because we
desire to te the Union restored upon the
only durable basis equal representation
ami taxation uniform in the rate of contri-
bution. The South has no power to resist
unequal burdens. If Congress Miould, like
those Aral, of whom the traveler Lynch
sjK'aks, deeend upon overy cotton harvest
and carry away just so much as would not
discourage future production, we could no
more resist it than the Syrians can the tax
collectors of tho desert.

We address ourselves, therefore, to the
impolicy of unequal taxation. The most
obvious cfl'ect is to mako many millions of
people look upon the Government as urjust.
It tends to extinguish the feeling of affec-
tion with which thoy formerly regarded it.
This may seem to those who rcjoico ln the
(trength of compulsion as nothing, but it is
an element of weakness. The slaves of the
South faithfully performed their duties to
their masters during tho war, hut it was too
much to expect that they would resist thoee
who came to liberate them from bondage.
We liavo no desire that our liberties should
come from domestic dissension among our
conquerors or from foreign intervention, be-

cause wc are satisfied that an equal union
would to far better for the South than a
foreign protectorate, hut we are convinced
that a sense of inequality disposes the sub-

jects of any government to neutrality in its
troubles.

The mode of collecting this unequal tax
has oeeaxianed very natural complaint. The
planter seemed an object of suspicion. I le
was required to bring every bale to a jwr-ticul- ar

spot to be taxed, ife must pay the
tax before he could remove his cotton. Jn
tie Northern States a commissioner of reve-

nue will register the taxable property in the
oiseflidO of the holdor. The shcritTor tax

collector will make out the tax account, and
if not paid, may make summary levy upon
anv propertyln the possession of the delin-
quent. In the South, however, this specific

lax creates a specific lien hisjiroporty may
not he removed until the tax is aid. Sup-jMi- se

audi a practice applied to all the move-

able proiwty in the United States subject
to taxation." It is plain it would require an
enormous official force to execute it, and
would put a stop to all internal commerce.

The evil of this stringent system was so
great as to comttel a remonstrance both from
the planters and factors. The Treasury

was duly informed of tiie immense
inconvenience occasioned by Uie mode of
collecting the cotton tax. It replied that
the cotton districts could not be so re-a-r

ranged m ta inelwle the ootten iorte within
the cotton districts, lie had no jtower to
take cotton out of the catalogue of taxable
and assign it to a particular district.

The continued remonstrancca ami the
demonstrated inconvenience have, however,
induced the Treasury to so far modify its
jealous regulation a to allow the cotton to
lie movod to warkot, provided the planter
will give bond, with aulficient sureties,

for the payment to the collector at
the point of delivery of the tax upon all per-

mitted cotton. The collection of this tax ii
duly secured by assigning to Federal offieara

the duty of weighing, marking and granting
riiBiM in duitlfoate. We are free lo say

that while the inconvenience and expense of
prepaying the tax mi plantation, or m mc
collection district where it was grown, was

very great, the exj-ens- embarrassment ami
oowtdtcations by which it is now surrounded
may prove even mora grievous.

The fact that the Southern Maples of cot-

ton ami tobacco are subject to an exclnsive
tax, tho on at lnrnie and the other in for-

eign counlrws will lend to discourage their
production. The provision of the cotton

tax law whicli allows a drawback or the tax
uikmi manufactured cottons exported will,
we hope, snog th Southern planter the
advantage ot putting his cotton through the
milk, before exjwting it We appeal to the

ar iHtsmot. and the dw-ir-e of rwtora- -

tion which prevails among the reflecting
nAntde at the North, to reconsider and re
peal this exclusive tax. The restored and

Tiie Bichmond Enquirer of Tuesday says

"Ws Iporaad on vesterdav frdfn oompe
tent authority, tliat tliera were twenty-fiv- e

thousand colored peonie tiekiw Witliamg
lirg, who are not supporting themselves,
and whom the rreeomen s Jiurcau nave de-

termined to remove from the lands on which
they hare squatted, to some other locality.
A letter from a citizen in that quarter urges
me importance oi consunimaunK uiu re
moval at the very earliest day: both for the
purpose of enabling the citizens whose lands
are thus 'to he restored, to make their ar
rangements in time for the new year, and
for the opttortunitv of installing the negroes
in their new homes before the severities of
winter shall he upon litem.

Whither these negroes are to go, is a ques
tion which we understand greatly perplexes
both them and the authorities who have
charirc of them. And not only is the selec
tion of a proper place of settlement of deep
iuiiKirtance to thent. but also to multitudes
of their race, who, having dissolved their
Jasl relations, are roaming the country seek
ing a living."

In connection with this statement, the Lh
quirer introduces a letter from "an old-fas- h

ioned Abolitionist," inviting the colored
peom"o of the South to the States of Iowa,
Wisconsin, Illinois, Michigan, Minnesota,
Indiana and Ohio. The following extract
from the letter gives thereasons for thcinvi
iatton and the inducements to its acceptance
by the negroes

"First. The ilhfeeling created and culti
vated between Hie two races in the Southern
States has reached a point, whenit is impossi-
ble for them to live toccther in harmony, and
very diflicult for them to live together at all, if
not quite impossible. Such is clearly the
conviction of every intelligent American in
mis country.

"Aeeoml. Hie Southern people are so bank
rupted and destroyed by the fires which
have swept over their country, that it is im-

possible for them to furnish capital to pro-
fitably employ tho blacks is any useful avo-
cations.

" Tldrd. Their system of labor in the
South has to be supervised by the Freed- -
men s Uurcau m such way as lo make the
negro worthless and dissbsl the white man.
and the connexion between tho two races i.s

not only unprofitable, but is, in fact, danger-
ous and destructive to both races.

"Fourth. The colored" people will be wel
comed into the Jorth-weater- n States, not
only as a laborer but as a citizen. He will
have equality of rights. Where he works he
sits at the same table with the farmer who
hires him; h'n daughters and sons may
freely associate with the sons and daughter
of his employer. He goes lo thp same
church, and, if talented, he will receive the
same attention due to a white man and all
tliat is due to his manhood which he never
can hope to receive in the Southern States
anywhere, at any time hereafter. The mat
ter lias been settled and practically adopted
as the uncontested lawinthe State of Ohio
and sevoral of the other Western States, that
negroes may vote. In Wisconsin they vote
by judicial decision, in Ohio under the Civil
itiglits bill; and they can vote without in-
terruption. Indeed, so kindly is the public
sentiment toward our colored friends that at
many places where white Copperheads are
not tolorated at tho polls, negroes are

to the ballot-bo- x as i's defenders and
supporters, and are uniformly treated with
the very highest respect by everybody.

"I have noted those as social and political
reasons not without their real significance,
but above, far above these arc the pressing
wants of the poor black people.

"J'Vsf. The blacks arc very destitute of
provisions, clothes, and all of the comforts
of life; which is the harder because they
are living where general devastation has left
the country desolate, and the people of every
color without the menus of living; so that
one-ha- lf cannot help the other.

"Steond. Northern and Northwestern peo-
ple have every facility for education without
any prejudice against the blacks; and until
these unfortunate people are.provided with
schools, the blacks can be accommodated
with free schools and begin the work of pro-
gress at once.

"To give the work a practical efficiency, I
propose that societies be immediately organ-
ised to provide for sending emigrants at
once to the Northwest in every North-
western State and to continue this work
until the whole black population is properly
provided for.

"This will do away with tho necessity of
the Frcedman's I'ureau; will provide for
the blacks, and devolnpe the great North-
west."
