Nymopsis of the "A_ﬂ Roguinting Lon-
trncis for Labor,” Approved by the
Governes, Navomber I, 1866,

The San Antonio (Texan) Heroid gives
the fullowing synopeis of the provisions of
the new State law regulating coutmcts for
Iabar :

1. No person is compelled to contract, yet
if they do so for o longer pericd than »
month, tho contract must be in writing,
signod and witnessl in presence of a Justice
of the Peace, County Judge, County Clerk
or Nowry Public.

2 If the contract i= viclated on the part
of the laborer, all wages earned at the time
of abandonment ure forfeited, unless such
abandonmwent is cansed on aceount of harsh
treatment or violation of contract by the
employer, .

5, Lne copy of the contract must be de-
posiled with the County Clerk, and any
enurt of competent jurisdiction may enforge
the contract.

4. The County Clerks are 1o keep un
alphabetical register of the cantracts.

5, All labor contracta are (o be mude
with heads of families, shall embrace the
labor of ull members of the fmily numed
therein, and are binding on all minors,

6. The wages due are a lien upon the
cropa to one-half the erop, second, however,
to rent liena,

7. One-half the wages to be paid as agresd
upon, the other hall to be refainad by the
emplover until the cottraet s comploted.

8 1f the employers wilfully fail they may
Le fined 1n doable the amount due the Inbor-
w1y o be for his benefit, and any ervelly, in-
humanity or seglect of duty on the part of
the employer may be summarily ponished
by a fine.

0. I'n casic of micknes, the Iahorer’s wages
for the time lost to be dedncted, and if Be
fvigned e forfuits double the wages for the
time, and if he refusen 1o work when able
for wore than three days, lic may be repont-
ol to a Justive of the Pesor, and he may be
adjudged, if he refuses still 10 work under
his contract, on any public work.

10, Most work ten honrs a disy in  sam-
mer and nine hoors in winter, unless other-
wine stipulated in his contract; is charged
with the proper care of stock, ele, e,
which are at his cotitrel for laboring put-
poses; is responsible for injuries wilfully
:luln', for disobedience of orders, ele., ele.
11. Laborersetigaged in houseliold dutips
are anhject toall calls'of the family where
employed, at all hours, day or night, except
when sick, provided no such calls aliall be
made after 10 o'clock ot night, or on Sup-
days, unless the exigencies of the family or
hoveehold renders such ealls pecessary br
unavoldalle,

12. For batitual lariness, et+, the laborer
may be discharged, sulijeot, however, to an
award, by two citizens, sndisted by a Justice
ol the Pence.

13, Any eontract made in a foreign coub-
try, noeording to the law there, may be en-
forced here, if properly authenticated.

.l The law takes effieet from its paseaage.

Congress nssumes the
right to impose it npon the States, Consti-
tution or no Constitution.

EUROPEAN EMIGRATION TO TIHE
SOUTH.
From the New York Timee]

A foreign dispatch informed ua the other
day thal an active emigration from Liver-
[;Id.ll to Texns was in progress. And it was
doubtless of this movement that our London
correspondent spoke yesterday when he re
marked that ¥6,300 emigrants, many of them
Reottish farmerd, had left within a short
time by the direet route for Texus” We
also learn of another emigration movement
from Edrope by u recent dispatch from the
South, which announced the arrival s
Augusta of & ship load of one hundred and
sevenly German immigrants, who intended
settling in South Caroling,

These are certainly small movements
when compared with the great volume of
emigration constantly pouring into this port,
anil sweeping wwlwah\ to fill up the young
und fertile States bevond the Alleghanies.,
But nevertbeless they are beginnings which
may, in another year, grow 1o great magni-
tude, It is quite certain that the Southern
States can obtain emigration fromwe Europe
to almost apy oxtent, if they desire it.  All
that s needefl is thar they should muke
known their advantages abroad, and offer
their invitationa, Of course they must give
psurance that political guiet will be main-
tained, and so net as to be able to guarantee
to all settlers all the rights and privileges of
Amerionn citizenship. These things being
done, they can obtain an influx of farmers,
mechanics. artizans, and laborers, which will,
in a few years, give them s prosperity be-
yond anything that they have ever before
possessed, It 18 certain that no country in
the world offers greater inducements to the
agriculturist than some of our Southern
States—especially if he have a small capital;
while there could be no more promising re-
gion for the establishmont and enlargement
of manufncturing and mechanical industries.
We would like to see the South enjoy the
full benehit of these advantages,

JUDGE LYNCH AT WORK.
His Court In !nrum'ounly—wmm
Hanging of Outinws—Lebanon Excl-

ted—The People Resolved to Suppress
Crime.

Correspondence of the Louisville Journal.)

Lenaxos, Ky, Nov. 20, 1806.— Dear
Jowrnal: Judge Lyscu bas openeld his
court in Central Kentucky, Heecommenced
a cirenit, which will undoubtedly be a large
one, at Maxville, Washington ecounty, on
Friday night last. A man by the name of
Jexwixos was summarily broought beflore
the court, tried, convicted snd hung. Three
others of the light-fingered gentry were hung
long enongh fo force from them confesions
implicating a large gang of men. JEXNINGS,
by his confessions before his death, impli-
ented Crew Crownus and  a fellow by the
nuae of PErkixs, both of whom are enjoy-
ing the hospitalitiesof Castle Fogle in Leba-
non, ax being parties to a number of robbe-
ries, ag he :licf many other suspected scoun-
drele. Rumor has it also that two men, a
Perxixs and another man, were hung near
Peorryville, by order of his Honor Judge
Lyxos, on Friday night last, and that on
the following Sanday their bodies were still
dmgiin{z at the end of a rope,

On Wednesday night, the 14th instant, an
attempt was made by a number of men to
take the prisoners in the jail out,
either for the purpose of hanging them or
with the intention of turning them loose.
But for the bravery of the jallor, Tros. L.
FoaLe, and thetimely interference of Lieut.
King, second United States infantry, the
wmrty would have sucoeeded in their cllorts,

t is vet apprehended that an attempt will
be made to rescue the prisoners, who are a
desperate set of villains. The following
men are now confined in jail: Peren Cam,
a goerrilla; Coegae Crowbrs, Wua. Yong
and STEPIHENS, ch wiih robbery; C. A.
Tayror, breaking jail at Richmond, Ky ;
Pruiixs, suspected horse thief, and one of
two others. Undoubledly their necks nre
safe fromy popular violence only because
they are in jail, and beeanse of the presence
of United States eoldiers at this place. The
peaple are determined to sapypress robberies
by the sureand quick hand of Judge Lyxci,
Thie is theroughly 1o be regretted, but it is
a faet, and a fact sustained by sympathy of
sll msen. Horse thieves had better stand
