where, by a long, laborious and skillful

practise he attaohod to himself the
friendship and esteem of a large
oirele of acquaintance. His mind was

flf&h ifulcb and powerful his "judgment
and discrimination very suporior his

obsrratian acute and particular. Ana
result, liis professional acquirements
were extended and profound. He

entered the Confederate service as
a surgeon in tho late war, and con
tinued in that capacity from the com-

mencement to the close of the struggle.
His devotion to his profession and to his
duly were undivided, and stopped at
ptrdanger or personal sacrifice. He was
ever at his pout, and no one in either of
the great armies mora fully exemplified
Uio uebleness of his calling, or exhibited
& higher courage in the discharge of duty
than he On the fall of Nashville, in the
midst of general dread and consterna-

tion, anil while yet there were no recog-niie- d

belligerent rights accorded to the
South, he sternly but qnictly remained

at bis post, in litis city, healing the sick
and binding tli5 wounds of his comrades.
He waa immured in our penitentiary aa
his apparent reward. Again at Mur.
freesboro he was captured while minis

tering to the wounded. On the field of
CUiekamauga, in the midst of the battle,

It wak a proposition to bring in a new class
of voters, whose loyalty was of unmistaka
ble color, who, added to the loyal whiten of
the fciouth, would form a ,1 oval popular ma
ioritv.
, , ThisTwas the. theory, We have from the
beginning opposed a policy that would

tlie.Rphpl rlnssi to nower in the Con
federate' States, and therefore we have de
wed that wewpre1 subject to any necessity
for brineiucin anew votinEclasstoenterinto
a conflict with them for the control of
affairs; and we hold that they who put ne-jjr-

sSnrage on this ground, reduce a mat-

ter of principle and of human rights' to a
makc-shi- tt for a dimculty which lias no
right to exist, and for which the remedy
will be found a delusion and a saare.

The condition of
property and of the laborers in the South
is apt for placing the political control in
the property class. And there will be the
hostility of the white laboring class toward
the blacks to divide the power of the mass.
and play into the hands of the land-hol- d

ing aristocracy. And we have no reason
td suppose:that the' aristocratic leaders of
the Democratic party have lost their cun
ning in subjecting the ignorant elements of
Bocieiy 10 uiai party.

As a measure to fit the reconstruction
emergency, negro suffrage is a deception. It
will create a great voting ignorant class, of
the kind, which naturally, .drills into the
De'niocraiic parly a party equivalent to
which will. exist under some name so long
as there are ignorant and vicious elements
to be used hf" demagogues for their politi
cal ambition. As to, its being a measure
for the ceneral improvement of the gov
ernment we open a wide ranee when we
ctJnsider it upon that ground ; for it aliows
the governing class to limit itseii, and to

"disfranchise the masses at its own discre
tion, subjecting the franchise of the minori
ty to the power of the majority. And
there are not a few who think that enfran
chisement has already gone much too far.

It is only On the principle of the inherent
and inalienable right of the man to a voice
111 the eovornment to which he is subject,
that (he measure of enfranchising the
blacks can stand ; and on this ground alone
it should be judged. If it is not right for
every place and for all times, it is not right
for the Confederate States not for this time.
We do not extend 1he franchise to bring
more wisdom into the povernment, for few
In any country are wise in affairs of State.
If the franchise were restricted to an intel-
ligent governing class, it would be much
narrower than now. Nor can we rely upon
the black franchise for establishing loyal
control in the South. We extend the suf-

frage, not for the good of the government,
but because it is a needed protection to
him. Upon any other trround than this it
descends to schemes of temporary expedi
ency auu parusau uumm.niuu, wiucu are
unworthy of consideration, and in which
negro suffrage will prove a false reliance.

facts in relation, to a remarkable piece of
good fortune that latelj befell a voting but
unfortunate girl in this city. She dwells
in a fashionable bagnio of this city. She
is of a wealthy and respectable family in
Davidson county, Tenneasee, but ha jfor
several years past .been leading a life of
open shame. Originally married to a brute
who degraded her, she flew from Tiini
to embrace the phantom, pleasure,
which is but a'ioltte name for sin.
Discarded by parents and kindred,
abandoned by friends, she has only asso-
ciated with the profligate and wicked.

He
said that if the statements made by the
memorialists, who are of high character,
were true, then Congress ought to take im-

mediate action for the protection of the
people of Louisiana. He said that the
murders of loval men were increasing in
frequency, and the lives, liberty and pros-
perity of'freedmeh were"tnainly dependent
on the interests and caprice of the disloyal,
and that neither loyal white citizens nor
freedmen could obtain justice in the civil
courts, or adequate military protection. The
State government must be inaugurated.
He denied the right of tho President to at-

tempt to restore them through Provisional
Governors, or thai he had any authority to
organize them, or to take any steps in re-

lation thereto, unless in furtherance of
some law previously passed by Congress.

In concluding he remarked that these
present organizations had failed to answer
the purposes for which they were estab-

lished, and .1 was entirely competent for
Congress to ignore them and organize
others on such principles as would secure
the ascendancy of the loyal and republican
principles. Louisiana had rebelled, and
now her disloyal people must accept the
fate which awaits every people who wicked-
ly, and without cause, engage in rebellion.
