4 . . .,
ucicituuuis.uiiu AiiosuioB wnere mev were
compelled to makeall disclosures, on oath,
of all their dealings with the Confederate
government, together with a full exhibitioa
nf lltl film r lxwks and papers. To avoid
which disagreeable alternative. it is said.
Messrs. F.,lV& Joj effected a settlement
with Consul Morse, at London, and Mont
gomery Gibbes. an agent or the Treasury
Department. .This agreement provides
atayingaU legal proceedings in England and
the United States, and requiring Messrs.
F., T. & Co. to state what Confederate nro- -
perty they have had in their possession, to
dispose of the same, and after paying them-
selves 150.000, the amount of the" indebt-
edness of the Confederate government lo
them, pay any remaining balance to the
United Btates.

This settlement, it is now renorted. was
rejected by theUnited States government,
on the plea that Consul Morse
vested with the requisite authority to make
such an agreement. The legal proceedings,
will, therefore, be renewed, the Unital
Stated Treasury Department evidently ex-
pecting to come in for a hnndsnme nliim
as the heir-at-la- w of the late lamented de-
ceased.
