Allen, Receiver, that in accordance with an
act of the Legislature, the time has been
extended for the registration of the notes
of the Union Bank to the 1st of January,
1SC9.- - This action on the part of the Le- -

dature is in direct conflict with the rul- -
mgof onrChancery Court, which, at its July
term, ordered the registration of all notes
against this Institution by the 1st of Janu
ary, 1867, preparatory to a final settlement
and a pro rata distribution of its assets.
The Receiver was exceedingly auxious that
this siteedv adiustment should be made.
and we donbt not it would hare been ltetter
for all parties interested: hut the Leeisla- -

litre having undertaken to control the mat
ter, Mr. Allen has no other alternative but
to conform his action thereto, or make him-
self individually liable for the results of a
contrary policy

ded to, but understand that it contemplates
the winding up of tho business of all the
banks now in liquidation, except the Bank
of Tennessee. The propriety of the excep
tion is not very apparent Whether inten-
tional or not, the fixed policy of the Legis--
ture is to render the notes of that institu-
tion of as little value to the people as
possible. When they all get into the
hands of the simulator, a different policy
win nicety uc adopted.

The colored young men of the city took

the base ball fever some time ago, and or
ganized a club from the choicest material
on band, calling it the Excelsior.

The Washington correspondent Of the
Cincinnati Cbiinrrcials.iys in his. dispalch
of, the 13th instant: "Sidney Clarke, of
Kansas, contemplates introducing a bill in

providing for the increase of
the national hanking capital to five hun-

dred millions,, in order that the West and
South may be fully supplied. The Banking
Commissioners are, however, opposed to
any thing of the kind, and are committed
against it in the bill which they have pre-
pared." The same correspondent says:
"The "Ways and Means Committee are
again doubtful on the currency question.
The Committee seem about equally di-

vided on the policy of contraction. If Mr.
Hooper votes for contraction, the commit-
tee will be bound to report in favor of it to
the House. His vote will decide it one
way or the other." A very strong effort
will he made to induce Congress to postpone
contraction. The Clueagq papers fay that
a committee representing the merchants
and manufacturers of that, chyi will soon
visit Washington to urge upon Congress
theJadoptfon' of this policy1. -- It 'is Very
certain that there is too much currency
afloat, and we cannot hop'e for stability ir.
commercial affairs until a very considera-
ble contraction takes place. Thus far, the
Secretary of the Treasury hat had small
power from Congress to contract the cur-

rency. The laws passed at the late session
tied his hands; but, under such power as he
did posseso, he has retired the revenueifund
of 550,000,000, issued to redeem temporary
loaas, and $10,000,000 which Congress per-

mitted him to withdraw within six months
after the 12lh of April. A few millions,
under the clause providing for monthly
contraction, have ajso been withdrawn. ; yet
there are now about $380,000,000 legal ten-

ders in circulation. Gold opened in New
York yesterday at 135J, and a little arith-
metic will show how much specie these
$380,000,000 represent. Our dollars are
not dollars, and pretend to a value they do

not possess. With this inflated currency
there can be no stability of prices, and the
ordinaryforesight of commerce isever liable
to be bafled by a rumor in the street, or a
faheiegram'Jrom Washington. Of conrse
therefcanlba no'stability inbnsiness based

upon a'shiftingana uncertain currency lice
that we.now have, but it seems that mer-

chants and. manufacturers of thegreat busi-

ness centre of the Northwest are opposed

to a disturbance of the currency, and there
is, a strong .feeling in that direction in
Congress. Secretary McCulloch, who onglit
to have made himself familiar with the
bearing of our present currency inflation
upon the business of the country, urges the
necessity, in'his report to Congress, of sdeh
contraction as will jnstify a resumption of
specie payments. The question will proba-

bly be brought before Congress immediaje-l- y

after the holidays, when :w ft slialL have
pome clear indication as to the policy that
will govern Congress.
