A Law tor the Benefit of Produ
cers of Market Stuffs. The attention
of the owners of market gardens and other
producers in the vicinity of Nashville, is
particularly directed to the appended law
enacted by the City Council at a recent
meetinr, which is intended to protect them
agHinst the undue competition of hucksters
and middle men. Under this law thev are
given the exclusive right to rent and oc-

cupy the places allotted on each side of the
market house, nt a reasonable price, 'and we
hope they will avail themselves at once of
the privilege. Our city people will be
gratified with this movement, as its ten-
dency is to limit the tax on producers, and
secure to there freth vegetables, butter, eggs,
etc., which all know how to appreciate.
We believe the public are indebted to Al
derman Kinney for this timely law. Itis
as follows :

Sec. 2. Ik it enactd by titt City Council of
Atissn'nV, That hereafter the first Assistant
Clerk of the market house shall rent to
regular producers of vegetables onlv, iwo
rows of stalls on each side of the uuiket
house, east and west side.

Sec. 2. 1 hat each stall bhall occupy etevea
feet of territory, and shall be rented at the
rate of not less than forty dollars per an
num ; or twenty dollars per annum for live
and one-hal- f feet of territory, or one half
stall.

Sec. 3. That in all oases those now occupy
ing stalls as described above and who arc
regular producers shall havo preference
over all others ; but in no case is any one
to lie allowed to re-re- to other imrlies any
stall at a higher rate than they themselves
