It is a
tiMtter of public policy that we should be,
because there 1b a" discontented clement in
bur midst, composed of the ignorant people
of both classes, which would be greatly dis-
turbed if they were prevented by a con-
vention of the State from exercising the
right to vote, and wc should have a revo-
lution' in n For the purpose of
peace and quiet, therefore, in our Btatc, I
want to see everybody vote, except the
women.

United Statih Senate CuXmreh,
Washington, March 12, 18C7. Dear Sir :
Your letter of the 8th instant is received.
Tho oill yon referred to was passed in the
earnest hope that it. would tend to the full
restoration of all the States to all their
rights in the Union. The sixth section I
think too harsh, hut it waa put in the
House as the result of opposition from both
extremes. At the request of large num-
bers from the South, we are passing a sup-
plementary act to provide machinery of
reconstruction. The original bill left all
this to each State, but there was danger of
double organizations and conventions, and
therefore, to avoid further Btrifo or dif-
ference, this new act will be passed. It is
merelya scaffolding.

My earnest conviction is, that the South
should not forego this opportunity to be
restored to representation ; and you may
rely upon it, that a majority in both Houses
will adhere to this offer, and execute it in
good faith, and to the letter, if your people-wil- l

do likewise. Neither section can be
prosperotts while the present condition of
military surveillance prevails.
