With a clear white majority of 13,000 !

votes, the State was so gerrymandered that ;

negroes were enabled to elect fifty-si-x

delegates and the whites only forty-thre- e,

when it should have been the reverse
fifty-si-x white Conservatives to fotty-thre- e

negro Radicals.
The negroes had been drilled so well, and

were in such dread of their mean white
managers, that they voted almost unani-
mously for the nominees of the Radical
party, no matter who were their opponents.
And not only this, but by violence and
threats they prevented the blacks' that de-

sired
'

to do bo from voting the Conservative,
ticket. In Alherraarle county, one of the
richest nnd most populous counties in the
State, Judge Alexander Rives, who has
been a Republican all his life, before, du-

ring and since the war a man of intelli-
gence wealth and position in, society did
noWreceivea dozen negro votes ; but a man
ripmed'ThompSon; from yourState, who wa3
publicly denounced as totally unworthy ol

United States officer, and a negro named
Taylor, were elected almost unanimously
over him. A similar case occurred in Hen-- .
rico, where Mr. Franklin Stearns was the
candidate, naminated byRepublicans.whose
Unionism no one doubts, and who was
beaten by a man whom no one knew, but
who was the nominee of the negroes, and
whose only claims to their suffrage was that

hid in the swamps during the war, and
because ho was a member of the league

their President. In Mecklenburg
county, a negro who cannot read or write,

who has been convicted five times in
courts for stealing, was elected over a

respectable-- Union man. AU over the
eastern portion of the Slate the same results
have been secured ; but the above will give

a sample of how Virginia and Vir-
ginians are to be governed in the future.

NEGRO VIGILANCE COMMITTEE.

Facts have recently come to light show-
ing that the Radical leaders, not satisfied
with having everything their own way at

polls, have actually gone so far as to
influence if not assist in the formation of

negro vigilance committee for the pur-
pose of intimidating and threatening white
people. Here are some of the facts: A
respectable, hard working man, named
Monroe, originally from the State of Maine,
had the boldnesa to denounce Hunnicutt

his gang, and this is the result : He is
ordered to pack up and leave the city, and,

he chooses, he may take his family. Mr.
Newdecker, who carries on a large tobacco
manufactory, also received a note from the

you to leave the city in forty-eig- ht hours
after .receiving this notiqe. Wfiare aware

your hostile feelings towards Mr. Hunni- -
cutt and his political party. If your family
choose to go with you they can do bo, or
they can remain we will not interfere with
them. If you do not heed this warning
you will havc.to,abideby,th&onscquencea.
Alter you have spoken ot Alr.liunnicutt aa
you have, we are fully determined that you
shall leave the city at the. expiration of the
time given you.

The returns from the last two States are
not yet quite exact, but the above table is
very approximate. It will be seen by this
that the black power is becoming a fearful
one in the hands of fanatical politicians.
Thi, however, ia but the first cloud that
precedes the hurricane. Georgia has her
election to day, and has a registered ma-jori- ty

of only one thousand eight hundred
and eighty-si- x whites. The Florida elec-

tion of forty-si- x blacks. Nine-tenth- s of the
delegates to the Mississippi Convention, on
the 5th of November, will be Radicals.

In the Slate of Alabama, Virginia and
Louisiana, as-- we have shown, the blacks
carry over one-fourt- h of all the represen-
tation at the State Conventions, while one
hundred and seventynine white Radicals

nearly two-third- s of the whole number
of delegates hound on the barbarians.
Four millions of negroes in all now assail
the stability of the government. They are
armed with the vote the weapon that
Congress, by unwise legislation, has put
into their hands.

legislation. But when committees arc
appointed to consider questions having a
iiron- - political bearinff. they are too apt
to be influenced by party prejudices and
give judgment accordingly. Committees
arc always composed to represent the po-

litical majority of a legislative body; and
it is only for form's Bake that the minority
is represented in itnt all. It would not look
qnite right to make np a committee of
Republicans or of Democrats exclusively ;

it would expose the dominant party to
charges of sccresy for purposes of frond,
rtar-oliamb- er practice, eta; and so the
minority is allowed a representation in
committees. 1 lie result, wuen political
tereeta are at stake, is always thesime; the
majority report in favor of their party,
and the minority the other way. When a
partisan advantage is to be gaihed as it
often is by making a great splutter and

' dragging out tne invesiigatiou tu mi
definite extent, the maiority always adopt
that policy. They summon witnesses from
all parta of the country, they fill the news-

papers with rumors and reporta, they ad-

journ at intervals, and then attack the sub
ject with fresh energy. And when they
do report they invariably time the act to

If f n
i election is pending which might ba. inju-
riously affected on their side by the ap-- ;
pearance of their report, then it does not

jappearj even though it may he all ready,
hut slumbers In tbe pocketof the chairman,
until that crisis is past.
