EAST TENNESSEE.
| Religlous Intulermnee -Shocking Oni-
| wmges upon the Clergy - Deplornhie
Ntnie of Aflatas
Correspondenee of the 1"'nion and Dispatch

Brisror, Feb. 14, 1868 —Sometime since
we wrote you to the effect that the spirit of
mobbing and persecotion was a slambering
element in the minds of the Radieals of
Fast Tennessee ; that, if it wonld cosntri.
bute to their ndvaniage, they wonld exer-
clse the same hostility as s year since, the
material beiog accesmble for such ontrages,
In s »a vent letter we expressed the
beiief that the animosities which had so
loog distorbed (his unfortunate country
were “dying out”—were ingloriounsly on the
deeline—at the same time attribuling the
then exigling troubles to the animosity be-
tween the chorches, Southern and North-
ern.  We have no eaose for the withdrawal
ol these seeming contradictory conclasiops,
notwithstandiog the infamona oulrages
which we are aboot to chronicle. We give
fcts, ("'aot coneveted liez” —subwtantinted
fnete~—in order that the world may see of
whal infamous mslerial the icala of
this portion of the kingdoms are com 1,
sod to what cowardly means they will re
gort, in their last agonies, in order to in-
duoce » down-trodden people 1o credit their
presomptious croakiogs, s to their future
government of the cauntry.

On the 24 inst., Hev, H. C. Neal, of the
Holston Conference, who has charge of the
cirocait, embracing Morganlown and sar-
ronnding seciion of Blount county, hadesn
sppointment for Morganiown the day aboye
indicated. Accordiog to appointiaent he
was st the church lor wervice, but (o his
sarprise found his palpit occupied by 2
white man aod a big buck vegro, while the
choreh was filled mostly by negroes !
Finding that 1he “caemblog’ wan hostila
townmle him, he left the place aid held
service in a private dwélling oot far dis-
tant.  In the eveniog he was 1o preach at
Axley's Uhapel, some three milea Trom
Morgantown. After riding something like
a mide and a half, in company with a young
gentloman, be was met by a |ur1|v of men
who presented their pistols and ordered
Lim to dismonnt.  Almost instanianeansly
with the meeting of this banditti s similar
band rushed from the woodlsnd adjacent
the road, and likewise orderad him to dis-
mownt, presenfing pistols as in the firat
case.  Not dismonnting as speedily as they
dewired, he was Jdragged from his horse and
struck over the fore head with either a
pistol or rock.  The blow was sufficient to
#tun bim, ontiing the scalp o the skull,
’al'mhh'ing a wound of near (wo inches in
enpth, from which he was soon satorated
with blood. 8o soon as they had rendered
Lim powerless they dragged him through
the woodland over a rugged hillinto a hols
low or sink, where they stripped Lim and
tied him {0 n Lree with a rope, bronght,
evideatly, for the “sccasion”  They then
beat him as long as they thonght he could
endore their withe and clubs, and  vet
live. After thus exeeuting the mandates of
the “loval lesgne” ol that section—carry-
lug onl the Pearne-Erownlow theory, or-
dered Mr, Neal to Lie down and not to look
aiter them as they dispersed ; that, if he
made any motions to this effect they would
shoot him ! A« he was severely baaten and
Liaving lost =0 much hlood from the wound
inthicted npon his head, the mera act of
prostrgting himeell beforethem was nickly
Jdone !

Aftér he was satisiied that they had all
gone, he started for the nearest dwelling in
the community, (Dr. Deuthet's,) which
place he was enabisd (o gain sometime in
the night.  His assassine robbed him of «
viluable gold chain, having broken his
waich (o stoms in draggiog him through
the wooda. We did not know aADy of these
“discipleofthe Pearne-Brownlow dynasty.
Wesay Pyrne-Brownlow dypasty! Yes,
for what they fail to affect throogh the
medium of vulgar joumals, and his miser-
ernble dopes, the Legislstare, the other
consummates (hrotigh Radieal politieal
preaching.

And who i» Bev. Il. . Neal, and whal
his politieal status* will be saked. He is
s quiet, gentlemanly, unobtrmsive and high-
toned young minister—one whose years of
manhood have been piricily given to his
“calling” —the dimemination of Gospel
truth. As 10 politics, he was not identitied
with either party by action.  His symoa-
thies were undoubiedly with the Sonth;
yet for the more slfectonlly carrying ont :\i'
his early aspirations, in refecence 10 the
ministry, he said noihing, but was an itin-
erant minister during the war, ax well as
since, His crime! what conld this be?

At ten o'clock the hearss
and three mourning cosches, followed by a
siring of privale osrringes, left Queenshor-
ongh terrace for the Waterloo Station. The
widow, sccompanied by Miss Kean, Miss
Chaprsan and Mr, Platt, oconpied the first
coach; in the second were the Rev. Dr.
Gaity, Sir William Fergusson and Mr.
Young ; and in the thisd Capt. Barrow. Dr.
Jov, (1he family physician,) and Mr. Geo.
Everett, who has professionally asso-
ciated with Mr. Kean for seventeen years.
The Portamouth train, which lenves Water-
loo station ut halépast eleven, took the
wmrty of mourners 10 Eowiand's Casile, s
'iulr atation whieh is the last on the route
before Havanl. Few passengers were
cognizant of the fact that the hesrse, denu-
ded of its noddiog ssble plomes, and
shunted on a truck to the end of the train,
bore within it .the body of poor Charles
Kean ; aod thoss who were told the truth,
heard it with & regretfyl interest. From
Rowland’s Castle to Catheri n Church,
the road lies throngh the prim litte vil-
lage of Horndesn, which has almost s«
maoy clipped ewes as it Las bouse-roois;
