The imporiance of the case indiees us to
give n history of it, which has been ob-
tained from a reliable source:

About three moaths ago weveral citizsens
ascertained that certain county officers were
speculating in county warrants, We men-
tioned the aflair, and called o all per-
rons pomsesting positive knowledge of the
fact to report it 1o the grand jury, | Two
or three enunly officers interested Yhem-
selves in ferreting the mauter ont, §nd a

An officer in a prominent Jeflerson sirest
bank and one in a Madison street baoking
institution were semmoned before  the
grand Jury.  They appearcd and gave
evidene. It was conclusive—proving,
withoul the shadow of a douldt, that Bar-
bonr Lewis, chairmun of the eounty com-
missioners, whose position enables him to
form an ides of even the prospective valoe
of them, had on more than one oceasion
specuiated in counly warrants,  In direct
vialstion of his oath, he had bonght these
warrants al less than their nominal value.

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THE PLANTING PROSPECT.

The Seurces of Deceplion—The @nl-
look for 1865 -Negro Polities and
Nortlsern Sharpers ve. Cotton.

From the Macon Telograph, March 2.

The North being the manufaciuring sec-
tion of the Union, and interested in keep-
ing down the price of cotion, has invaria-
bly overestimated the crop from planting
time down to the close of receipts at the
poris. The New York Herald concedes
that it overestimated the crop of 1867 by
several hundred thousand bales, and that
the supply is so small that the price is not
likely to undergo any serions abatement
from jpresent figures, Thissystem of guess
ivg, based ou interest, has worked great
Imnl:lulg upon the Southern planter, cans-
ing, in the present instance, a large major-
ity of them to sell their cropa nt prices that
did not remunerate them for the ecost of
production, It is sne of the tricks of trade,
from which, we fear, the Sonth is destined
always to suffer. New York estimates are
authority in Liverpool, and as cotton spe-
calators and manufacturers may choose to
misreprosent the facts, just to that extent
ia the market controlled, and our planters
made to suffer. Some idea of the full ex-
tent of the injury that may be brought on
them by this disrepntable game, may be
gathered from the hListory of the last crop.
Planters, or the few who held their ootton,
are gelting more tha double the sam paid
for it three or fonr months ago, a fluctua-
tion unparalleled in thetrade, A few pro-
ilucers benefit by this apprecintion, w‘aile
specilstors and manufactorers have gath-
ered in their profits by millions.

Under ordinary cirenmstances the Sonth-
ern plaoter might protect himself againat
this nefarions aystem of plunder by holding
his erop until the brokers and manufactu-
rers are willing to pay him a reasonable
profit on the cost of production ; bat, un-
fortunately for the Sonth, she is impover-
ished, without eapital to employ in agri-
culture, and dependent npon loans at heavy
interest and on short tiwe, in order to make
u cropat all.  This makes the planters the
slaves of the money changera, who take all
control over the products of labor ont of
the hands of the former. Nor can we see
any remedy for this state of things until
the South shall have again worked ita wav
to commercial independence—a tardy pro-
cesa indeed, in view of the many embarrass-
menta that fetler her energies, Bat still
she will do it in time. Another moderate
crop of colton, with an abundance of pro-
visionaand frogality in every department,
will go far toward perfecting the desired
revolution, Our people must keep out of
debt, excepl for the necessaries of life, avoid
all excesses of living, stay at home, pnt
every energy (o work, and all will vet come
oul right,

Regarding the prospects of the coming
erop, we perceive that misrepresentions are
alrendy beginning to find their way into
the Northern press.  Everpthing is report-
eil ar favorabie, while exactly the converse
of the proposition is tene.  Truie, our plan
tera have gone to work with a good will,
notwithatanding the reversea that have
happened o all who were compelled to go
indebt last yenr; but they have nnmeronaand
formidable oltacles to contend with, such
as will require material changes for the
biedter and most |\rnpilin|!-l Beasona, o admit
of a crop at all larger than that of the vear
We have the atrongest reasons
for the belief that the amount of eotton Lo
be produced will not exceed the production
of laat year, even should it reach these
igures, which is doubtful.
