From the date before us, it appeara that
Mra George Holt and Mrs, J. W, Brighum,
of thia eity, with & brother residing =t
Chiopee, Mas, are sole heim 1o an estate
of $150.000, left by a brother who died in
Detroit, Michigan, twenty-six yvears ago.
Jonun U Brigham, the brother referred 1o,
a =on of D, Lother Erigham, of Chicopee,
Munas rewoved to Detroit about the Year
18583, and embarked in the drvgoods busi-
ness,  Four vesrs later he nvented, and
procored & patent on certaio machinery for
genernting gns, and entered inio & enntract
to lighy the city, but in experimenting, one
evening, an explosion occurred, and he was
instantly killed, Al the time of hi=s death
he was betrothed to the davphiter of Col.
Brooks, a wealthy gentleman, and at that
time s coslom house officer, Col. Brooks
immediately wrote to Brigham's father, in-
fortoing hium of the death of his son, and
that if he desired, he (Col. Brooks) would
ncl as administrator in settling up the es-
tate, and forward him the proceeds ; taking
care to state, however, that the amount
would probably be very trifling. e was
asccordingly made administrator, and after
a little time had passed, wrote to Mr. Brig-
ham that his son 1+t nothing but a gold
watch and clothing, which the administra-
tor thonght slionld given him, for his
trouble.  Knowing wothing of his son's
business affivirs, Mr, Brigham accepted the
stalement as gave the watch and
clothing, and never reslized as much ns one
penny from the esinte

THE ANIMAL KINGDOM.

Extinction of Haces In ihe Anlmal
Hingdom—Dectine of the Flephuaut
Whale, Seal, HaHale, ete,

It is sad, ot least 1o the naturalist, 1o
contemplate the pheoomenon of animal
extinction, From the days of the plesi-
oesuros and megatherium, what o map
nificent variety ol zoological specimens hias
been lost 1o the world, [magine the feel-
inga of an  enthusinstic nutnralist who,
having ventured to Munrituz in the enrly
part of the Inst century, on the strenpth of
a suilor’s yarn, to cateh, or at least behold
the last living Dodo, arrived only in time
to find o solitary skeleton in bad repuir,
aud two egps, both addled. Tt appenrs,
however, that we are now threatened with
another, and in many sénses, a2 more seri-
ous case of extinetion. There is rexson to
apprehend, a1 no great distance of time,
the total dissppearance from the animal
creation of the elephant.  This is owing 1o
the enormous destrunction of these grand
old beasts which has been and is still going
on year alter year, for purposes of rom-
merce, for self-protection and for mere
sport,

In u gingle provioce of Ceylon over three
thousand tive huodred elephants  were
killed in three years by the natives for the
sake of a few shillings bounty per head.
Many thousands are annunlly destroyed in
India and Africa for the rake of the ivory,
the demand for which 15 =0 great that to
supply the manufacturers of Sheflield aloue
requires the slaughter of over twenty thou-
sand elephants every year. The elephant
is not prolific, its rates of increase being
less than that of man. The race cannot,
therefore, hold out much longer against
such wholesale destrizction, and it is by no
means improbable that the child iz now
born who may live o see the last elephant.
Nor is this pachyderm, though the noblest
and one of the most valuable, by any
nveans the ooly valuable animal s!nw]v hut
surely dying out. The whale and seal, the
buflalo, moose, elk, and deer, are vy enrl_\'
growiog wore and more rare, I{the world,
ad it is not probable according to De. Cum-
ming, should last s thonsand years longer
and the same unequal combat between man
and brute continues, it iy safe to predict
that the tormer will have the universe en-
urely to himeelf, or that it will be shared
only between him snd such of the animal
creagtion as are either too insigniticant to
excile hys AUger ur covelousness, or too in-
timately sssociated with his daily ueeds
and labora (0 be included in the general
destruction,
