All the combined powers on earth
cannot prevent the Czars extending their
Asiatic domains until they meet tliebor- -

lers of tho English lKwsessions. Whether
the British will then be strong enough to
repel the Kussian invasion is very doubtful.

In France things nrc in the same condi
tion. Promises of peace go hand in hand
with imtnenc preparations for war, arid a
new doficit of two hundred and fifty mil
lions and the regular expenses of very
nearly ope thousand five hnndred million
francs indicato to what an extent uiese
preparations are being made. The people
stand the immenc debt and the still more
dangerous establishment ofagiganticarmyas,
they wonld n pestilence among them. Tficse
exaggerated, enormous armaments are the
greatest piaguc oi timropcau nations, uniy
a contemporaneous universal break down of
tho whole system can liberate TSuroiie front
that scourge. If in one State only a great
army were to remain unbroken, the others
at once "would bo obliged to return to the
old system oCself-preservatio-

The arrest pf the Duke of Montpensier
