FIFTY THOUSAND
ARE SLACKERS

timates That Number Have
Escaped Service.

Washington, Jan, 4 —Fifty thousand
real slackers in the United States, is
Provost Marshal-General Crowder's
estimata in his report to Secretary
Baker. That caloulation supposes
that ten men in each registration dis-
trict have escaped service without be-
ing caught.

While a few more than 260,000 of
the more than 3,000,000 registered men
failed to appear when called for ex-
amination, Gen, Crowder estimates
that 85,000 of them have gone into
military service without notlfying lo-
cal boards.

““This leaves more than 150,000 to be
accounted for,” says the provost mar-
shal-general. Were they all slack-
ers?"

Gon., Crowder answers his own ques-
tion by estimating that they probably
are not real slackers because 100,000
probably are aliens. This, he esti-

mates, leaves about 50,000 real slack-d

era Lo be accounted for. Only a few
more than 16,000 have been identified
and a few more than 2,000 have been
prosecuted.

The report shows that 928 Germans
of draft age have been accepted for
service in the national army. A to-
tal of 14,181 enemy allens were ac.

Senators McKellar and Weeks Lead in Stiff Inquiry.

Resentful—Defense Act

May Be Amended to Abolish Boards.

Washington, Jan, 4.—In further in-
vestigation of clothing and other army
supply contracts negotiated by the
civilan supplies committee of the

council of national defense, the senate
milltary committee yesterday recelved
from Charles Eisenman, vice-chair-
man of the contracting committee, a
statement of merchandise bought from
firms whose members or employes are
or were connected with the committee,

Of supplies worth about $800,900,000
bought during the lust eight months
Mr. Eisenman's statement discloses
that $128,830.000 worth came from such
concerns, but that all except $14,830,064
worth was contracted for before the
contractors® representatives became
connected with the committee,

Before presenting the statement
asked for by Senator McKellar Wed-
nesday, Elsenman, in concluding his
testimony, staunchly defended the
committee’s work, upheld the policy of
secrecy in advance of letting contracts
and agaln inslsted that the men given
the much-discussed scrap sorting con-
tract would have been limited to a
nominal profit,

Members of the military commilten
last night were prepared to launch
legislation as the first results of the
Inquiry, Chairman Chamberiain plans
to introducea today a bill to create
a new cabinet member known as the
secretary of munitions, fo have entire
charge of all war materlals purchas-
fng. It Is promised virtually unani-
mous committee supporl,

Another bill which Senator McKellar
pluns to introduce as a result of the
investigation would amend the na-
tional defense act creating the council
of national defense so as to abalish ull
civillan advisory committees and pro-
bibit the council members or their
agents from being  directly or findi-
rectly interested in the supply of con-
tracts. The committees already have
heen abolished, but some of their merm -
bers are serving ‘he departments as
expert advisers,
